ALONG THE TURBULENT Bf>ltn«p 

(National Geographic Society.) 
While the whole of America Is vital­

ly concerned in the present Mexican 
situation, the great human drama is 
being enacted along the 1,810 miles 
boundary line which separates the 
four American border states of Cali­
fornia, Arizona, New Mexico and 
Texas, and the flve border states and 
one territory of Mexico—Lower Cali­
fornia, Sonora, Chihuahua, Coahuila, 
Nuevo Leon and Tamaulipas. The 
area of the American border states la 
a little more than one-alxth the total 
area of the United States. Including 
Alaska, while the area of the Mex­
ican border states 1a more than three-
sevenths the total area of that re­
public, yet the territory embraced In 
the bounds of the American states is 
almost twice as extensive as that of 
the six political divisions of the small­
er country. 

The population of the six Mexican 
states is 1,700,000, compared with 
6.800,000 on the American side, the 
former constituting about one-ninth 
the total population of Mexico, while 
the four American states have only 
about one-fourteenth of the total 
population of the northern republic. 

Tt is an odd coincidence that the 
four American states on the border 
are. with the exception of Montana 
and the territory of Alaska, the four 
largest political divisions in the union, 
while three Mexican border states— 
Chihuahua, Coahuila and SonOra— 
and the territory of Lower California, 
are likewise, the largest divisions ol 
that republic. 

All of the American border statet 
were a part of the Mexican nation ur 
to the middle of the last century wher 
Texas ceded from the southern re< 
public and subsequently cast her lot 
with the United States. Other terri­
tory was acquired in the war of 1848 
the boundaries being fixed by th« 
treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo which 
followed, and by the Gadsden pur­
chase. 

The Rio Grande forms a natural 
boundary line of more than 1.10C 
miles separating Texas from the Mex­
ican states of Chihuahua, Coahuila, 
Nuevo Leon, and Tamaulipas, while 
the arbitrary boundary of nearly 700 
miles, zig-zagglng from El Paso to a 
point on the Pacific coast about 10 
miles south of San Diego, separatee 
new Mexico. Arizona and California 
from Chihuahua, Sonora and Lower 
California. 

Five great railway arteries, .over 
which has flowed the commerce of the 
two republics and which are of vital 
importance in all military operations, 
cross the border at Brownsville, 
Laredo. Eagle Pass. El Paso and No-
gales. The corresponding Mexican 
towns are Matamores. Nuevo Laredo. 
Ciudad Porfirio Diaz, Juarez and No-
gales, the last named being bisected 
by the boundary line- The main lines 

] of four of these railroads run in a 
i general north and south direction 
through Tamaulipas. Nuevo Leon and 
Coahuila, turning to the southwest at 
Torreon and extending through the 
state of Durango. 

The mouth of the Rio Grande, 
which marks the eastern end of the 
boundary, is more than 450 miles 
nearer, the equator than the western 
end of the line.

Ol'R BIGGEST CORPORATION. 

( B .  C. Forbes In Leslie's.) 
Next to the presidency of the United 

States, the biggest job in America ia 
the chairmanship of the United States 
Steel corporation. 

Elbert Henry Gary is the head of 
a corporate empire greater in in­
come, resources and area than the 
average European nation. 

Its income this year promises to 
reach $900,0fto,n00, almost equal to 
the revenue of the United States gov­
ernment or the United Kingdom. 

It has an industrial army of 275.-
000 men, or more than the American 
army and navy combined, more than 
the entire regular and volunteer force 
engaged in the Spanish-American war. 
enough to plant one man every mile 
between the earth and the moon and 
leave enough to girdle the earth with 
human milestones. Standing side by 
side, the solid line would stretch 100 
miles. 

The corporation payroll this year 
will total $250,000,000. Since its or­
ganization. in 1901. it has paid $2,250,-
000 in wages. 

It has a fleet of 107 steamers, 
which, drawn up. would form an un­
broken line 10 miles in length, a 
greater array than the navy of any 
second rate power. 

Its own railroad system, straight­
ened out. would stretch from San 
Francisco to New York and project 
several hundreds of miles into the 
Atlantic. Yet it pays in freight charges 
to other railroads $3,000,000 every 
day of the year. Its freight bill in 
15 years has aggregated $1,650,000.-
000. 

It mines as much coal as the great­
est of America's coal companies and 
makes over 1,000,000 barrels of ce­
ment every month. 

The corporation's original total 
capital of $1,400,000,000 was equal 
to two-thirds of all the monev in 
circulation in the United States. If it 
had been all paid in gold the weight 
would have been 2,880 tons; In dol­
lar bills it would have circled the 
earth six times with enough left to 
stretch from northmost Alaska to 
Cape Horn. 

Its assets total $1,900,000,000. 
Over $100,000,000 has been paid in 

taxes. 
Not less than $7,000,000 is spent an­

nually on welfare work to make em­
ployes healthier, happier, safer and 
therefore, more efficient. 

Allowing five to every familv. the 
corporation supports 1.375.000 per­
sons. twice the population of Boston.
