London, Aug. 31.—One of the most 
unusual tales of trench warfare is 
told In a letter of an officer of the new 
armies serving in France: 

"It happened like this. I was look­
ing out from what was a little shelt­
ered spot alongside the entrance to 
what we call Stinking Sap. through 
a very fine new telescope some one 
had sent to our C. O., when sudden­
ly I spied a shovel sticking up against 
a. little mound, and close to it was a 
gap in the wet grass. 

"I started jolly hard, and presently 
the whole thing became clear to me. 
The Boches had run out a new sap 
fully fifty yards from their flre trench, 
which at this point is over 250 yards 
from ours. It was right opposite our 
Stinking Sap, and not more than 100 
yards from the head of it. 

"I walked around to company head­
quarters and informed the C. O., who 
was delighted. I decided to take Cor­
poral Slade with me. because he's 
such a fine bomb thrower, besides be­
ing as cool as a cucumber. I also 
agreed to take one other man from 
my own platoon and one man from 
each of the other three platoons. 

Ready to Attack. 
"The C. O.'s idea was that we must 

reach that shell hole close to the new 
Boches sap ae soon as possible after 
dark and before the Boches resumed 
work there. As It turned out. we 
were all lying in the shell hole for 
three-quarters of an hour before a 
single Boche made a move. There 
was a fine rain all the time and it j 
was pitch dark. We lay perfectly: 
still and flat, hands covered and faces' 
down. 

"By and by Slade gave a little tug 
at my jerkin. I listened hard and 
Just, made out footsteps. Two or 
three minutes later six or eight Boches 
came shuffling along the sap. carrying 
picks and shovels, and jabbering 
away nineteen to the dozen. I gave 
the signal with my left hand. There 
was a bomb in my right. 

"I could distinctly hear the safety 
pins come out of our six bombs and 
could even hear the breathed murmur 
of the man at my shoulder—a pug­
nacious draper. "A hundred an' one, 
a hundred an' two. a hundred and 
three' (he was timing the fuse of his 
bomb, exactly as I'd told them). 
v "And then they all let go. Our six 
bombs landed, one on the edge and 
the other five plumb in the sap head 
before us, right in the middle of the 
six or eight Boches digging there. 
Two seconds after they left our hands 
they did their job. And when the 
rending row was over we heard only 
one Boche moaning, so I knew that 
at least six or seven would 'strafe' no 
more Englishmen. 

Bullets Fall to Hit. 
"We again lay absolutely still while 

Fritz rained parachute lights, stars, 
flares and every kind of firework, and, 
just as I had expected, swept his sap 
head with at least a thousand rounds 
of machine gun bullets, not one of 
which so much as gra-zed us, where 
we lay in the mud of that shell hole. 

" 'Get your bombs ready, lads,'.- I 
told my fellows. A few seconds later 
we heard the Boches streaming along 
their narrow new sap. They took it 
for granted we had cleared back to 
our lines, and they made no attempt 
to disguise their coming. We waited 
until the near end of the sap was 
full and then we gave 'em our second 
volley, followed immediately by a 
third. It must have been a regular 
shambles. 

"A few seconds later we heard a 
fresh lot start on their way down the 
sap, and the draper and I let 'em have 
our last two bombs well to the left, 
and ourselves made tracks like greas­
ed lightning for Stinking Sap. The 
luck held perfectly, and Slade was 
hauling the draper over the parapet 
of Stinking Sap before a sound came 
from, the Boche machine guns. 

"And then, by Jove, they opened 
on us. They holed my oilskin coat 
for me as I slid in, and spoiled it. 
But not one of my crowd got a 
scratch, and we reckon to have ac­
counted for at the very least twenty 
Boches, may he twice that number. 
Altogether a splendid job. 

"And the best of it is our artillery 
has registered on that sap this morn­
ing, and this afternoon is just about 
going to blow it across the Rhine."

South St. Paul, Aug. 31.—Stronger 
prices ruled in the fat cattle depart­
ment yesterday and bids on desirable 
sorts of killers were up 10 to 15 cents 
on the average. The gain was in line 
with strong news from outside points 
this week but upward awing has not 
been as noticeable here as at some 
other points for the reasons that drop 
last week was not as sharp locally as 
elsewhere and that quality has averag­
ed only ordinary. 

A bunch of Canadian steers from 
Alberta cashed between $7.25 and IS 
was the most conspicuous lot of 
beeves on hand and averaged well 
above rank and file of the native as­
sortment In quality although not a 
grade of stuff that could be classed 
as choice. Right good western steere 
are eligible to more, some having 
sold up around 18.25 and $8.50 this 
week while nothing to test the outlet 
for the choice 1350 to 1500 pound 
rangers has been presented. 

It was a pretty good acting trad* 
yesterday. Packers seemed to want 
the stuff and took even the plainer 
native grassers at firm terms. Prospect 
of a railroad strike was the topic up­
permost in minds of traders in the 
yards and shippers and was credited 
with some of the responsibility for 
the lively demand for killing stuff. 
Stocker and feeder buyers held aloof 
from much of the material and pack­
er buyers were called in to move such 
property in even larger relative num­
bers than heretofore this week. 

Cows and heifers shared in the 
mild up-turn in prices and gains of 
10 to 15 cents were commonly report­
ed. Cutters and canners drew accept­
able offers and such stuff selling un­
der the nickel-a-pound line made up 
the usual percentage of the crop. 
Bulls had erratic bids, but with some 
outside competition, sellers succeeded 
in getting fully steady offers and oc­
casionally better release in spite of 
bearish attitude by some buyers. Big 
share of the bologna bulls sells down 
from $5.50 and butcher grades eligi­
ble to clearance around $6 to $6.50 
have been without representation of 
much extent for some time although 
the right kinds would draw such 
terms. 

Veal calf prices yesterday were 
steady on the recent basis with top 
at $11.25. 

Estimated receipts were 3,300 cat­
tle and 100 calves against 3.769 cattle 
and 1.254 calves a week ago and $.-
364 cattle and 681 calves a year ago. 

Receipts were 61,000 cattle and 8,- v 
000 calx-es at nine western markets 
and total at these points since the 
week opened aggregates about 176.-
