LOWS) BIDS ON 

KIUWG CATTLE 
Everything 10 to 15 Cents 

Off and Some More—* 
Few Above $7.50. 

South 8t Paul, Sept. 1#.—With 
upwards of 18,000 cattle included in 
yesterday's run here the best show­
ing that could be made was to register 
in fourth place among the nine prin­
cipal Western - markets so that noth­
ing more need be said to show that 
there was a lot of cattle on hand aft 
the various packing centers. Aft 
these nine points the supplies for tha 
day aggregated 112,000 and Kansas 
City led the list with 86,000 which in­
dicated that Southwestern erasing 
lands are disgorging enormous quan­
tities of stuff Just now. 

With supply statistics as they were 
it was only to be expected that pack-
ers would work for cheaper cost ot 
beef on the hoof and locally their 
bids from the start yesterday were 
fully io to 16 cents lower than late 
last week on all kinds. Many sellers 
insisted bids on much of their stock 
were a quarter under closing terms 
of last week and fully as low as those 
received a week ago, If not lower. 

A big share of the Montana con* 
tingent was on through consignment 
but a portion of the Western crop 
was put on sale here. The Dakotas 
sent in a larger supply than at any 
time heretofore this season and tha 
crop on the whole was the largest 
here since November 8, 1915. In 
spite of the plentitude of stock few 
high sales were recorded as quality 
did not show as much improvement 
as had been expected. The list o£ 
steer sales above 97.26 was negligible 
early but some Westerns reached 
98.00 later while the 96 to 97 spread 
continued to get much of the steer 
quota and the junky varieties still 
had catch-as-catch-can release with 
many going at less than a nickel a 
pound. 

A lone Montana steer of the 1.600 
pound class reached 910.00. 

She stock business followed steer 
trade course closely and everything 
in the female classes felt the pressure 
buyers exerted on prices. It wsi• 
much the same kind of a market that 
was experienced a week ago and 
prices which had gradually worked 
back to the position occupied before 
the Monday break of 15 to 26 centa 
last week were set down In most in­
stances to points even with the lowest 
registered. The 95.00 to 96.00 fig­
ures applied to a big share of the na­
tive and Dakota contingent while the 
96.50 to $7.50 marks, although not 
out of reach of the proper sorts, re-, 
quired quality which was sparingly 
represented. 

Butcher and bologna bulls came in 
for a share of the pressure yesterday 
and eased off in sympathy with other 
killer stock. Bologna grades were 
most numerous between 94.50 and 
95.50 and the stuff worth more didn't 
show up in large numbers. 

Veal calves held steady with top at 
$11.75 following the quarter decline 
late last week from the yard record. 
Sales ranged all the way down to 
$4.50 to catch all grades and sorting 
was fairly close. 

Estimated receipts were 12,500 cat* 
tie and 1.000 calves against 8,612 cat­
tle and 580 calves a week ago and 
11,054 cattle and 676 calves a year 
ago. 

Nine Western markets yesterday 
had 12,000 more cattle and 2,000 
more calves than • on last Monday 
when 100,000 cattle and 6,600 calvw 
arrived at these points. :
