~ " '" * * ~ the shafting and the power of the ma­
chinery tore her scalp together with 
her hair from the skull. In front 
the ncalp was torn down to the edge 
of the hair, and the rest of the skull 
was left bare except for a small mar­
gin about the edges. 

No one heard her scream because 
the wind was blowing such' a gale that 
her voice did not carry. After \ the 
scalp was torn from her head, she 
managed to get to the house, 4 dis­
tance of a couple of hundred feet, 
and then fainted. Medical aid was 
sent for and a trained nurse procured 
and now she is resting easy. Unless 
ome complications set in it is expect­
ed that, she will recover, though she 
will he scarred for life. 

She says that when her hair caught 
in the machinery she expected to be 
killed and that she exerted all her 
strength to prevent herself from be­
ing drawn into the cogs and crushed. 
It was this heroic effort to save her 
life that tore her scalp from the 
skull. 

Because of the cold weather an£ 
the high wind which was blowing at 
the time the physicians reached the 
place it was deemed beat to make no 
attempt to remove the injured girl to 
a hospital, but to care for her in­
juries at the home of the people with 
whom she lived. 

had suffered tortures for half an 
hour. 

Kelley was hastened to Tioga and 
received the attention of Dr. Stobie 
of that place and Dr. Hagan of Wll-
liston. The surgeons were able to do 
Tint little more than staunch the flow 
of blood and administer opiates. A 
doctor states that in all his surgical 
experience he has never seen a more 
horrible case of mangling or more 
excruciating suffering. Great muscles 
as large as a man's arm were literal­
ly torn from the body and some, of 
the organs of the abdomen were ex­
posed. The suffering of the victim 
was so intense that he begged for a. 
revolver to end his life. He remain­
ed conscious most of the time and 
gave the address of a sister in Minne­
sota and frtated that his parents were 
not living. Death came a.bout five 
hours after the accident occurred. • 

Kelley was a man about forty years 
of age, strong and robust, weighing 
about 190 pounds. Not much was 
learned of his history except that he 
had a homestead near Wolf Point, 
Montana.

Counsel for Recluse 
Millionaire Released 

Chicago, Sept. 23.—James R. Ward, 
attorney for Edward W. Morrison, 
recluse millionaire whose wealth 
vanished mysteriously, obtained bond 
last night and ivas released after 
^Federal Judge K. M. Landis had or-
dered hini for perjury in connection 
with the Morrison case. Three others 
were also ordered arrested for per­
jury by Judge Landis. 

Ward's bond, amounting to $15,-
000, was furnished by a. surety com­
pany and approved last night. John 
Somers, jeweler and one-time guide 
of the millionaire, on strange jaunts 
into the undeffrorld, also obtained his 
release on $2,500 bond. In court to­
day Morrison, angered at revelations 
of how he was said to have been 
fleeced, struck Sommers in the face. 

GRAFTON PIONEER 
CALLED BY DEATH 

Grafton, N. D„ Sept. 23.—William 
K. Thompson of this city died at his 
home early Thursday following an at­
tack of hemorrhage of the brain. He 
was found unconscious in his barn on 
Tuesday morning, and although medi­
cal assistance was summoned, he nev­
er regained consciousness. 

He was born in Norway, and when 
ft boy, 1R years old. his parents im­
migrated to this country and settled 
in Winnishiek countv. Iowa. At the 
age of 14. while lost in a blizzard, he 
had both his feet so badly frozen that 
amputation was necessary. His par­
ents both-perished at the same time. 
Although crippled Mr. Thompson per­
formed hard, manual labor with the 
use of artificial limbs. He married 
his surviving widow in Iowa and the 
family came to Walsh county in the 
early eighties and settled on' a. farm 
in Fertile township where thev made 

Hillsboro. N. D.. Sept 28.—The 
fifth death from infantile paralysis 
occurred at Halstad, when the 
youngest child of G. J. Gilbert died 
from the disease.
