On two good lots of Montana hogs 
yesterday a $10.30 top was establish­
ed but outside of that the regular 
summit was $10.25, an even quarter 
below Wednesday's upper limit. The 
shipment from Montana was of the 
premium-earning kind, though, and 
the extra nickel was fairly earned. 
Low end of the sales list yesterday 
was the same as Wednesday, $9-75, 
and bulk of the sales were listed be­
tween $9.95 and $10. The quality of 
yesterday's shipments was only fair, 
outside of the Montana lot. 

Average cost yesterday was $9.96. 
One of the packer buyers here got 

into the pig market yesterday and as 
high as $9.15 was paid for some of 
the crop. An order buyer bid as high 
as $9 for the small assortment. Buy­
ers who remain on the market regu­
larly, however, rarely paid over $8.50 
for their supplies and for the most 
part the dealing was steady. The 
crop was limited yesterday. 

Estimated receipts were 4,200 com­
pared with 2,878 a week ago and 1,-
724 a year ago-

Fifty thousand hogs were reported 
on hand at nine principal markets. 
With this number the week's total 
climbed to 260,000 compared with 
253,000 in four days last week.

An eastern Mill­
ing distributor is reported to have 
made tests of the old hard wheat and 
found it very good for milling. Corn 
pit estimated purchases of December 
by Armoun Grain Co. yesterday at 
over 600,000 bushels, trade In 
September was scattered but it will 
be no surprise to see prices move up 
before the close tomorrow. Cash 
market—Seaboard sold 1,000,000 
bushels wheat yesterday for export. 
The Belgium relief bought 200,000 
bushels of wheat late Wednesday 
which was included In the above. 
Chicago 100,000 bushels wheat, 50,000 
corn and 50,000 oats to seaboard. 
Omaha sold 200,000 wheat and had 
bids for 200,000 more at 12-4 over 
Chicago decreased track.

$9.50 for tops In the lamb division so 
that in every instance it was not a 
straight 25 cents lower deal but this 
cut applied in the majority of in­
stances. Regular top yesterday again 
was posted at $9.50. 

No change was reported In the 
dealing on sheep. The handy weight 
kinds were good sellers at prices Just 
the same as they have appeared for 
some time. This schedule provides a 
$7.25 top for ewes and $8-00 for 
wethers. Heavier kinds still passed 
to packers at the quarter drop they 
took on Wednesday and a range of 
$5.75 to $6.75 bought up most of 
the weighty stuff. 

Yesterday's market held up despite 
the influence of bad markets else­
where. Wednesday at some outside 
points no clearance was provided for 
the liberal supplies until late In the 
day and then they went at reduced 
prices. Yesterday's trading elsewhere 
was mostly 10 to 15 cents lower on 
everything than on Wednesday. 

Supplies in the feeder and breeder 
market yesterday were curtailed and 
with lack of stock sellers were able to 
command steady prices for what they 
had.
