The setbacks have 
been only temporary, and new high 
records were made, with the closing 
quotations practically at the top fig­
ures reached. Clearance of wheat 
and flour today equaled 1,693,000. It 
is claimed the underlying conditions 
in wheat are gradually becoming 
stronger, as many people figure that 
with a short crop we have exported 
sufficient to leave only a moderate 
surplus. The export demand still con­
tinues brisk. Temperatures were con­
siderably lower and some snow flur­
ries were reported in the Canadian 
Northwest.
