Is Inference From Article 
by Dernberg in Ber­

lin Paper. 

Berlin, Oct. 6.—In a long article In 
the Tageblatt Dr. Dernberg explains 
that President Wilson stands for 
America, as it Is his duty to do. Any 
statesman, he says, who did not cater 
exclusively to the interests of his own 
country 'would deserve contempt and 
political annihilation. Statesmen like 
President Wilson, he continues, con­
sider it their chief duty to serve the 
present and future prestige of the 
united States, increase their influence 
on the western continent and the ad­
jacent seas, and seek for the -world's 
peace, which would make possible 
the exploitation of the yet largely 
dormant economical forces of that 
vast country. 

This policy, doubtless very popular 
in America, he says, has in some 
cases very unfavorably affected Ger­
man Interests, but that must not veil 
German eyes to American necessities 
if Germany wishes America to under­
stand her own particular require­
ments. 

Dr. Dernburg continues explaining 
now when, two years ago he went to 
America he was astonished at the 
prevailing anti-Germanism, but now 
he has since discovered that it was 
only natural In view of the entente's 
press campaign and the fact that 
many things European look quite 
different when seen from the other 
side of the Atlantic. He thinks, how­
ever, that time, a better understand-
In* and the developments of the war 
have taken the edge off the unsym­
pathetic American attitude. Such 
a process necessarily being slower in 
a country where the facts must soak 
through the masses of the people be­
fore a change of opinion is brought 
about than in countries where the 
leading men are not entirely depend­
ent upon public opinion. Thus he 
believes that America's views of the 
war are still in process of formation. 

His article concludes with the ex­
pression of the hope that America 
will take a more reasonable view 
should Germany be compelled again 
to renew ruthless submarine war in 
order to force England to make 
peace. He says it was largely to 
please America that this form of war­
fare was renounced, with certain 
reservations, but there are signs that 
the domineering English attitude to-

: ward all neutrals has gradually 
changed America's views in this re­
spect. 

HONOR AVIATORS WHO 
FOUGjH ZEPPELINS 

King PwHowb D. 6. O. on lieutenants 
Sowrey and Brandon—Brought 

Down Two Ships. 

London, Oct. 6.—King George has 
appointed Second Lieutenant Sowrey 
and Lieutenant Alfred de Bath Bran­
don, both officers of the Royal Flying 
corps, to be companions of the dis­
tinguished service order. In connec­
tion with their successful attacks upon 
enemy airships. 

Lieutenants Sowrey and Brandon 
participated in the attacks on Zeppe­
lin raiders on the night of September 
23-24, when two Zeppelins were 
brought down. 

Lieutenant Brandon took part In the 
defensive operations against Zeppelin 
airships which raided London on the 
night of April 2 of this year, and was 
reported in dispatches to have dropped 
with effect, several bombs upon one 
of .the raiders, after mounting to a 
height of 9,000 feet. The Zeppelin 
L-15 came down in the Thames es­
tuary after this air raid and sank 
while it was being towed in by British 
vessels, but it was said to be not es­
tablished whether this was the airship 
Lieutenant Brandon attacked. 

Derby Says Zeppelin 
Raids Will Continue 

Germany Must Keep Them Up for Ef­
fect on People—Hence, Ridicules 

Statements, He Says. 

London, Oct. 6—London will con 
tinue to be visited by Zeppelins, de­
spite the recent losses and the great 
improvement of the air defences. This 
opinion was expressed to the Associ­
ated Press by the Earl of Derby, who 
said: 

"Raids will continue for the effect 
on the German people, who have been 
taught that Zeppelins, like sub­
marines, could bring England to her 
knees. Hence the ridiculous" com­
muniques and newspaper articles in 
Germany representing that England 
was terrorized and London in flames.

GERMANS FIGHT FROM CELLARS AS THE ALLIES ADVANCE

London, Oct. 6.—Where once stood 
the beautiful French village of 
Thiepval and the' forest on its out­
skirts, there is now to be seen only 
utter ruin. The Germans had heav­
ily fortified the wood. They consid­
ered it an excellent shelter. The wood 
was leveled by British guns. 

In describing the British attack on 
Thiepval a correspondent says: 

"As I stood watching the place 
from a trench only a few hundred 
yards away, it seemed to me astound­
ing and terrible that men should he 
living there.

The shells tore up the German 
trenches and built up a great wall 
of smoke along the crest of the i 
ridge." 

Some of the most trying work 
which the British troops have to per­
form in the capture of German posi­
tions in the Somme drive is the clear­
ing of the enemy from their deep 
dug-outs and cellars.

New York, Oct. 6.—Dr. T. Iyenaga, 
the well-known lecturer and one of 
the best known Japanese in America, 
said in an interview that nothing too 
evil coulrl be said of the argument 
that made use of the "Japanese 
peril" as an excuse for American pre­
paredness. Incidentally, Dr. Iyenaga 
fails to find a justification for Ameri­
can increase of armament. 

"Japan is being made the arch devil 
of all creation, more ingenious and 
more devilish than the Miltonlan 
Satan," he said. 

"As the Presidential election is 
nearing and the subject of prepared­
ness is uppermost in the minds of the 
American people, the customary bogie 
of 'Japanese peril' is again being con­
jured up on the platform and in a 
part of the press. 'Preparedness' 
would naturally have some objective 
to . be prepared against. Germany is 
at present hard pressed on all fronts 
of the European battlefield: the Brit­
ish navy, big as it is, is fully occupied 
with its job on the North Sea: Spain 
is too weak to dream of Pavenge of 
1898; Russia too far away. To the 
rescue of political orators and jingo­
istic journalists, however, comes for­
tunately Japan—the power that has 
crushed Germany in the far east and 
for whose favor the god of European 
war is turning the wheels of prosper­
ity. According to these writers and 
orators, Japan is plotting against the 
United States in Hawaii and the Phil­
ippines, sending her sons to Mexico 
to fight against Americans; keeps 
50,000 veteran soldiers in California, 
all of course disguised: secretly buying 
lands in Mexico and the Panama 
zone: laying plans to blow up the 
canal; most of all, intriguing persis­
tently to close the 'open door' in 
China and throttle the weak neigh­
bor. It is foolish to try to refuse all 
these absurd charges. 

"I wonder, however, how many of 
these writers fully comprehend the 
real meaning of the 'open door' as 
proposed by John Hay. Stripped of 
diplomatic and legal verbiage, the 
famous note of 1899 issued by that 
great statesman may be condensed as 
follows: 

"1. That no power will interfere 
with the treaty rights and vested in­
terest in China of another power. 

"2. That the Chinese treaty tariff 
shall apply to all merchandise irre­
spective of the nationality to which 
it belongs, and the duties collected by 
the Chinese government. 

"3. The same and equal harbor 

dues shall be levied on all vessels ir-
j respective of the nationality to which 
| they belong. The same principle 

holds with railroad charges. 
| "This is the meaning of the 'open 

j door.' John Hay wanted to safeguard I 
I the rights and interests secured by I 
| powers in China and give equal oppor- | 
| tunity of trade to all by providing j 

against discriminatory tariff and; 
transportation charges. I 

"Japan has pledged to keep China's ' 
door open. Will she ever violate that j CaiifrVit' 
pledge? I believe not. Not only do ® 
international ethics demand good | 
faith, but the open door is in fact in | 
consonance with what Japan's self | 
interest dictates. She has nothing to 1 

fear from an open competition in 
China, every advantage except capital 
being on Japan's side—the proximity' 
of market, facile means of transport­
ation, cheap labor and identity of 
script and tradition with the Chinese. 
The closing of China's door would 
on the other hand spell disaster to 
Japanese commerce and industry; for 
they have no better prospect of dev­
elopment than that in China. 

"For many decades past, then, the 
door has been open in China. In the 
meanwhile what has America been 
doing? Her trade with China has 
not seen much progress in these 
years, whereas that of Japan has in­
creased by leaps and bounds. Would

From this table it will be seen that 
the average number of bacteria In the 
raw river water was 1450, while the 
average number of bacteria in the treat­
ed filtered water was 16.
