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GERMAN SUBS SINK 
NINE SHIPS OFF THE 
UNITED STATES COAST 

(Continued from Page X) 

hunter's moon, the destroyer flotilla 
of the United States Atlantic fleet was 
picking up passengers and crews of 
the destroyed vessels and bringing 
them into Newport, R. I. 

So far as known there was no loss 
of life though at a late hour the crew 
of the British steamer Kingston had 
not been accounted for. 

A submarine held up the American 
«teamer Kansan bound from New 
York to Genoa with steel for the Ital­
ian government but later on establish­
ing her identity, allowed the Ameri­
can to proceed. The Kansan came into 
Boston harbor late tonight for her 
call here. 

The hostile submarine is believed 
to be the U-58 which paid a call to 
Newport yesterday and disappeared at 
sunset. Some naval men, however, de­
clared that at least two submarines 
are operating close to the American 
shore though outside the three mile 
limit. 

The record of submarine warfare 
as brought to land by wireless dis­
patches follows: 

"The Strathdene, British freighter, 
torpedoed and sunk off Nantucket. 
Crew taken aboard Nantucket shoals 
lightship and later removed to New­
port by torpedo boat destroyers. The 
Strathdene left New York yesterday 
for Bordeaux and was attacked at 6 
a. m. 

The West Point, British freighter, 
torpedoed and sunk off Nantucket. 
Crew abandoned the ship in small 
boats after a warning shot from the 
lubmarlne's gun. Officers and men 
were taken aboard a destroyer. The 
vessel was attacked at 10:45 a. m. 
She was bound from London for New­
port News. 

One Was a Passenger Ship. 
"The Stephano, British passenger 

liner plying regularly between New 
York, Halifax and St. Johns, New 
Foundland. Torpedoed southeast of 
Nantucket while bound for New York. 
Reported still afloat late tonight. 
Passengers and crew numbering about 
140 were picked up by the destroyer 
Drayton and brought to Newport. The 
attack was made at 4:30 p. m. 

The Kingston, British freighter, tor-
edoed and sunk southeast of Nan-
ucket. Crew missing and destroyer 

learchlng for them. This vessel is not 
nccounted for in maritime registers 
•.nd may be the Kingstonian. The at­
tack occurred at 6 p. m. 

Bloomersdljk, Dutch freighter tor­
pedoed and sunk south of Nantucket. 
Crew taken aboard a destroyer. The 
Iteamer was bound from New York 
for Rotterdam having sailed last 
night. 

The Christian Knudsen, Norwegian 
freighter torpedoed and sunk where 
the Bloomersdljk went down. Crew 
picked up by destroyers. The vessel 
sail from New York Saturday for 
London. 
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Shock to. Shipping Circlcs. 
The sensation created yesterday 

when the U-53 quietly slipped into 
Newport harbor and as quietly slipped 
away three hours later was nothing 
compared to the shock in shipping 
circles when wireless reports of sub­
marines attacks began to come into 
the naval radio stations. Within a few 
minutes the air was literally charged 
with electricity as wireless messages 
of warning were broadcasted along 
the coast. 

The submarines had taken a posi­
tion directly in the steamer lanes 
where they could hardly miss any­
thing bound in for New York or bound 
east from that port. '" * 

Vessels of the entente allied nations 
and neutral bottoms carrying contra­
band of war scurried to get within 
the three mile limit of the American 
shore. Several that were following 
the outside course shifted and made 
for the inside lane. The Stephano of 
the Red Cross line, however, was 
caught outside the neutral zone. 

Many Vessels in Path of Subs. 
Within the immediate zone of pos­

sible further operations by the subs 
were several trans-Atlantlo steam-
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Bhlps under registry of nations at war 
with Germany. Also, the American 
line steamer Philadelphia with pas­
sengers and freight from New York 
for Liverpool is in the waters from 
which reports of German submarines 
have come, and the Scandinavian-
American liner Frederick VIII Is ap­
proaching that part of the coast, 
bound to New York from Copenhagen. 

Better known among the vessels 
subject because of their registry and 
their present positions, to the sub­
marine menace were the French liner 
Espagne, from Bordeaux for Ne 
York; the Anchor Liner Cameronla, 
bound to New York from Glasgow and 
Liverpool; and the Cunarder Alaunia 
only a few hours out from New York 
for Falmouth and London. Other ves­
sels of lesser size were reported ap­
proximately in the same waters. 

All Shipping Is Warned. 
Most of these steamships soon re­

ceived by wireless word sent broad­
cast by radio stations to all vessels, 
of the presence of the German sub­
marines oft the New England coast. 

This message as sent to steamships 
of Great Britain's merchant marine 
was regarded as constituting orderB to 
change courses and soon th«V were 
swinging inshore to be removed from 
possible contact with the submarines 
and to be within easy speeding dis­
tance of the three mile zone. 

There was no attempt to disguise 
or conceal the fact that shipping had 
be?n terrorized by the daring per­
formance of German submarines so 
far from the home base. 

The British consul said he had no 
information as to the present where­
abouts of British patrol boats, al­
though he assumed that these vessels 
had been notified by wireless that the 
U-53 was a few miles off the coast. 

The British embassy's warning was 
sent to Halifax, N. S., the naval base 
for British ships operating in the 
North Atlantic, and to other points 
in the maritime provinces. 

80 New Yorkers on Stephano. 
The greatest shock to the shipping 

interests came with the word that the 
Red Cross liner Stephano had been 
sunk. The message was received by 
the radio station at Newport and ad­
dressed to Rear Admiral Knight. The 
Stephano was bound from St. Johns, 
N. F., for New York and had on 
board between eighty and nihety pas­
sengers, most of them living In New 
York. 

The Stephano was recently sold to 
the Russian government to be used as 

| an ice-breaker, and the present was 
to have been her last trip before she 
was sent to Archangel. 

V. S. Fleet to the Rescue. 
Immediately after the S. O. S. calls 

from the West Point were picked up 
' at Newport Admiral Gleaves ordered 
out the destroyer fleet to give assist­
ance. The Jarvis, one of the fastest of 
the fleet, capable of making 31 knots 
an hour, had steam up and was the 
first to get away. She steamed out of 
the harbor at full speed shortly be­
fore 1:30 o'clock. 

Following the Jarvis as rapidly as 
steam could be made went the de­
stroyers Drayton, Ericsson, O'Brien, 
Benham, Cassln, Batch, McCall, Por­
ter, Fanning, Winslow, Alywin, Cush-
ing, Cummings, Paulding and Conyn-
ham and the tender Melville. Naval 
officers did not expect the return of 
any of the vessels with survivors be­
fore a late hour. 

The weather was thick outside and 
the destroyers were lost to view from 
shore soon after passing Brenton's 
Reef lightship. 

Rescuers Were Delayed. 
There was some delay in getting the 

destroyers under way because, It be­
ing Sunday, many officers and men 
were on shore leave and vessels did 
not have full heads of steam up. The 
Jarvis cleaned out 57 minutes after 
the first call was received and got the 
tender Melville, the last of the. fleet 
tp start, got away only fifteen minutes 
later. 

The Melville was sent' because al­
though slower than the destroyers, 
she had better accommodations for 
women and other passengers. 

The destroyers had orders from 
Rear Admiral Gleaves, commander of 
the destroyer force, to spread out and 
search for the ship's boats.. He said 
that the object in sending- this large 
number of vessels was particularly to 
facilitate the locating of small boats. 

Soon after the destroyers had de­
parted Admiral Gleaves, who was di­
recting the operations from the flag­
ship Birmingham, which remained be­
hind, received a radio from the Nan­
tucket Shoals lightship saying that 20 
members of the crew of the Strah-
dene were on board that ship. In­
structions were immediately issued the 
nearest-destroyers to proceed to the 
lightship to take them off. 

There was a heavy sea running 
when the destroyers started with the 
wind southwest and the weather 
thick. 

Guns Boom Heard on Shore. 
Captain Smith of the American 

freighter Kansan reported that the 
submarine that stopped him showed 
no colors but from his meagre de­
scription of the craft naval men were 
satisfied that it was the U-53. 

The booming of . the submarine's 
guns was distinctly heard at Nan­
tucket. It was plain the Germans had 
placed themselves in the lane of pas­
senger and freight traffic. 

In a flash after the first distress 
signals were sent broadcast, wireless 
messages were sent Up and down the 
coast and far out to sea warning 
everything afloat that a German ship 
was operating on the steamer lane. 

The Frederick VIII of the Scandia-
American line which is bringing 
home the American minister to Ger­
many, James W. Gerard and Mrs. 
Gerard was 500 miles east of New 
York when the first reports came. 
Assurance that the minister and his 
wife were on a neutral vessel was 
given to inquiring friends by the 
press-

The radio stations which at flrst 
had given to the newspapers the news 
of the torpedoing and were slowly 
gathering additional facts, were sud 
denly closed to the press by ah order 
from the navy department at Wash­
ington. It was explained that every­
thing learned by government stations 
must flrst be transmitted to the navy 
department before being made pub­
lic 

Particulars of the attack, however, 
continued to come from merchant 
vessels to commercial wireless plants 
not controlled by the government and 
through marine observers on shore. 

Allied Fleet Unprepared. 
During the day no word came from 

the British and French patrol vessels 
that have been watching the Atlantic 
coast, from which vessels of the en­
tente .allies with munitions 'of war 
have daily' set out. This afternoon a 
message was sent to Halifax asking 

the press for Information as to what 
was being done to protect British and 
French shipping from the submarine. 
The reply came that the British com­
mander in chief of the Halifax sta­
tion, which is directing the patrolling 
fleet, was considering whether any 
statement by him was advisable. 

Rumors of Two Subs. 
Many rumors were afloat today, in­

cluding one that a fleet of German 
submarines were off the coast. An­
other had it that the Germans had 
established a submarine base on the 
Canadian coast. 

Another speculation was that supply 
ships were co-operating with the 
U-53. Those who held to the latter 
opinion pointed out that the sub­
marine, after ostensibly cruising the 
Atlantic unassisted, arrived at New­
port fully provisioned for three 
months, and not requiring fuel or so 
much as a Jug of water. 

The theory that there were two 
submarines operating was based part­
ly on reports that one of the vessel 
destroyed was struck by three tor­
pedoes. so far as known none of the 
craft was sunk by shell fire. 

Only eight torpedoes could be seen 
on the U-58 when she was at Newport 
and at least six torpedoes appeared to 
have been used yesterday. 

The Dutch steamer Bloomersdljk 
has settled in-shallow water with her 
stern resting on the bottom and her 
bow high out of water. The wreck 
is a menace to navigation and the 
radio service has warned ship mas­
ters.

Newport Society Folk 
Quick to Offer Their Aid 
To Victims of Sub Attacks 
Newport, Oct. 9.—The British 

steamer Stephano, sunk by the U-53, 
carried nearly one hundred flrst and 
second cabin passengers including 
many American tourists. The Uni 
ted States torpedo boat destroyer 
Batch reported the loss and that the 
crew and passengers were safe aboard 
the Balch. The passengers later 
were transferred to the destroyer 
Jenkins. 

Members of the so-called Newport 
society set were prompt to extend 
proffers of help to the shipwrecked 
passengers through Admiral Knight. 
Mrs. Robert L. Beeckman, wife of 
Governor Beeckman and Mrs. Fred­
erick Vanderbilt volunteered to take 
care of as many refugees as possible. 

Many of the passengers on the 
Stephano are residents of New York. 
At this time of year the vessel car' 
ries fairly heavy passenger list made 
up of the last of the summer tourists 
who spend their summers in New 
Foundland and In the Canadian mari 
time provinces. 

The cargo of the Stephano, it was 
expected, would not be very heavy as 
on her westbound voyage she usually 
carried little freight. 

The vessel was in the regular serv 
Ice of the Red Cross line and was 
bound for St. Johns, N. F.. to New 
York. She was due in New York 
Monday morning. 

Sold to Russia Recently. 
The sale of the Stephano to the 

Russian government which had plan­
ned to use her as an ice-breaker, was 
recently announced. Her sister ship, 
the Florlzel of the same line, also 
had been sold to Russia for ice work. 

The liner was in command of Cap 
tain Smith, who has been in the 
company's employ for a number of 
years. He is 48 years of age and he 
is known as a successful navigator. 
He had taken the outside course in 

.rounding .Nantucket lightship and 
thereby had -fallen into the grip of 
the undersea raider. Ordinarily the 
Stephano takes the inside course, if 
the weather is favorable. This would 
have taken her in water too shallow 
for a submarine to work effectively. 

The Stephano was a steel screw 
Bteamer of 2,143 tons built In Glas­
gow in 1911. Her sister ship, the 
Florlzel, left New York Friday for 
Halifax, tf. S.. and St. Johns, N. F.

FIFTH GERMAN LOAN 
PROVESJG SUCCESS 

Already Has Passed 10,890,000.000 
Mark*—Considered as Great a 

Suooess as the IMrd. 
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Berlin, Oct. 9.—The results of the 
fifth German war loan—already more 
than 10,590,000,000 marks—have 
more than fulfilled the hopes and ex­
pectations of the ministry of finance 
and have almost the figures for the 
fourth war loan of 10,712,000,000 
marks, with some returns from sub­
scriptions from the domestic field and 
abroad still to be received. Of the to­
tal, 6,500,000,000 marks have already 
been paid In. 

In view of the unfavorable political 
conditions under which the loan was 
launched, experts In the ministry of 
finance had counted on about 8,000,-
000,000 marks in subscriptions, but 
the response of the people was be­
yond expectation, the Teutonic vic­
tories over the Rumanians apparent­
ly more than counteracting the ef­
fects of Rumania's entry into the 
war. Taking into account the relative 
monetary conditions and the inability 
of the poorer classes to come forward 
with subscriptions for the earlier 
loans, owing to the high cost of liv­
ing and the amounts they had pre­
viously subscribed, the fifth loan is 
considered relatively as great a suc­
cess as the third, which touched the 
high water mark of 12,160,000,000 
marks. 

PROMINENT JUDGE DEAD. 
Wausau, Wis., Oct. 9.—Judge Wil­

lis Chisholm flilverthorn, 78 years old, 
for the last eighteen years judge of 
the sixteenth circuit court and for 
more than half a century a promi­
nent lawyer of northern Wisconsin, 
died at- his home here late Saturday 
night. He was the Democratic nomi­
nee for governor of the state In 1896, 
but wm defeated by Governor Sco-
fleld. *
