About Hughes' Past. * 
Our opportunities for sitting In 

judgment upon the past record of 
Mr. Hughes are limited. He has not 
had great national questions to de­
cide nor critical national emergencies 
to meet. What manner of man he is 
must be judged from his conduct In 
private life, as a public - servant be­
fore elected governor, by his accomp­
lishments as governor of New York, 
and as a justice of the supreme court 
of the United States. 

From his early boyhood In the 
little town of Glens Falls, New York, 
through his college days, through his 
early struggling years as a. young 
lawyer in New York, and through the 
later days of triumphant accomplish­
ment and honors, Charles E. Hughes 
has stood out as a strong man of af­
fairs in active life—a man among 
men. He has been loved for his 
great heart, admired for his great 
mind, sought after for his great abil­
ity, and honored for his great 
achievements. 

As counsel to the Stevens gas in­
vestigating committee in New York 
In 1!»0R. v>e reduced the price of gas 
In New York city from one dollar to 
eighty cents a thousand feet, and set 
an examnle that has been followed 
all over the country. 

As counsel to the Armstrong com­
mittee in New York in 1905 he 
turned the light upon the huge con­
tributions of Insurance companies to 
political funds, upon the use by In­
siders of life Insurance money for 
private profit, and upon other fla­
grant abuses by Insurance companies. 
As the re«uH, of his fearless acts, 
these practices were all stopped. 
Every man in this country who car-
hok a life insurance policy owes Mr. 
Hughes a debt of gratitude. In order 
that he might complete the Insurance 
investigation in 190S, he declined the 
nomination for mayor of New York. 
As a result of this unselfish action, 
with the popular support that It 
brought, every bill prepared by him 
for the Armstrong committee was 
enacted into law without change or 
question. 

As governor of New York his rec­
ord of accomplishment is unsurpass­
ed. Of the 162 labor laws that had 
been placed uooh the statute books 
of that state since Its erection In 
1777, fifty-six, or more than one-
third, were passed during the three 
vears and nine months that Mr. 
Hurhes was governor. 

He fearlessly vetoed the two-cent 
fare bill on June il, 1907, though 
there was sunponed to be a strong 
public opinion behind this agitation. 
He vetoed the- "full crew bill," 
urged by the labor organisations, be-
esuse he was not. afraid to do what 
he tbourht was rleht. 

F» nnd neeured legis­
lation which eliminated the vambMnar 

incident to horse racing. He 
thii* <Md a work Ion* neglected, 
earned the thank* of rood People nnd 
dewrved the rratltude of the victims 
of this serious evil. 

He we* annolnted on May 1, 1910. 
an associate justice of the sunreme 
eoiirt of the United flt«t«*. because 
President Taft knew that he was a 
great lawyer, end a man of clear 
judgment, unflnlehlng determination, 
and proved Integrity—without fear of 
sny consequences of a rlrhteous ac­
tion. and free from personal self-
seeVIng of nnv kind. 

He was nominated on June 10. 
1916, for president of the United 
States, without raisin* one flfger to 
seeure the nomination and In the face 
of an emphatic declaration that he 
wss not a candidate. He Is more 
nearly the "peonle's eholne" thn^ 
any candidate in this nation's history 

Of the Fntne*. 
The past is our guide for the 

future.

Which 
of the two candidates Is the more 
certain to "preserve, protect and de­
fend" the constitution of the Uhlted 
States, and. as a strons leader, to 
blase our trails of national and Inter-' 
national progress?

Proper precautions must be taken 
to protect our American industries in 
order to compete with the already well 
advanced plans of the nations of Eu­
rope to capture the trade of the 
world. 

The president's cabinet needs a com­
plete houseclear.ing. It is not pleasant 
to deal in personalities, but with few 
exceptions the present cabinet mem­
bers are not of the calibre which this 
country must have in such positions. 

The impression that the government 
of the United States can be coerced by 
threats into granting special privileges 
to groups of men must, be forever 
eradicated. 

Many complex problems of internal 
social adjustment and domestic devel­
opment are to be solved. 

The prospect calls for a leader; for 
a man with a national and an inter­
national mind, not a man born of the 
political school which believes in de­
centralization of government and con­
siders all government a necessary evil; 
a man of action, not a man of words; 
a man with a great heart and broacl 
human sympathies who 'will not se­
clude himself, nor consult with ill-
chosen advisors, but who will sur­
round himself with the most capable 
men this country "has produced, and 
who, while taking counsel with them, 
will lead the thought and action of the 
nation for a new America in a new 
world. '
