WOMEN" AS PARTISANS. 
A further Inspection of the election 

returns from Illinois, which Is as yet 
the only state which has furnished 
a statement of tho votos by men and 
women respectively sufficiently com­
prehensive to be at all significant, re-
Teals the fact that the total number 
of women's votes cast was Just about 
40 per cent of the number of men's 
votes cast. Further, this vote was 
divided almost exactly as the men's 
vote was divided. That is, where 100 
men voted for Hughes, 40 women 
•oted for him, and where 100 men 
voted for Wilson, 40 women voted for 
him. The men of the Btate gave 
Hughes a substantial majority of their 
vote, and the women gave him just 
about an equal majority of their vote. 

Ardent advocates of woman suf­
frage often maintain that if women 
are permitted to vote they will vote 
in a manner different from that of 
the men, that, in fact, they will vote 
la a group as' women, and because 
they are women. The Herald has in­
sisted that if this were true, it would 
be a conclusive argument against ex­
tending the franchise to women. This 
paper has maintained, further, that 
women would not segregate them­
selves as suggested, but would vote 
substantially as the men of their 
households vote, namely, aa citizens. 
The correctness of this view has been 
demonstrated time and again, and the 
results in Illinois add but one more 
fact to the pile of evidence. 

The votes of women, in the light 
of all the evidence, are not likely to 
Change the course of a state on any 
important Issue. The extension of the 
franchise Increases the number of 
votes cast without affecting the gen­
eral result. That extension cannot 
be Justified on the ground of any good 
to be accomplished in matters of leg­
islation or administration. It la to 
be Justified, it at all, on the ground 
that there la a general demand among 
women for the franchise, and, if that 
demand is sufficiently general aftd 
earnest, it will be met, but without at 
all changing the course of events.

HUGHES QUITS 
IKE CABINET THE MARKET WORLD 0 

Ml.'1'lBl 

Canadian Minister of Militia 
Could Not Work With 

Authorities. 

Ottawa, Ont., Nov. 14.—General Sir 
Samuel Hughes has resigned its 
Canadian minister of militia and de­
fense. His resignation was requested. 

The break between General Hughes 
and Premier Borden and other mem­
bers of the Canadian government re­
sulted from difference over questions 
ol' policy and details of administra­
tion. since the beginning of the war 
there have been many such differ­
ences on questions of military man­
agement, but until recently it is said 
they have been adjusted generally by 
allowing General Hughes to carry out 
his plana 

Lately the friction has Increased 
and adjustments have grown more 
difficult. One of the points over 
which a difference arose was the gup-
plying of the Canadian forces with 
the British army rifles. General 
Hughes, it Is reported, advocated in­
stead the use of a Canadian weapon. 

Some time ago General Hughes re­
turned from a three months visit to 
England with a plan to have a Ca­
nadian war council organized In Eng­
land with a deputy minister of 
mllltla at its head. The Canadian 
government, however, held .that with 
more than 200.000 Canadian troops 
In the trenches in France, or In 
training in England, there should be 
an overseas minister of mllltla. Gen­
eral Hughes opposed this, as It would 
greatly deprive him of authority. 

Lost Control. 
When the government Insisted 

upon its plans, it is reported, General 
1 lushes suggested that Sir Max Ait-
ken should be appointed to the new 
post. Premier liorden, however, ap­
pointed Sir George Perley, although 
there Is said to have been lack of 
harmony between him and General 
Hughes. This took from General 
Hughes control of a large part of the 
Canadian forces. 

While in England, General Hughes, 
after Investigating the Canadian army 
medical force, relieved General Guy 
Carleton Jones of the command. The 
government replaced General Jones. 

Criticism by General Hughes of 
action taken by British authorities, 
both in regard to the handling of 
Canadian army supplies and or the 
Canadian forces, it Is said, has been 
resented. 

It has been stated that there was 
a lack of cordiality between General 
Hughes and the Duke of Connaught, 
who has Just left Canada after five 
years' service as governor general. 
The accumulation of differences has 
led to the breach which has come 
today. 

It is taken as a striking coincidence 
that the arrival of the Duke of 
Devonshire as governor general of 
Canada should be marked by the 
resignation of General Hughes, under 
whose administration as minister of 
militia Canada has raised 400,000 
men for oversea military service. 

Knlglited By King. 
General Huarhes was appointed 

minister of mllltla in 1911. While 
on a visit to England last year he was 
knighted by King George- His res­
ignation was demanded by the con­
servatives in connection with war 
contracts awarded to American com­
panies. He returned from England 
and demanded an investigation re­
sulting in his exoneration by a royal 
commission.

Washington, Nov. 1.4—Argument 
over whether the Mann "white slave" 
act applies to personal Immoral esca­
pades or only to cases involving 
transportation of women for com­
mercial gain, began late today before 
the supreme court. The law itself 
has been upheld by the court, but- the 
question of interpretation is raised 
for the first time in appeals of P. 
Drew Caminetti and Maury I. Diggs 
of Sacramento, and L- T. Hays of 
Alva, Oklahoma, all charged with 
transporting women in violation1 of 
the law, but with the elements of 
ecnmorcialism and coercion absent. 

The present administration of the 
department of Justice has brought 
prosecutions in all cases of transpor­
tation of women for Immoral pur­
poses, whether for commercial pur­
poses or not. 

During today's hearing Harry O. 
G'asser of counsel for the appellants, 
insisted that the tit'.e of the "white 
slave" act Itself indicated absence of 
Intent by congress to have the law 
applied to cases of "mere immoral­
ity." - He asserted that a fair inter­
pretation of the act was that it was 
intended solely to stamp out organ­
ised or unorganized traffic In women 
for Immoral purposes by prohibiting 
their interstate transportation. 

Citing decisions of the second, sev­
enth and ninth federal circuit courts 
sustaining the Interpretation given 
by the department of justice. Assist­
ant Attorney General Wallace argued 
that congress has the power to pre­
vent Immorality by barring transpor 
tation of women for Immoral pur. 
poses and that the Mann act should 
be so construed. 

Protect Women. 
"The extent or degree of immoral 

lty should not be a factor," said Mr 
'Wallace. The purpose of the lav-
was to prevent debauchery of 
women."
