South St. Paul, Dec. 4.—The hog 
market at this point fluctuated con­
siderably during the past week, shift­
ing up and down, mostly the latter 
until the session immediately follow­
ing the Thanksgiving recess, when a 
sharply higher market took most 
stock up to a level with the previous 
week's closing and placed average 
cost only two cents below the cost 
at that time. 

Last week, as was generally ex­
pected by the trade, did not bring as 
many hogs as the previous period thq 
layoff on Thursday cutting Into the 
supply. A similar condition was re­
ported from other marekts of tho 
country. The day previous to Thanks­
giving, however, all markets were 
overcrowded and packers took a hard 
swat at prices and the crash carried 
them to the lowest point of the 
week. 

A 10 to 20 cents higher deal Im­
mediately after the holiday, though, 
put bulk of the crop up close to a 
level where it was at the best time 
during the month of November. 

Heavy hogs, as has been the rule 
of late, still were in best demand 
and an extreme top of $9.50 was paid 
during the week. A quarter top took 
over the best offerings at the low 
time just before the Thanksgiving re-
ccss. This grade of porker is assured 
good roturns every time it makes its 
appearance these days and if the 
light stock continues to come in as 
freely ns it has the former kinds soon 
will be earning prices which will 
make many of the shippers wish they 
had reserved their stuff in spite of 
the prices which feed owners are 
asking and receiving. 

Light material was abundant and 
these kinds were shunted to the lower 
end of the sales lists each day, rare­
ly receiving over the $9.15 mark. 
Heavy mixed sorts sold best next to 
straight heavy loads, the bulk of this 
class going over $9-15 late. 

The liberal pig crop moved mostly 
ot a top of $7.50 during the week. 
A 25 cent drop at the middle of the 
week was recovered later. 

Hog prices Saturday were steady 
with range from $9 to $9.40 and bulk 
from $9.25 to $9.35. 

Estimated receipts were 2,000, 
making total for the week about 
62,200 against 83,802 ft week ago 
and 78,398 the same week last year.

' South St. Paul, Dec. 4.—Lamb 
stock which has been on a high level 
t'or some time took a higher swing 
during the past week and a market 
25 cents higher than the week pre­
vious was the rule all the way through 
from the first session of the week. 
Good sheep, too, were cashed on a 
higher level during most of the time 
than the week before, a quarter ad-
vance being affected in schedules 
about the middle of the period. Feed­
ing and breeding stock, with plenty 
of material on hand, remained prac­
tically steady throughout the week. 

The bulge which appeared in the 
lamb list on the first day of the week 
sent good kinds to an $11.50 top. 
There were many which earned that 
rate during the week. More fre-
<iuently, however, stock cashed at the 
$11.25 and $11 mark. Seconds con­
tinued to earn between $9 and $0.75. 

Increased schedules for ewes sent 
the best of the crop late up to $7.50. 
but there was not much business at 
this figure, $7-25 taking away more 
of them. Heavier kinds continued to 
earn between $5.25 and $0.75 and 
culls went anywhere from $3 to $5. 
Cashing of wether stock was decid­
edly light, hardly any being sent In 
during the week. There was some 
selling at $8.50 after the bulge. 

An unusual feature of Inst week's 
trading was the pronounced scarcity 
of killing stock, the greater share of 
the run being comprised of feeding 
and breeding stock. The best sale 
in the feeding section during the 
week was that of a lot of western 
lambs at $10.50. There was a big 
string of stuff at $10.40 also. Na­
tive lambs are quoted from $8 to 
$8.75 but these sorts are not being 
offered in any large lots. There is 
nothing doing in the feeding ewe lino 
on account of feed prices. Trans­
actions in the wether department In­
cluded a sale on western yearlings 
at $10. 

There was another week of good 
breeding ewo business and many were 
consigned to country points. Natives 
made up the bulk of stock offered in 
this section. A spread of $7 to $8 
caught most of the transactions reg­
istered. Some good western year­
lings, though, would sell up to or bet­
ter than $8.50, the, trade believes. 

Sheep prices were the same Satnr-
day as on Friday. 

Outlet for lambs was unchanged. 
Kstimated receipts were 200 sheep 

and lambs, making total for the week 
about 18,000 against 24.062 the previ­
ous week and 14,575 a year ago. 

Nine markets had 188,000 last week 
against 228,000 the week before.
