Fight Begins over Liquida­

tion of Pioneer Life In­
surance Co. of Fargo. 

Bismarck. N. I>.-, Feb. 10.—The 
house committee on insurance had a 
fine little row in their room in the 
Baker block last night when a well 
known jurist and a very prominent 
insurance man became entangled in a 
discussion over the merits of the re­
cent liquidation of the Pioneer Life 
Insurance company of Fargo by the 
purchase of the majority of stock by 
the Lincoln Life company of Indiana. 
There were charges of bad faith and 
some names were bandied about. 

Officers of the Insurance companies 
made clear their method of procedure 
and pointed out that they had not in­
tended or tried to freeze out minority 
stockholders, but offered them $6 
more per share for their stock than 
book value, or offered them alterna­
tive of stock share for share in the 
Lincoln Life company with ten per 
cent dividend. This did not please 
the other party to ,the discussion, who 
held some of the stock and who ob­
jected because the deal for the ma­
jority stock had been made at a price 
one-third larger than offered the 
minority. 

Discussion waxed so warm that it 
attracted the attention of one of the 
senate committees in session, which 
adjourned to listen to the fun. It is 
probable that another session will be 
staged later, as the matter has not yet 
been threshed out satisfactorily.

May Use Invention 
if War is Declared 

(Herald Special Service.) 
Willlston, N. D„ Feb. 10.—Should 

war be declared between the United 
States and Germany it is probable 
that the invention of a Willlston man, 
Charles J. Field, county surveyor of 
Williams county, will play an im­
portant part in any naval actions car­
ried on by the United States. Mr. 
Field has Just returned from Wash­
ington. D. C., where he was sum­
moned early in the year to be pres­
ent at the official tests given his de­
vice. 

The tests carried on under the su­
pervision of United States navy offi­
cials fully established the value of 
the invention which is based upon 
a magnetic control of the Whitehead 
torpedo in such a manner that the 
ship against which the torpedo is 
sent .becomes a magnet drawing on 
to itself the messenger of death. Na­
val officials declare that the torpedo 
fitted with the new magnetic steering 
mechanism is the deadliest weapon 
of modern naval warfares.

STARKWEATIER

Stated that He Broke Out of 

State Prison—Charged 
With Murder.

Mandan, N. D., Feb. 10.—Whether 

the state has the right to claim the 
custody of an escaped convict when 
that convict has, since breaking from 
the penitentiary, shot and killed a 
man, 'Been placed on trial for murder, 
and held for a second trial after the 
jury disagreed, is a question which 
will be settled here today. 

In "May 1916 William Starkweather 
shot and killed Wm- Osterman at the 
Jack Crowley ranch north of Hebron, 
N. D. He was arrested held for trial 
on first degree murder and tried In 
Mandan before Judge Hanley last De­
cember. The Jury disagreed. 

Sylvan Olson, member of the board 
of control in looking over publications 
at the penitentiary noticed one post­
er offering a reward for the of Jesse 
Starkweather, committed in May 1914 
from Divide county to one year for 
fcrand larceny. The similarity of 
names made him curious and he 
started an investigation. 

Late yesterday afternoon prison of­
ficials visited the Morton county Jail 
and examined Starkweather. There 
was absolutely no question of identi­
fication. Several moles and scars on 
his body, his general description and 
the Bertillon measurements fitted 
those of the escaped convict. 

Starkweather was again to have 
been placed on trial at Mott, Hetlnger 
county, next Monday, on a second 
change1 of venue. 

This trial has been halted until 
state authorities and Mercer county 
officials reach an agreement.

Among other new bills worthy of 
not* are: 

H. B. Ill, p.laen of Bowman—To 
abolish the office of state lire marshal 
and place the work under the com­
missioner of Insurance, who would 
appoint the fire marshal and clerks. 

The bill would add an additional 
tax of one-fourth of one percent on 
foreign Insurance companies. 

H. B. 811, Major Dana Wright—To 
revise the duties of the adjutant gen­
eral of literary department of the 
state and establish a qualification for 
the rank of the major. 

H. B; 843, Schick—Defining Intoxi­
cating liquors. 

H. B. 841, Iani—Requiring life In­
surance companies doing business in 
the state to invest in the state at least 
76 per cent of the premiums collect­
ed on policies written in the state. 

H. B. 840, Lang—Declare it larceny 
for contractor or sub-contractor to 
collect money on work done on im­
proving real ejrtate and use said col­
lections for any other purpose than 
payment of labor or for materials, 
machinery or fixtures in improvement 
and said real estate while the same 
remains unpaid for. 

H. B. 819, Isaak—To prohibit hunt­
ing game with dogs and limit bag ol 
prairie chickens to five and limit all 
other games. 

H. B. 880, Isaak—To protect beaver 
and otter. The senate has passed a 
bill making an open season on beaver. 

H. B. 814 and 349, first by Harris 
and latter by Weber, Turner, Isaak 
and Hagen—One providing that only 
English shall be taught in public 
schools up to the eighth grade and 
the other providing that the board of 
any school district may require the 
teaching of any modern language. 

H. B. 856, Committee on appropria­
tions—Appropriating $2,600 for addi­
tional clerk hire and other expenses 
for state auditor's office for a period 
between March 1 and July 1, 1917. 

H. B. 82, Liederbach—Requiring 
all sleighs to be equipped with run­
ners measuring four feet six Inches 
from center to oenter and providing 
that owners of such sleighs shall re­
ceive a rebate of $5 for each such 
sleigh In payment of road taxes. 

A group of bills affecting official 
publications introduced by Represent­
ative Harding include measures that 
would abolish publication of consti­
tutional amendments In newspapers 
and provide they be published in 
publicity pamphlets as a result of a 
canvass of state election results be 
published in pamphlet and distributed 
to county auditors' libraries, etc., that 
only two papers shall be made official 
newspapers of a county and that one 
must be located In the county seat 
and reducing the price of legal ad­
vertising. 

H. B. 302, Relshus—Boards of city 
commissioners given power to pre­
scribe limits within which buildings 
of certain material, Bize and value 
may be erected, and the use to which 
the buildings within such limits may 
be put, to establish a restricted build­
ing district in the fire limits. 

H. B. 804, Eckert—An appropria­
tion of $4,000 for special Investigation 
Into state clays and practically use to 
which they may be put 

H. B. 807, Concurrent resolution no 
author named, • providing that an 
amendment passed by a two-thirds 
vote of both houses may be submitted 
to the people for approval at the next 
general election. Providing also that 
amendments may be made by initia­
tive petitions signed by 25 per cent of 
the legal voters in not less than half 
the counties of the state and filed at 
least six months previous to the elec­
tion. Should the amendment proposed 
by the initiative receive a majority at 
the election it shall then be referred 
to the next legislative assembly, and 
unless opposed by a two-thirds vote 
of both houseeri shall then become a 
part of the constitution. 

If opposed by two-thirds the mem­
bers of the legislative assembly the 
amendment shall again be submitted 
to the people, when if it receives a 
majority vote it shall became a part
