The stock excitement in New Tork is still

rampant, the speculative tide drifting from
one road to another according to the views
of the " bull " cliques, the whole list being
thus worked steadily upward. A strong
force of outside speculators ure heavy buy
ers, and give the chief support to ths ad
vance; How far off the point of culmina
tion is cannot be judged from the present
appearance of the market, which promises
an almost indefinite lutlution.

Gold continues very firm, but the bulls
are unable to maintain their extreme views,
as shown by the fact that the price
after reaching 148 promptly receded near-
ly two per cent, and closed at 1 16, only i
per cent above the closing price of yester
day. In spite of speculators, the value of
gold at present is purely commercial, and its
price must work upon the plane of supply
and demand.

The prices of all commodities in the pro-
duce line are steadily advancing in the
Eastern markets, and the advance seems to
be marked by a firmness that relieves it of
the character of a speculative movement
That it is such to a large extent, however,
we do not doubt, since there is no present
and very little prospective fcireign demand
to justify so decided an upward turn. The
near approach of the close of navigation on
the lakes may have some influence in in-

ducing the advance in order to bring for-

ward produce from the West, while means
of transportation are abundant and compar--

In this market prices are firm and tend-
ing upward, but buriuess is still confined to
the local and interior trade.
