Facts About the Fenians, by One who
Them.

- Under this heading the Liverpool
pubiii-he- a the foliowing atutements :

ORIGIN.

The Fenian Brotherhood, we are told,
U an entirely Irish American organiza-
tion. It is no new in.tstution, for ft has
been in exUtsnee for the past eight years.

founders were two of the Irish exiles
of 1848, Colonel John O'Mahonv and
Michael Doheny, the latter one of the
most talented and dangerous members of
the Younp; Ireland party and a fervent
admirer of John JliteheU In conjunction
with them was the late General Corcora n,
of the United States Army.

In its early days the i'enfan Brother-
hood differed much from its present form
of existence. . It was at first a semi-secr- et

association; its meetings were secret, nnd
though its chief officers were nuliliclv
known as such, the operations of the
brotherhood were hidden from the public
new. Originally numbering perhaps a
score of members, it progressed sa rapidly
among the Irish population in America
that in a few short vears it numbered
scores of thousands, ranking as its mem
bers tiiany Irishmen of position and in-
fluence. For five vears or more the
brotherhood maintained its semi-secr- et

character, rapidly spreading its ramifica-
tions through every .State of the Ameri-
can Union and through Canada and the
Briti-- h provinces. A regular svstem of
communication was maintained by all the
branches with the Head Centre, O Mahonv,
to whom was committed the despotic rule
of the vast fraternity.

CHANGE OF BASE.
Three vears ago the Fenian organiza

tion assumed a new character. A grand as
national convention of delegates from the
various branches' of the brotherhood was
called and in. t at Chicago. The delegates
assembloljto tho number of two hundred
or therealxHiLs; thev reformed the consti
tution of the organization and boldly
avowed its purpose and the means relied
on for its accomplishment.

J. he objection which was unred hv the
clerical opponents of the movement was
removed, and the brotherhood became
thenceforth an open organization. The
members were endowed with power to
elect their officers, the head centreship it--
en was declared an elective office, the or

ganization was divided into States, each
State of the Union having its chief centre,
who is called State Centre, and means
were taken to the furtherance of
their one object. Since that time the Fe-
nian movement has spread more rapidly the
tnan oetore, ana it is now, perhaps, saying and
much less than the fact to state it num for
bers at not less than three hundred thou
sand members. Each member pays a
dollar as his entrance fee and subscribes,
in a great many instances, the same
amount weekly to the funds of the organ-
ization. Peculiar precautions are taken
that no member shall have a chance of di-

vulging the vital secrets of the body, and
that kind of miniature repuhlican govern-
ment is maintained successfully through-
out

THE CINCINNATI CONVENTION.

Another "Grand Convention" was held
in January of this year, at Cincinnati, Andattended by some three hundred delegates box
from the X nited States, representing two
hundred and fift)' thousand members, and sent

bv delegates from the British provinces
and from Ireland.

and great determination of character. No
one speaks or writes a word derogatory to
his personal character; and among the.
Irish in America be is idolized, while by
disaffected in Ireland ho is looked upon as
their future deliverer. The organization
w hich this man rules proclaims as its lead-

ing axiom that to affect an Irish revolu-
tion a grand military is
absolutely necessary that a disciplined
soldierv. led by experienced officer, are a
sine ijim uitii, and that, in short, to destroy
English dominion in Ireland a desperate
struggle must be encountered. Powder,
shot and shell, rifles and cannon, are fore-

most in the Fenian litanv. Accordingly,

in England, and that Ireland would bo

The State Centres are, for the most part,
wealthy Irish merchants; many Catholic
clergymen are in its ranks, and not very
long ago a General McGroarty, President S'
of the Venian Military Council, went arm
in arm with Father Vigolt, the Superior
of the Jesuits, to bead a Fenian procession
in Washington.

FENIANISM A SERIOUS MATTER AFTER ALL.

It is easy enough to see the ridiculous
side of all these known details of Irish
conspiracy, but it exists as a serious fact
for all that.

Pardons.
An erroneous impression prevails with

tha public as to the number of pardons
thus far granted by the President, somo
estimrtes placing it as high as 25,000. We
ascertain, on official authority, that the
number up to and including the warrants
signed this day, is but 2,6f8. More than
three-fifth- s of these have been eranted
within the past ten days, and tha business
now averages from 50 to 150 uer da v. Bu

yet the number issued does not" equal
one-six- th of the applications on file. To
day there were fiftyight pardons issued.
Among those lately pardoned is L. Pope
Walker, the first rebel Secretary of War

the man who gave the order to open fire
upon ron oumter. lie has haunted the
Executive Mansion for a month, and
forced himself before the President
vocaey of his own claims until he finally
succeeded. It is proper to state that the
Cabinet bave declined to recommend tho
pardon of any of the accepted classes save
those coming under the thirteenth excep-
tion, known as the twenty thousand dollar
class. The Attorney General makes no
endorsement upon the applications of the
otner twelve classes, and they are nled
away separately for future consideration.
When a person included in any of these
twelve classes ts pardoned, it is done by

in the exercise of that Executive
