GRANT AND SHERMAN.

What They Thought of Each Other—
Important Letters Between Them.

The following two hUlorical letters are
taken from the advance sheets of Colonel
Bowman 'g history of " Sherman and hie
Campaign." shortly to be published by C.
B. Kichivrdson, of Now York. Colonel
Bowman writes :

GENERAL GRANT OT SHERMAN.
On the 4th of March, 1864, at Nashville,

Mnjor General Grant received telegraph
orders to report in person at Washington.
Congress had passed an act authorizing
the appointment of a Lieutenant General
to command the armies of the United
States, and the President nominated Gen-
eral Grant for the appointment. Before
starting on his journey, Grant seized his
pen, and in the very moment of his great
est elevation, filled with generosity toward
those others, to whose exertions hn mnil- -
estly chose to ascribe his own deserved re--
wara, hastily wrote these touching lines

"1earShebman : Tho bill revivinc ihn
gmue oi lieutenant . ueneral in the army
has become a law, and my name has been
sent to the Senate for the place. I now
receive orders to report to Washington im-
mediately in person, which indicates a con
firmation, or a likelihood of confirmation-- .

"1 start in tne mora in r to comnl v with
the order.

Whilst I have been eminently- - success.
ful in this War, in at least gaining the con-
fidence of the public no one feels more
than I how much of this success is due to
the enertry, skill, and the harmonious mit- -
ting forth of that energy and skill, of those
wnom it lias been my good fortune to have
occupying subordinate positions tinder me.

"lhere are many othcers to whom these
remarks are applicble. to a rrreater or less
degree, proortionate to their ability as
soldiers ; but what I want is to express
my thanks to you and Mtriierson, as the I
men to whom, above all others. I feel in
debted for whatever I have had of suc
cess.

Suffrage and Reconstruction.

CLEVELAND, October 16th.
Ed. Leader : Will you permit a mem-

ber of the Union party since its organiza-
tion to express briefly his views of sull'raga
and reconstruction?

I believe that the right of suffrage is
municipal and not natural. That under a
wise provision of the Constitution, its reg-

ulation is left to the States each fur itself.
That Ohio should extend it to her colored
people immediately and unconditionally.
That the rebel States should not ha kept
out of the restored Union on account
Withholding the rightol suffnigefrom their
freedmen, but should on account of the
following causes, if they be found to exist.
anu so long as tliey continue, to wit: pal
pable disloyalty, lack of good faith, or or-

ganized opprcsio'i of the freedmen (re-

garuing uie exclusion oi me inner irom
the privileges and protection ot the courts
as proof ot tne existence ot tliese causes,
but not so regarding their exclusion from
the polls.) That if I Were a citizen of a
rebel State, I Would favor ntfgro suffrage
wim nn eaucaitonai twiiiricatwn, unless
the rebels remained treasonable and op-
pressive, when if I were orerrulcd in
opposing the restoration of that jirltcirr
ntate, and tne main question should thus
be presented in order toprotectthe freed
men themselves and loyal citizens gen-
