REGIMENT OF COLORED TROOPS.

Arrival of the 102d Untied States Colored

Dinner
at the Home—Retinue of Wives

and Contrabands.

The right wing of the 102d U. 8. Colored
Infantry arrived here at two o'clock yester-
day afternoon, over the Lake Shore road,
from Charleston, S. C, via New York. The
left wing will be along in a day or two.
The force numbered 500, including women

and children. Brevet Brigadier General H--

Chipman, the former Colonel, was in
command. The regiment was recruited in
Michigan, and organized in Jackson, same
state, and went into the field two years
6iuce as the 1st Michigan, but has
since been converted into the 102d U. S.

Colored. It has been recruited up to eleven
hundred men.

The regiment was fed at the Home. The
dinner was the most sumptuous imaginable.
All the substantial now in market, as well
as all the luxuries of the season, loaded
down the tables. The dinner received com-

pliments on every hand,, but the ladies said
the best compliment paid it was its evident
relish by the men. This being their first
experience of the hospitality of the Commis-

sion, Captain Bradley took occasion, after
dinner, to make a little speech, in thecourse
of which he explained to the men matters
and things concerning the Sanitary Com-

mission, Soldiers' Homes, 4c, paying said
Commission and the ladie of the Home
here handsome compliments, which elicited
from the men three times three rousing
cheers.

About half-pa- three o'clock the boys fell
into line, and, preceded by the excellent
regimental band, took up the line of march
to the Detroit steamboat landing. Super-

intendent Schwab distributed among the
more destitute and shabby a dozen glazed
caps and, when these failed, an equal num-b- w

of palm irrf lmts thu men greatly pre-

ferring the "shiny" caps. Quite a number
of old, dilapidated breeches, brogaus, Ac,
were sloug'-e- and left on the piers as me-

mentoes of martial service. One or two of
the men remained behind, iu consequence
of ague or similar indisposition.

The men were of all shades, some black
as thunder clouds and others bleached
to a color which nearly allied them
with "white folks." They were not all
dressed in regular United States uniform,
and their conglomerate suits gave them, as
they marched in good order, a ry ve
picturesque aspect We could not dis-

cover that they did not move off with
as much steadiness and fine soldiery bear-

ing as white troops.
But it was not alone in the mottled suits

and shades of complection that this regi-

ment was exceptional. The attendants of
the soldiers, namely, women and former
young contrabands, recalled the descrip-

tions of Xerxes' grand army of invasion,

with its retinue of slaves, servants, women

and whaUnot These women were wives of

the soldiers, whom the latter had "picked
up" iu South Carolina. They were verita-

ble wives, the husbands having, as the offi-

cers informed us, certificates of marriage, or

deeds of wifely possession in their breeches'

pocket! The women were comfortably
dressed, and seemed quite intelligent and
decidedly festive. The children iu atten-

dance were not "fruits," but contrabands
who had voluntarily taken up the line of

march with the regiment
The regiment left for Detroit last evening,

on the regular boat

It consists in part
of marble The Teller's shelves at the de-

liveries are glass, allowing the person draw-

ing money to sec the manipulation of the
same.

The furniture of the establishment is

wrought of oak aud black-walnu- t, in excel-

lent design. The ceiling is finely frescoed,

the sides of the room neatly papered, and
the windows, blinds, doors, Ac, Ac, grained
in imitation of oak.

A Tour op a Berea Quarrt. We made

the tour, a day or two since, of the exten-

sive quarry of George W. Whitney, of Berea,

and propose making a statement of what
we saw and learned of its management and
"fruitfulness."

Mr. Whitney has a very rich quarry, and
is doing an extensive business. During the
past season he has shipped over the C, C. A

C. road, to various points, upwards of eight
hundred car loads of the rough material,
averaging aboutone hundred and fifty-seve- n

feet to the load. He has sent out about

four tons of grindstones )er day. The

operation of transforming the rough rock

into the merchantable grindstone consumes

not more than five minutes. He has also

shipped about one hundred aud fifty car
loads of clear rock, for building purposes, to

various points, Norwalk, Toledo, Fiudlay,
Erie, Buffalo, Hudson and Adrian, Michi-

gan, aud elsewhere. Not less than one hun-

dred and tvt etity car loads of flagging stone

have come from his quary to this city,
or have been shipped to various points on

the Cleveland, Columbus and Cincinnati
road.

lie has had in hi3 constant employ,
through the season, from thirty to thirty-fou- r

men, whom he has paid from twelve

to twenty-tw- o shillings per day. Every-

thing about the place attestB a spirit of en-

terprise, and we know of no quarry in

Northern Ohio which can show a better
"record" thau that of Mr. Whitney. The

stone he turns out is of the best quality,
and it lies there in inexhaustible amount;
and as to the manufactured grind stones

which bear his "mark," none in the market
sell better aud are in more active demand.

Arrested' tor Stealing Letters. On
Thursday morning last Mr. D. Casper, Post
Master at Fredericksburgh, Wayne county,

discovered that a number of letters had

MONDAY EVENING, Oct. 16, 1865.
The stringency in currency in this eity

was if possible greater than on Sat-

urday ; at least it was more forcibly felt by
the banks, who found themselves driven to
every expedient to meet their checks, to
which they almost exclusively devoted
themselves, refusing pretty muoh all the pa-

per that offered. This state of things has
necessitated the calling in of outside bal-

ances, and orders ware made y on New
York, Chicago and Cincinnati for enrrency.
Uuntil these orders are filled, matters will
remain extremely tight, and even with these
additions only a temporary relief can be ex-

pected. We understand that several of the
banks have given notiee to parties holding
produce upon borrowed capital that their
paper will not be carried beyond the date of
maturity. This course, if generally adopted
aud made imperative, would not only ease
the money market, but have a wholesome
influence in several other directions. Pro
duce paper is at present in very little favor.

Exchange is flat and weak, bankers hav
ing more offering than they can take. The
rates y wer i discount buying aud par
selling. '

The foreign advices of yesterday were not
favorable. American securities were lower
and dull, and the advance in the discount
rate of the Bank of England promised un-

favorably to operations in stocks. The ef
fect of this intelligence was quite decided
upon gold, the premium advancing y

aboat 1 percent, closing at 145. Govern-

ment bonds were also influenced, and closed
weak and drooping.

Commercial circles are heavy. In this
market business was almost at
standstill, not a single transaction being re-

ported either on the " curbstone " or at the
Board of Trade. Prices, however, were quite
firmly maintained by holders.
