The strange
epidemic which heralded tne deposition
and assassination of Radainu II has
made its appearance again. It is a conta
gious hysteria, the result of fanatical ex-

citement. Whole crowds of people are
seized with convulsions, raise savage cries,
and roll themselves ou the ground.

In a circular issued by the Secretary of
the Missionary Convention, the statement
is made that in 1844 the number of Bap-

tists in the State was 93,800, and in 1864

tho number was 89,074, showing decrease
of 4,733. This is a humiliating and admon-
itory fact to us as a denomination. The
population of the State in 1840 was 2,428,
921aiidin 1864 at least 4,000,000. Thus
with a population of less than two mil-

lions and a half, we bad 9,808 members
in our churches in the State, and with a
population of four millions we have only
89,074 members.

The whole number of American For-
eign Missionary Societies is 16, having un-
der their charge 2,388 missionaries, native
preachers, &C--, 54,000 church members,
22,000 pupils, and receipts amounting to
SI, 100,000. In Great Britain there are 20

Missionary Societies; missionaries, native
preachers Ac, 6,216 ; members 185,000 ;

pupils, 201,000 ; receipts, $2,084,000. On
the continent of Europe, there are 12 So-

cieties, of which six are in Germany.
there are 811 missionaries, Ac--, 78,000
church members, receipts, $267,000. To-

tal Protestant Associations, 48 ; mission-
aries and native helpers, 9,418 ; church
members, 518.000; pupils 235,000; receipts
$4,481,000.
