' Uiinry John Temple, third- - Viseoont
PaTmcrston, was born In Hampshire, Eng-lan- y,

October' 20th,, .1784, and was there-
fore within t o days of reaching his
eighty-frr-st year when he died.' ' The
founder of his family was Secretary to Sir
Philip Sidney, and settled in Ireland in
1C09. The" famous Sir 'William Temple
was .a- - grandson of this gentleman,; and
an uncle of the first Lord Palmerston,
who was mado a peer ' of Ireland
in 1722. The present Lord , Palmereten
coinmencod his studies at Harrow, pur

j sued them at the University of Edinburgh,
enjoying the instruction of Stewart, the
famous, metaphysician, and graduated
from St. Johns College," Cambridge, in

1806, at the age of twenty-tw- o, having
meantime succeeded to his title as viscount.-Upo-

entering political life he had the
choice of running his chance for an elec-

tion to the House of Lords as an; Irish
representative peer, or of standing for tha.
House of Commons. He chose the latter,
and, though defeated in the canvass for the
University of Oxford, was immediately
returned for a "pocket borough'! of
which he happoned to have the con-

trol. TTpon enteringpolitieal life he idenr
tilled himself with the tory party, then
firmly seated in power, and in 1807 became
a junior Lord of tho Admiralty in the Cabi-

net of Ujo Duke of Portland. At this
point commenced an official career which
has continued; almost without interrup
tion; for flftv-eic- ht years more than the
life-ti- of ah ordinary man..,. With sin
gular and characteristic pliancy Lord Pal-

merstoh adapted himself to almost every
chanirc and development of popular feel

ing, and, while never greatly advancingthe
cause of progress, has generally kept step
with or fallen only a little behind the ad
vance of public sentiment on questions of
reform. ' In nearly sixty years of public
life he has never been out of parliament,
only orrcc or twice oat of office,' and only
in' isolated instances in opposition to the
government. The catalogue of the offices

he has lielarrji the PaMnets he has been a

member of,'i wAld weary , an rAmerican
reader. - We shall not attempt to rehearse
tlioiQ ifl ull, but ehajl ou ly mention such
eventsi'n his career" as exercised marked
influence upon him and upon England.

cabinets, for twenty years Meantime;
however; he had grown more liberal as
sentiment in the eountry advanced, and
under the ministry of Canning sponsed
flvTyiews of that progressive leader on the
subject?:of Catholic emancipation, Parlia
mentory reform, &c. When the Duke" of
Wellington became Premier, in 1828, and
inaugurated a retroactive policy, ha, how

ever, retired trom the cabinet, together
with other liberal members, owing to the
resignation of Mr. Huskisson. Now, for the
first time in his life, he found himself in
xippoarMor onj tu 15JU, uounitejy separa
ted himself from the tory party, becoming
forcitm secretary in the ' whig cabinet of
Earl Grey, and advocating Lord John
Russell's cerebrated reform bill.. a For this
stop, Cambridge sought to. punish him, as
Oxford has recently endeavored to rebuke
Mr. Gludstflne., by defeating ' his election
as member from the university.' The de
feat, however, proved only an emancipa
tion in thW case of the former, as it has al
so proved ia that of the latter.' He imme
diately stood fur his old borough ofBlotch- -
insly, and came back into Parliament a
conlirmcriiberal. .'" . . '."'.. j

In 1835-- he ; was returned ' from the
borough of Tiverton, and has;siiice'l'epre- -

ofpreserving the i ntegrity of the Turkish
Empire; and. jn the stormy time of J848
ho stood by the struggling nationalities of
Europe, though lending his favor to the
successful revolution in ' Aaples. ; He
lost his office in 1852, through his sympa
thy 'with the Emperor XapVleon, ho had
just consummated his coup iaty and for
refusing to allow Prince Albert tq revise
his dispatches to. the French Court. Tor
this he was dismissed by Earl Russell, the -

Prime Minister, but had the Satisfaction of
breaking up "hat administration, and
going into office almost immediately as
Homo Secretary in the Aberdeen eoalition of
ministry.

The trial of Mrs. Martha Grinder for the

"Mrs. Grinder, during tho impressive and
solemn, scene, maintained the greatest
composure, and when remUndcd to prison
walked out of the court-roo- m with a firm

On"entering the
prison she was conducted to her cell, when
she requested that she might have an in-

terview with Jw4msband. Warden
White kindly granted tho request, and

her cell. TJurihg thuir in

terview she became much affected and
wept bitterly." Grinder also shed tears,
but did not appear to fully realize the
awful position in which his life was placed.
In company with Sheriff Stewart, we vis-

band. She was still weeping, and pro-

tested her innocence repeatedly, saying
that her neighbors had maliciously prose
cuted her,, and on the trial had sworn
falsely. ' She experienced considerable
anxiety as to the fate of her husband, and
begged the 'Sheriff to do all in his power
to save his life, adding tnat he too was in

nocent of the.charge pending against him.

I0BSTT HOUGH,
I" j OC.2T 8T Wster street,

THE EXPLOSION.

The Terrible Roller Explosion on the
Steamer St. John—The Scene

i--: ; ..- - -. "';.
- Our readers have all been horrified by
the telegraphic account of the terrible
boiler explosion on board the Steamer St.
John on Sunday morning last, as that
vessel was opposite Twentieth street, New

York city, on her way from Albany to the
New York landing. The following extracts
from the accounts of the accident in the
New York papers of Monday, give a

graphic description of the horrors of the

THE EXPLOSION.

Quick as thought, the.loosened steam,
with all its mighty power, tore down a
portion ef the stemer's side, broke.into a
thousand .splinters the partitions between
rooms Nos. 121 and(123, smashed to frag-

ments the furniture,' scalded and burned
and mutilated tho bodies of a lady and two
sleeping children in one room, bloated
and mangled and slow a mother and in-

fant in the other : whirled swiftly through
the upper ceiling, uprooted the flooring of
room 2io. 41, seized the occupant 01 me
lower berth, enveloped him in its blister-
ing folds, filled his lungs with its tortur-
ing heat, drove the life from him, and
then passing with fearful violence into
the adjoining room, No. 43, it blasted the
sleeping form of a wife, whose husband
was by her side, separating forever, and in
the most marked and terrible manner,
those whom God had joined together.

LOOKING AT THE DEAD.

No battle-fiel- d mu
tilation, no thicket inhabited by wild
beast could boast more perfect disfigura-
tion. The steam in its operation must
have been instantaneous, and death most
likely carried off the victim ere a second's
agony had followed the blow of the assail-

ant. No one of the adults lay straight
out, but with olenched fist, uplifted knee,
bloated countenance, disfigured features,
and in most instances, with skin entirely
peeled away, they lay, hideous and repul-
sive. More touching than pen can paint
were the lifeless forms of the three little
oncs,that unconsciously kept their mother's
company to the unknown shore beyond.
One pretty child, not more than three
years of age, with tiny hands outstretched,
alone nreserved the semblance even of hu
manity ; upon we gladly drop the cloth of
lorgettulness.

, Having looked upon the dead passen-
gers, the Coroner said: "We have another
below stairs.'' Down we all went the
winding stairway until we came to the
darkened berth-dec- on whose unwatched
floor lay the body of an humble, but none
the less beloved deck-han- d. The gas was
lighted, and, as the jury gazed upon the
changing features, we saw

A STRIKING PICTURE.

At the head of the body stood the old
mate of the vessel, who said, as he touch
ed the bandaged head, " He was a good,
faithful boyhe worked with me fifteen
years, and leaves a wife and family ;" on
the one side stood the jury, who gazed,
with eyes sharpened "by duty, and moist
ened with: sympathy, at the dark-fac- e,

whose jaw was held up by a tightly-draw- n

cloth, while the sprinkled disinfec-
tant added a ghastly element to the make-
up : on the other side were the newspaper
people, busy wtth4encil and book, " brief
chroniclers ot the time, ana an artist 01
an illustrated paper, anxious to hand down
in picture the memory of the occasion.
As we turned away, the gas was lowered,
the light went out, and the lonely corpse,
in silence, waited tor tne widow s coming.

A SAD STORY.

Mr. Lyons, with his brother, entered the
Union army early in the war. They were
captured, he shot through the lungs. The
brother was sent to Andersonville, where
he died a death of torture. He was sent
to Libby Prisoi., but subsequently shared
the kicks and cuffs and Btarvings at An
dersonville. A few weeks since, a com-

parative skoleton, he readied his nbme,
and on Thursday last was married. His
happiness . seemed complete, and he re-

marked to a friend, who, in congratulating
him, referred to the hardships he had en
dured, Oh, 1 forget it all; I d go through
it again for the-jo- 1 now feel." "With
his wife he came this way, took passage
on the St. John, and when the hissing
steam broke loose from its iron bondage,
it sought him and his wife, terribly scald-in- rr

and disfleurinff each. He seemed un
conscious for a while, but just as we lett
him word wm brought that his wife was
considered better, with a slight chance for
her recovery, hearing which, a smile lit
up his poor, scarred face, and doubtless
bathed his very heart with joy. Both are
since dead. '

THE DAMAGE TO STEAMER

is trifling. The cabinindeed the entire
hull is intact, not even a drop of water
having entered below; but staterooms
Nos. 119, 121 and 123, on the upper or sa
loon deck, being the rooms directly over
the port boiler, are a deck, and state-roo- m

o. 40, on the second-stor- above rtos.
9 and 121, is considerably shattered,

The wood and iron work near the point of
the explosion is also shattered. Kut aside
from this little injury has been done. Sev
eral glass globes on the chandeliers are
broken, the windows of the starboard
have been blown inward and outward,
and many windows in other parts of the
saloon bear evidence of the force of the
concussion. The boiler, in the engineer's
opinion, may be repaired within a week
and the whole pecuniary loss may, it
thought, be covered by $2,000.

SCENE AT THE BOILER.

It whs at this point, between the butt of
the boiler and- the wheel-hous- e, that the
two firemen were at work at the time of
the accident ; one of them lost his pres
ence 01 mind, sprang overboard and was
iosi.

Toqnote-th- language of his surviving
ing comrade," "It was the most fearful
thing I ever saw.. We were just about to
sit down and take a smoke, when X heard
the noise; it seemed like the report of a
big gun, only muffled-lik- e, as though it
was behind a thick wall. In a second
afterward, I saw the steam springing up
from the top of the boiler, like a burning
mountain, followed by gushes ot hot water,
which dropped down and burned my feet
badly. I made a jump for the gunwale
and made it, when I saw Joe about to jump
into the river. We were going at a smart
speed at the time, and it was' still quite
aarK. uon t jump, joe, 1 cried out ; but
it was too late. He turned one look at
me, which I shall never forget, it was so
lull ot horror and tear ; and then, without
uttering a single cry, he sprang into the
river and was lost. ; The steam was shut
off pretty quick, and, as soon as the water
on the docks had got cooL 1 from
the rail, and limped over to the other side
or the boat.

WHO IS TO BLAME?

It would be unjust at the present writ
ing to endeavor to determine upon whose
shoulders the responsibility of this terrible
disaster rests. . We have not heard any
explanation on the part of the captain of
tne boat, as oetore mentioned, the engi-
neer ascri bes the explosion to the poor
quality ot iron at Which the toiler was
made. It any-rat- e, in this case at least, it

to be hoped that an investigation will
be made, at the same time thorough and
rigid, and that the guilty parties will not
go unpunished.

We have to .record an addition to the
list of the slain. Francis Lyon, one of the
badly scalded, died at four o clock yester-
day afternoon. ;

A great cloud of steam rushed through
the aperture, speedily filling tho entire sa-

I heard the engines
stop. A great light illuminated the saloon
through the drifting steam. I gave my-
self up for lost, and for a moment could
not stir. The steam was almost imme-diata- lv

followed bv vast bodies of hot
L water, which seemed to burst into the sa

loon in a porfect deluge. It covered the
floor so rapidly that I had just time enough
to : spring ana gain a hold on. ha main
chandelier before it was seething under
my feet.

In a few seconds I was securely perched
above the water, but I witnessed a scene
of destruction and horror which will abide
with me to my dying day. The water did
not spout nor gush into the saloon it ab-

solutely poured in. Had it not had tho
appearance of being boiling hot I should
have thought that we were sinking, and
that the broad river itself was engulfing
us. . ' .

Then there occnrrM a terrible scene
among the passengers, most ofwhom were
asleep in their Dortns at tno time ot tne
explosion. The impulse which'nearly all
of them obeyed, upon being rudely
awakened and terrined by the shock, was
to spring; to the floor, and their screams
and veils as their feet went ankle-dee-

into the scalding flood are literally inde
scribable. Few of them had presence of
tmnd enough to climb again into their
bunks ; but in a few moments, or rather
seconds, the saloon was peopled with
terror-stricke- n and agonized forms, most
ly in their night-clothe- s, splashing wildly
about in the boiling water.

One man, in his agony, tried to pull me
from my perch; but by repeated direc-
tion j at.iength Educed him to get upon
a chair. I saw a mother, with a little
child on either arm, dashing frenetically
through the water, and every time - she
would lift up her naked feet I could see
that they were boiled to a crimson hue.
Keaching down, 1 lilted one of the chil
dren to my side ; but she let the other one
fall into the water, scalding it severely,
but not fatally,! think, before I could also
possess myself of it. I then seized her
by the hair, and assisted her to a position
on a chair, where she managed to stand
until the water had subsided,

I might relate numerous other instance.
but, in all conscience, the above are born
ble enough. Ihe water subsided very
rapidly it having sll run out in it very
tew minutes attor its hrst appearance.
But the groans and shrieks of. the scalded
and mutilated was the most drcadtul ex-

perience of my'lifel' In about fifteen

BEARING OUT THE DEAD.

Those of the wounded whom it was safe
to remove having been cared for on pal
lets, in different parts of the hall, attention
is turned towards the bestowal ot the dead.

A dying brother is passed
by the bearers of his dead sister, while he
helplessly inquires for her. r iviy six,
seven stark corpses lie on the ground.
Seven lifeless masses of clay are all that
remain of those who but one houragowere
full of health and vigor. Tho limbs of
some are fearfullv contorted, the arms ex.
tended as if clutching at something, while
the legs are drawn up towards the mouth,
in which position they had died.:. And
now a low 11104 n of sorrow arises, as. one
hears of the death of one who was near
and dear to him. .

Loyalty in the Episcopal Church.
' We find in the Philadelphia Episcopal

Recorder the following important paper,
which was read to the House of Bishops
just previous to the 'adjournment', of the
Episcopal Convention on Tuesday eve
ning last. It places the signers and those
they represent in honorable contrast to the
men who, for the sake of sparing the feel
ings of traitors, shocked the moral sense of
tho loyal community by refusing to return
thanks for tho restoration of the national
authority and.the destruction of slavery:

The undersigned have desired one of
their number to read, in his place in the
House ot liishops, tnctollowiug paper. It
is not a remonstrance against action which
is already past. It is not a protest for
which they are aware that the w holesome
rules of the House allow no place upon its
journals. It is simply a statement, which,
after it has been read, can be by themselves
preserved, made public, and transmitted to
those who shall come alter.

"In the decisions of tho House bf"Bish
ops wun reien-nc-e to in day ot thanks
giving for tho restoration of peace and to
other important subjects the ground has
been taken, that tor the sake of more com
plete conciliation, no sentiment should be
expressed by this House, 'or this .Conven
tion, or this Church, or in any collective
capacity, on subjects of such importance
and so dear to all ol us as tho reestablish-
ment of the National' Union and the
emancipation of the slaves. ' '

"The House of Bishops nnduestionablv
loved their country and' its unity, and
they could not approve the system of hu-
man bondage; but they wtU Seem to have
adopted as the position to De henceforth
occupied by this Church, one which is
consistent with indiference to the safety
and unity of the nation, and to the free
dom of the oppressed. " '

"This is a position which, as the under
signed believe, should not be maintained
by any branch of the Christian Church in
the United States, whether in the present
or any future generation. To signify that
it was not accepted by all on this occasion,
and that those who did not accept it
believed it to have been accepted at all,
only because an extreme desire for concili-
ation and unanimity, prevailed for :he"
hour, tho undersigned have prepared this
document, with perfect and cordial respect
for their brethern, but under the conscious-
ness of a great duty to the inseparable in
terests of their beloved Church and coun- -
