Sypoes Deare or Provessor Firzenrarn,
—Professor R. J. Fitsgerald died very sud-
denly of heart di at his residence, No.
100 Erie street, ubout ten o'clock yesterday
morning. He had just gome down stuirse
hat in hand, and with overcost thrown over
his arm, when, moving into the back par-
lor, he suddenly staggerod and fell upon
thie sofs, and cried for water. He could not
drink it however, when brought, and died
in about five minutes sfter the altack, mt
precisaly ton minutes pust tow. Ho was
proparing to go out to the Catholis ehurch
o sttend servies, he being o member of that
church.

The Professor’s health has bean quite
poar for three or four months. His physi-
cian, Dr. Birong, considered him luboring
under an acute attick of indigestion, we
are informed. He was not, however, forced
by ibg staje of his hewlth to give up teach-
iug s salect sahowel [n his house, slihongh
subject at times to §t= of almost jntolerable
pain. He had been fecling quite well the
past fow duys, and (he sydden turn and end
ol affairs wad as unexpeoted g3 it ia griev-
ous to hie afifivted family.

The deceassd was about sixty years of
age, and had been n resident of this city
for shxteen years, having besn engaged us
tencher thas most of thet time. He wis,
howevar, Justice of the Peace for n term of
years, and was roputed remarkably con:
seientious in the discharge of all the duties
of that office, He was last spring admitted
W the practice of law in the U. 8. Courts.
As 3 teacher of seloot sohwols, hie was one
of the mwost sucoesiful in the city., He was
s highly eduecated man, s graduate of Trin-
ity Callage, Dublin, and a classical scholar
of emviuble reputstion. Ife onece served us
Parliamentary reperier for the Londom
Times, und before taking ap his residonce
in this city, was a vegular onrrespondent for
the New York Herald.

An Irishmsn by birth, he hasy always
been & Jonder of his eountrymen in this
city. He was an srdent snd consistent nd-
worate of Lhe esuse of Temperanee, sud did
good servioe in its behslf. During the lute
wur, be was thoronghly Union, and made
his voire heard and his words felt on the
right side,

The Professor was an eminently social
man, and made muny and fast friends, Ha
wan highly esteomed s n man of his word,
snd & man of honor and intelligence, by all
who koew him.

Boing an Irishman to the cors and & most
enthusisstic adnirer of 0°Connell, ke wasan
intezse hater of England, aud benee n “pre.
destinated” Feninn. He had in fullest mens-
wre the confidence of the members ol thet or-
gunizstion, and held the position of Senstor
in the Congress of the Fenian Brotherhood.
