Gen. Mejia, learning that a heavy
assault was making on one of the forts, put
nimselfat tha headornve hundred cavalry
and galloped down to the assaulted point,
and arrived just in time to see the fleeing
outlaws disappear in the chapparal. While
the charge was being made at tne lower
end of the line a furious artillery and
mueketry fire was being kept up on tha
upper forts, but without effecting any
thing. Fully one thousand men were led
against the forts. The forts maintained
a heavy fire upon the outlaws and kept
them at a respectful distance. An imper
ial cavalry force went up to see now tninge
were going where there was so much
smoke rising, and, upon seeing the situa-
tion of affairs, with Gen. Mcjia at their
head dashed in and put the rebels to
flight, taking from them one gun.
