Our readers will observe, upon reading

the proclamation which stands at the head
of our editorial columns this morning, that
Governor Anderson, in compliance with
the universal desire of the people of Ohio,
as ;;pre6scd in puhlic and private, by the
cler&yj DT the press and by citizens, has
revoked the date fixed for Thanksgiving
Day by his previous proclamation, and ap-

pointed the seventh of December, the day
already announced by President Johnson,
and coincided in by most of the States,

orth and South, for the observance, of
this truly national anniversary. "We need
not .say that we are truly rejoiued at this
removal of the dircpancy between
our Ktate and national authorities
upon the aubject. The people of Ohio,
together with the people of almost every
other State throughout the Union, are now

called upon, both by the Chief Magistrate
of their State and by the President of the
Republic, to unite, on the 7th of Decem-

ber, in thanksgiving and praise to God
for his good gifts and great mercies to us,
net merely ag individuals or as States, but
a a nation. 2sevcr, in all previous years
of or national existence, have wc had
such cause for praise and thanks to God
as in this, whose closing montbs ara now
at 1 mitd. The blessings which God has
vouchsafed us have been glorious beyond
expression, and it becomes us, as a nut ion,
to enter with devout and earnest spirit
into the observance, by public religious
ceremonies, and in the happy family circle,

of this most appropriate anniversary.

Negro Suffrage in Louisiana.
The negro population of Louisiana, who

ooroprite nine-tent- of all the loyal citi
zens of that State, are determined that, if
they are to be denied all franchises, while
rebels ara restored to all the rights and
privileges of citizens, the outrage will not
be )erpetratcd with even their passive
consent. Thoy have determined to test,
before the next Congress, the question as
to whether they have any right to a voice

in the reconstruction of their State. In
pursuance of this determination the c 1 jn
ed men, together with some white citizens
who sympathized in tho movement, open

ed scjarate polls on the regular election
day in the parishes of Orleans and Algiers,
and went through all the forms of an elec
tion. Xo State ticket was voted, but a
candidate for Congress was balloted for,
and Col. Henry C. "Warmath, formerly of
St. Louis, and late in the United States
service, received an almost unanimous
voto. It is said that nearly ten thousand
votes were cast, and that the voters con
tributed on the spot from fifty cents to
two dollars apiece in furtherance of the
objui't. Xo official notice was taken of the
matter, and the newspapers slur the afiair
over with the slightest notice possible.
Col. "Warmath, however, will presenthim- -

scir before tne next Congress as a claim-
ant for the seat of the member from Or
leans and Algiers parishes, backed by ten
thousand loyal votes. lie has received
the support of two-thir- of the people of
his district and of ot least miie-tentl- is of
the Ivuul people of that district. Which
will Congress recognize the representa
tive of tho loyal black majority, or the del-

Arrest of a Correspondent the N.
Y. Tribune in Ireland on Suspicion
of being a Fenian.
A correspondent of the Ifew York Tri-

bune, on his arrival in Queeostown, on his

way to England, has been arrested by the
British authorities on suspicion of being
connected with the Fenian movement,
merely because he had a little pocket re
volver in his trunk, and sonie papers with
the word "Fenians" written on them. He
was thrown into a dirty prison and kept
there about a week and then released.

The British Government is now engag-
ed in the brave business of arresting de
fenceless passengers from America on
tne Migiitot pretext possible, such as
having a little pocket revolver, or a few
rounds of revolver ammunition in their
trunk, all this, too, in a time of profound
peace, when no hostilitieshavc commenced.
AVhat makes John Bull appear 'ne niore ri
diculous in this matter, is the fact that near
ly the whole English press, and a majority
01 x.nrlin speakers, including even
Earl Russell himself, have been howl
ing and whining about the arrest of our
own citizens engaged in active rebellion
against our government. The American
government never made an arrest one half
so as those which the Eng'
lish are making daily. We never arrested
the lying correspondents of the Times, Bull
Run Russell, Dr. Mack ay and Georgo Au
gustus Sala, for writing up the Confeder
atecause and maligning our government.
We never arrested and imprisoned every
defenceless passeuger on his arrival from
England, because he had a pocket pistol,
or scraps of paper with something written
on them concerning the rebels. If there
ever was a just cause for arresting any
correspondent, it was in the case-o- Rus-

sell, when he gave the rebels at Mobile
some information in regard to an improv
ed xuilillnd f uuuintinff " " J"

our government magnanimously allowed
him to go scot sree. In the case of huu
drcds of British blockade runners captured
while engaged in carrying to our rebels,
cannons, powder, balls, muskets and all
kinds of military supplies, the officers and
crews were sncver imprisoned, yet if it
is justifiable to imprison defenceless pas
sengers, including some old women, for
carrying pockot pistols, these blockaders
were assuredly liable not only to arrest,
but to punishment of the sevorest kind.

The spectacle of John Bull carrying on
a war against defenceless passengers, be- - I

cause they happen to have pocket pis-

tols, is certainly .ludicrous in the highest
degree, were it not for tho serious conse
quences that may grow out of it. If John
is so easily scared at a few harmless pocket
pistols, what must bo his feelings should
he be menaced by some fifteen inch guns ?

Seriously speaking, it is high time that
our government take steps to ntttify the
British government tliat it will not sub-

mit to such unnecessary, outrageous and
cowardly arrests of innocent American
passengers, on such flimsy pretexts.

The N. Y. Herald, in speaking of the
arrest of tho Tribune's correspondent,
justly says :

" A European correspondent of one of
our contemporaries Has just been arrested

ties. His crimuo were that he had on his
perso some notes or memoranda which
the English officials were not ahle to un--
aerstantL and that he earned a very small
revolver. For this an inoffensive trav
eler is seized and imprisoned in what is
eommonly called a free country. No
more outrageous piece of despotism has
been perpetrated in Kussia, Austria, Tur
key, or even in the realm of the wonderful
Bomba, whose acta the British government
is, perhaps, eager to emulate.
