to she improdent, the intemperate and
those who injure themselves by taking im-
proper medicine,

Cleantineas, therefore, is of the first im-
portince—bath of your pemsons and of
your hotses—pnrtionlarly your  yunils,
sinks, privies and cesspools, where frezh
chloride of lime shonld be daily sprinkied,
and the miljoining walls and fences sur-
rounding them repeatedly whitowashad.

Be careful that (here i5 no stagnant wa-

vour hasements are daup tse tives in them
frequently, o burn up the foul air and
cause & more perfect ventilution.
Remove nll sarhage at least ones a day,
and twice if possible, and permit nothing
an the protises o unidergo de-
compesition,
Keep your houses well ventiluted.
Bo temporate i all things, both in eat-
ing und drirking. Be temperate in exor-
cise, in Inbor, bath physieal and mental.
Kesp pood hours. Take proper food, in
reasonable quuntities, At proper tites
Piainly cooked mosts, with boiled rice,
bremd, snd thoroughly cooked potitoes,
shoald form the ordinury bass of diet.
Abstain from all unripe fruits, and stals
or partinily dessyed veptablis.  Bug
above all, avoid exeess in intoxicating
drinks of every kind
Wear flannels next the skin, and at all
times maintain the
clothing, Avoid all exposure to sudden
vhanges of tempemture, anid if necidental-
Iy exposod to u storm, remove vour waet
boots und clothing as s00n a8 possible.
The cholers is not the nocessary fatal
disese which it is commonly believed to
be, but is & disesaso which is both provent-
able and cumble. It is always preceded
by symptoms of languor and debility, with
diarchen, and in this state is always curs-
ble; but if neglucted at this period, and
the dinrrhea permittsl 10 continue until
collispse comes on, it is then slmaost always
Mt l.
