WASHINGTON, D. C., Nov. 18, 1865.

Pardon Seekers—Spicy Interview.
[Special Dispatch to Chicago Republican.]

The pardon-seeke- rs who throng the
White House are decreasing in number
dailv. On Saturdav. not over thirty were
present, among whom was W. P. Miles, of
South Carolina. Approacning mo x resi
dent, he said : 1 come to procure a par- -

dun, sir " '

"Under what class do you come, asked
the President.

I left a scat in Congress to join my
State, and have only acted as thousands of
others have done, lou nave paraonea
two of mv colleagues. Messrs. McQueen
and Bovce. Mv name is W. Porcher
Miles, and I only ask the same favor."

The President promptly replied : "1 our
case must take its chance with others and
in the regular way. I cannot take it up
now."

This was an evident set bacfe, but Jliles
rallied and said :

"Well. sir. I would like tohave a permit
to go to work in some civil pursuit, cither
mercantile or professional. I have lost
everything and must do something."

"That is not necessary, answereu mo
President. "Thoro are uo such papers is
sued."

Not to be put off, Miles continued :

"Is there no mode by which I can expe
dite my pardon ?"

"None at alL unless you see the Attor
ney General and learn if there are reasons
why it should not be granted '!" And the
chivalric Miles bowed himself out of the
presence of the "boorish tailor" he had so
often mocked, to bunt up the Attorney
General and hurry his pardon through, so
he could get out of sight of those whose
associations were evidently so disagreeable
to his refined senses.

As we left, a sturdy scion of another
most noble family approached the Presi
dent and sought a pardon and the restitu-
tion of his property, the same answer
greeted him that he must wait his turn.

"Well," said he "when I get it will Con-

gress interfere with me, for I hear pardons
are of no account unless Congress confirms
them," quoth the molest criminal, whoie
clothes indicated he had long since flour
isbed in the rank of a Brigadier treneral
and had not been in vaini pursuit of the
"lat ditch."

"That. sir. is not my lookout. 1 cannot
answer for the action of Congress," said
t.h President and the partly reconstructed
left in grave doubt as to whether his salva-

tion would be very complete even if he
hould get his pardon. 1 he majority ol

tbe pardon hunters met with no better
success.

Damages for Being Tarred and Feathered.

ered.
In an action tried before the Supreme

Judicial Court at Salem, Mass, last week,

Mr. George Stone recovered damages to
the amount of eight hundred dollars for

iniuries received at the hands of William
Seirer and other citizens of Swampscott,
on the morning ol tne lam oi ayru mat,
the day after the assawination of Preaidont
Lincoln. It appeared that the plaintiff,
who was a house painter, was at work at
tbe time in Swampscott, and was called
upon by a number of persons, inhabitants
of Swampscott, who told him that he had
been heard to express his joy at the news

of the President's death, and bis regret
that it had not occurred three years before.

As he failed to make eatislactory
retraction or explanation, he was ta-t-

from the house, marched some three--

quarters of a mile to the post office, and
there tarred and feathered. He was then
taken to tho town hall, where a conven
tion of teachers was being held,, and
finally was placed in a boat ana araggea
about a mile. There was also some evi-

dence tending to show that he was kicked
and struck, and that other violence was

offered him. But upon this the testimony
was conflicting. The damages were laia
at twenty-fiv- e thousand dollars. '

nmn lesral rrentlemen, who are investi
gating the subject of trials for treason,
have uneartlicd, among other curious
documents, tho instructions sent by Presi-

dent Washington to Governor Lee, of
Virginia, father or KoDert tu. w, w""
was in command of the militia force sent
against the whiskey insurgents in Penn-
sylvania. The instructions were drawn
up by Alexander Hamilton, then Secre-

tary of the Treasury, and were approved
by "Edmund Randolph. They set forth
the objects of the military proceedings as
two-fol- d: to overcome any opposition
which may exist and to support tne ciyu
officers in the trial of those persons in

arms, if any, whom you may take prison-

ers. The leaders, including all prisoners
in arms, are to be delivered to the civil
magistrate, the rest to be admonished and
sent home, except such as may have been

particularly violent. Governor Lee was

also directed to inculcate and cause to be

observed this principle: That the duties
of the armv are confined to the attacking

rl .,,1,'ino- - of the opponents of the
laws, and to the supporting and aiding of
tne civil oulcers in ma uaunuu v "'
functions.

A Berlin paper gives an account of a
