THE POISONING CASE

EXAMINATION OF MRS. PHINNEY.

The Alleged Husband Poisoner.

SECOND DAY'S EXAMINATION.

TESTIMONY NOT CONCLUSIVE.

Case Probably Disposed of .

The examination of witnesses in the cne of
the State vs. Mrs. Amelia Hagedorn Phin-ne-

charged with poisoning her husband,
Benjamin Phinney, of Pockport, was re-

sumed in Police Court at nine o'clock yes-

terday morning Mayor Chapin presiding.
H wad bojked that the testimony would ai'
betaken by the middle of the afternoon,
and. the case dii096d of yesterday, but
owing to the thoroughness or' the 'examina-
tikJU. darkness overtook the court before the
work was near beinir completed. The case
will occupy the court at least another day.

The evidence given below will be lound
of interest, The youngest dnoghter of the
deceased, a handsome and intelligent girl
thirteen years of age, was one of the wit
nesses.

The defendant, Mrs. Fhinney, had more
thorough thau on the fir3t

day of the examination. She seemed in
good health and spirit, ami took deep in
terest in the proceedings,

A considerable number of sjiectators was
present throughout the day. The case has
excited general interest in the public mind.

We append the testimony tnken yester

day :

TESTIMONY OF DR. LATHROP.

Di'.JametT. Lathroo, sivorn : I reside in

Dvr. Was called to attend upon Mr.
Phuinev on the niormne ot rrnlav, vui-
her 2Tth, I believe, about halt-p- nine
oVlock. Deceased was on the bed, ou-- his
Iiu,'k, eyes and mouth closed, and in a state
of general rigidity of trunk aud limits. Tried
to make him swallow some water, but found
that any touch gave him a shock like an
electric shock. J concluded that-h- was
ntrtiallv conscious, for he seemed to oien
his mouth when I would oiler him anything
to drink The muscular contraction ot'the
svstem prevented him from opening h
mouth or eves. For several mimits alter I

Qrstsawhiiu there was very little convul
sive motion. There was a tonic spasm, and
he scented to be inclined to spasms. 11

seemed after a while to be making an effort
to sieak. lie said, "Ion't let me die so
hard.' Apparent! v tried to speak more,
hut didn't succeed in controlling his mus
cles. In five to ten minutes after he made
that remark 'he spasmodic action became
extremely violent, so much so as to suspend
entirely respiration. The patient hadn't
much history alter tnnt. J was present at
theTo.tt mortem examination. lUhegantn
the brain, then in the chest, iun?4, heart
spleen, liver and kidnevs. The stomach
was removed entire. Didn't see the contents
of the last organ. Brain somewhat vaeu
lar, and also the lutiff. lie seemed U

be healthy. There was no eti'uion of the
brain at all. but such vascular fullness s
would le naturally exiected al.er death
trom sudden suspension of

Iu the act of dying, his head and scalp
were extremely roiienUnt lor a moment.
I was not aide to ascertain the cause of his
death. I did not suggest the post mortem
examination, nor was it done at my in
stance. I had suspicions as to the cause of
his death. I have seen many enimals die,
and one human subject (the latter, however.
not fatal) sick from taking strychnine, and
rr-- what I have learned from books, I
thougitv suspected his death must have
.ecu occasion. 1 ilT. otT.v.ln.iiiA T nLo.l it'
the deceased had uia hr.'.lri"'iqt Kaf-.r- . h
was sick, and learned tn.,v1iie fHmji--
not breakfasted. I asked how i he
been sick, whether he had sixtken or t,
been paralvzed, etc., etc. I learned that h
had been unconscious and had one verv vio
lent spasm. I don't know that anvthtn
had been given him as a remedy, but th
bvstanders were rubbing the deceased, etc,
A person taking strychnine on an empty
stomach would die quicker than if the
stomach were full. A solution of strychnin
taken on an empty stomach should prodn
death in twenty mmuu-s- . From fattlf
three-quarte- of an hour is sufficient for th
action ol tms poison tn any system.

Cross Examination ; hare known th
deceased by sight since JHjtJ. I live five
miles west of the deceased, at Dover Centre.
I have known him quite well for about five
years. Visited him professionally five years
a no. Had bvipus fever. Have not been his
regular attendant, but have seen him once.
Have seldom been in his house or variety
country store. He did not keep medicines
to my knowledge. Have seen bin, at his
home once since his last marriage. Was not
knowing tohistemperamentand disposition
Had a teniperamont, and
was sluzelish rather than active. Have no
definite opinion of his temperament and
character based on personal observation. I
knew that he had had two wives. He had
been a widower the last time about six
months.

TESTIMONY OF MISS PHINNEY.

AUa Phinney. teor . I was thirteen years
old last July. I am the daughter of Benja
ruin Phinney, deceased, and have been liv
ing at home. He died, I believe, on the
27th of October, in the morning. I had not
got up. when I beard him say 'I don't feel
very well aud will go aud lie down." My
mother came in rav room and said, "von mu
get up, tor your father doesn't feel well, and
you must tend store." It was about o'clock,
I got up, went into the kitchen, where my
father had been, and was putting on my
shoes and stockings, when 1 beard turn en 11

ing.- lie did not say anything in particular.
only jut called, l merely heard lim vuu
I told nis wite ne was calling, and she
went in there. No one was in the house ex
cept him, his wife aud me. As soon as my
mother got in there she called to me
and said my father was dying, and told me
to call Benny, my brother. I called, and
the neighbors beard me. Mr. Bates came
over, to the house. Mrs. Bates called to
Ben. She also went up and told Mr. Gid
dings'-poopie- .- They all came. I found my
father cramping. Several neighbors were
in the bedroom where my father was lying
and where he always slept. otten tended
store. J oin so while my lather was a wav.
Lver since 1 can rememher 1 nave helped
in the store and post omce. lie kept a
grocery store, a few dry1 goods, aud used U

keep a lew mediciues. lie Kept, pninauier,
pills and such things. He never kept
ooisons that 1 Know oj. ne never Kept
strrohmue in the store pr house, lie nev
Dougut any to kui rats or mice ; tie was al
ways very careful about such things. I
think if he had kept strychnine in the
house I should have known it sure 1

should, had he kept it in the store.

I have always
lived at home, father, naii-sisie- isen
and I Jived togfttber. Ars. Robinson was
my half-siste- r s married name. ol
the family had been to breakfast on that
moruing. don l Know wno was up ursi.

He was generally up in the morning first'

Ben was away when
father brought her home. I went to Mr.
jGidding'i alter hira. . Father told Ben to
get the horse ana wagon reaay, ior ne want-
ed to go for his trunks. He asked Ben if he

would go for them. Ben said No; it was
not his place. I didn't like to have her
come. I had heard beforehand that he had
been married, and was coming home with
her. My lather walked from Cleveland for
the horse, and then returned for the trunks
and his wife. There was no one at
home after he started back, but Ben.
Clara Avres and I. When ther returned.
lather called to me to come and take her
things. I was up stairs, crying, because I
felt bad that he had got married. 1 went
town and acted as kindly as 1 could, t rum
that time to father's death I treated her
well. No arrangements had been effected
bv which Miss Giddings should come into
mv father's house as superintendent.

Objections were entered to this kind of
testimony. The counsel for the defense
claimed the right to develop it, to bIiow the
manner in which the minds of the children
had been poisoned by outside parties, and
to make transparent the real relations be-

tween them and the accused, and the man-

ner of their treatment of her.
The Court ruled that if any liberality

should be allowed in such a case, the in
dulgence should favor the defendant.

Witness continued : I had no other reason
for not going down. Ben. aud I had talked
about father s marriage after he went away
east. 1 have never said that I didn't be
lieve they were not married. I had not
talked badly about my mother to the neigh
bors. I told Miss Giddings and Miss Bar-uu- ui

that she called me a thief. I had told
several that I didn't like her. They said
that I might learn to like her. I don't
know how many times I have told
them I didn't like her. At the funeral my
mother wore Mrs. biddings bonnet, and
Miss Lottridge's furs. A dress was made of
stuff out ot the store, t ather died nday.
The pout mortem examination was held Sat
urday evening.

At this point the court adjourned to meet
at two o'clock in tbe afternoon.

On the meeting of the court Alta Phinney
was recalled, and answered a few xmimpor
tant questions.

TESTIMONY OF MR. BURLISON.

A. 1?. Bi'rlisoii.xicoi'H . I reside in this city.
I went to the house of the deceased with
Judge Abbey, lr. Moore, Mr. Marvin and
'Squire ieau, a week ago Thursday
ot last week. We went into the store, and
Judge Abbey made known to young Phin
ney the business of the party, to wit : to ex
amine the house. We then went into the
kitrhen. Mrs. Phinney was in bed in her
bed nom adjoining. The Judge went to the
door of her room, and said that Air. rhin
nev had been examined, and that his stom
ach had been found to contain strychnine.

She said she would got
up, on his asking her to do so, and said she
expected something of ihit kind She got
up and went into the kitchen, aud handed
the keys of her private property to Judge
Abbey. The Judge gave me the same. A
conversation with regard to her courtship.
etc., ensued with Judge Aubev. Dr. Moore,
'Squire Dean and witness made an examin
a tit m of the house, begiuniug in the bed
room adjoining the store, aud searched the
bureau there, lhey searched alt the draw
ers but one, a small one, which was locked
The others were unlocked. The kevs would
not fit the small drawer. They then went
into her private room, adjoining the kitchen
and searched a bureau there, finding four or
five kevs in one of the drawers. 1 left the
Litter kevs in that room. We then searched
her clothes press, the pockots of her dresses,
ete., and tound nothing.

any strychnine, or if anv was kept about
the house not positive 'that I asked
these questions aiw, 9ajd that Mr. Phinney
kept druggists pills, medioines and strvoh
nine in his store. At this time I was called
to return to the city, and left.

C'nwa examined ; I went out to make the
search at the instance of Mr, Marvin am
prose-ratin- e Attorney 1'alliier. icluUttuii
replied in substance, as I thought, that she
was willing to submit to anv search, or to go
along. The Judge had told her who he was,
She handed three keys to the Jude. When
witness hrst saw the vial ot strychnine l1

was in Mr Marvin's hand. He said. Bnr-
lison, here it is." The second lot of keys
were single, i. e., loose aud unconnected, in
the top drawer, with various other things.
The key which unlocked the small drawer
was one of the string of keys which Judge
Aboey got Irom the detendant.

Judge AbLejf. Aicorn ; On arriving at the
residence of deceased. I inouired for Mrs.
Phinney. She was not well, and was still
in bed. I went to her bedroom adjoining
the kitrhen. bhe sat up in bed, on our en
tering, when I told her who I was and what
was our business; that it was of serious
moment to her particularly ; that the con
tents of her husband's stomach had been
analyzed and found to contain a large
amount of strychnine. She said: "I have
expected this. I am ready to go and trust
the result to i'rovidenee. I think these
were her words. I told her we had come to
examine the premises. She gave me three
kevs, which she said would open her trunks,
drawers, Ac, tied together with black rib
bon. I found out about her history, court
ship, Ac. I cautioued her about saying
anything which would entrap her. We
went out, and sha soon got up, dressed and
went into the kitchen. Mr. Marvin
took down in 'writing the history of her
acquaintance with deceased. The vial of
strychnine was found by Mr. Dean, I

having opened the little drawer with
a key. He unrolled the paper around the
vial, and said, "Here it is. A little stick
or splinter was in the vial. It looked ad

it had been dipped in water and put back.
for the powder adhered to it. The vial was
found iu the bureau in the bedroom where
deceased died. This room was not then oc
cupied by defendant- -

TESTIMONY OF MR. DEAN.

Luciu Dean, sicom : I reside in J?ockport.
Was present at the time the search ol the
premises ot the deceased was made, a
smalt vial of strychnine was found ii
small drawer ot the bureau in room occu
pied by deceased. This drawer was opened
with a key which I found on the dining- -

room table. it had been lelt there by
Mr. Burlison. The vial was in the backpait

little drawer, witn soap, razor, and
other traps. 1 was one ot the appraisers
of tfae property of deceased. In the search of
the bureau, at the time ot the appraisal, we
examined the drawers earelully, and did not
find the vial. A smaller vial was in that
8 in l.ll drawer, but not the vial of strychnine

Cross examination: there were several
articles in that drawer. We did Lot takeout
all theconteuts, but we examined the drawer
thoroughly. Amnotcertain whether I passed
mv hand into the back part ot the drawer.

1 have known deceased many years sav
thirty live years. We found at the appraisal
some patent medicines. This woman is said
to be his fifth wife. Don't know that he had
fits of despondency. He was a man of very re
served huhiU, more reserved atcertain tunes
than others. He was a robust man, and of
general good health. I don't know whether
he ever kept poisons.
