THE POISONING CASE

EXAMINATION OF MRS. PHINNEY.

The Alleged Husband Poisoner.

THIRD DAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

THE TESTIMONY NOT ALL IN.

Case Probably Disposed of To-da-

The examijiatioo of witnesses in the case
of Mrs. Amelia 11. Phinney; charged with
poisoning her husband, Boujamin Phinney,
of Kockport, was resumed in the Police'
court at ten o'clock yesterday, Mayor Chapin
presiding. Tbe prosecution got in nil tbe tes-

timony iu behalf of the Slate, but the avail-
able hours of the day were nearly consumed
by the time this was accomplished. The
counsel fir the defense have but twoor three
witnesses to examine, and in all human
probability the case will be concluded to
day. The court will mect .gal,, at nine
J Ctock this morning.

Thus for tlie evidence of guilt on the part
of the accused, is by no means formidable,
indeed, is exceedingly meagre. She could
not be convicted on the strength of it, and
probably not even bound over. In the light
of the developiiicuU made yesterday, the at-
tention of the careful observers of the drift
of the testimony has inevitably been turned
bo another party. At any rate it is not too
much losay, that the testimony against the
defendant is by no mean? conclusive.

We give below the substance of the tsti-mon- y

taken yesterjay t .

Judge Abbey was recalled at his own

1 didn't see it taken out of the
drawer. My attention was first called to it
by an exclamation of Mr. Deau : " Hero it
is ; we have found it ! " He tlun ffave me
this bottle, or one similar. He hail the
small upper drawer of . the bureau open. 1

had had occasion, previous to this, to exam-
ine Said drawer After I was appointed ad-
ministrator, I and the appraisers went to
Mr. Phinncy's to appraise tha property.
Mrs. Phinnev and children seemed to he
anxious that we should get at the money
and effects of that kind, first. Mrs. Phin-
ney said, Make a thorough search of the
premises throughout. For she bad a fear
that the children were Liltine- the imta .n
things belonging to the estate and slipping
mem aside., the children said the same
thine. Mrs. Fhinnev said to me. she snn- -
pnsed a thousand dollars in bonds were
missing. The son told me, he thought there
were from awe to two thousand dollars miss
ing. I then proceeded to take an account
of the money, notes and effects of that kind.
We concluded to examine the notes first,
and to get at them I went to Mrs. Phinney
for the keys, so that we could get at that
kind of projicrty. She told me that the
bonds belonging to the estate she had in her
pocket Hhe didn't know where tbe other
things were, and again requested me to
make a thorough Bcareh and find every
thing of that kind. We found the botes
and mortgages in a trunk. It was not
locked. The lock was defective. It was in
the bedroom adjoining the store. Then
went into the store, and took the papers out
of the drawers. Took them to the same
ledroom, anil next searched the bureau
there. beL'inninr with the small rii'ht-hnn- d

Fdrawer. Mv impression is. it was not
locked. The lower large drawers were all
locked. I unlocked thein with one of the
keys furnished by Mrs. Thinney. In one
of the large drawers I found a key which
wouirt unlock tne other small leit-han- d

upper drawer. In it there were a few pa-
tters, but of no value: some articles of med
icine, I think, such as blue pills, Wright's
puis, and Hitters not prepared in liquor, Ac.
My idea is, that this vial of strychnine was
not there. I hkeked up the drawer and put
Jhe key back where I found it, and gave
me utuer Keys to .airs, i niuney.

Cross examination: I have known Mr,
Phinney as long as I have practiced. Was
his family physician. I knew his late wife
before this one. She died about a year ago.
I Daa recommended to her in her worst
sickness the use of Wright's pills, Ac. At
tached no importance to the discovery of
Mien articles m mat drawer. .Mrs. fhinney
seemed to have a fear that Ben. was taking
things. He had access to a place
where money was kept, and to the
store. She told me lift had taken
things from the store, such as undershirts,
drawers, Ac, before his father's death. She
had no doubt that Mr. Phinney had $'J,0I)0
in doiius in a vause. nen it was oiiened
by her and Ben, there were but fS.Ofln. She
said Ben had access to the key in the drawer
in the store, which opened the money valise.
She took the bonds and pot them in her
jwkef. She said there were 00 which she
and Mr. Phinney were intending to lay out
in furniture, aud come to the city the day he
died She supitosed it wns in the store
drawer. She said Bennv hadn't anv monev
of his own, hut was using money freely.
Ben hed been to town the day before the
death, with a load of totatocs. His father
gave B"n ..!, and this was ell he had. I
never knew deceased to nnve anv poisons
aoouu lie Kept a small assortment oi medi
cines. .. The bonds were isi n large hand-
trunk of deceased, in his bed-roo- I had
not had any conversation with Mr. Phinney
alter uis return trout the enst-- Mrs. I'hm-ne- y

gave ine the bonds readily.
A. J. Marvtn, mcorn : I reside m this citv.

I want with the partv to make the search of
tne premises. 1 conversed with Airs. 1 hin
ney as to her history, and about her hus-
band's death. She said he retired about an
hour earlier than common, the night before
nis death, aud m apparent good health:
that he arose quite early the next m riling,
before she did, and went out to do his chores.
He felt remarkably well, and said that
Bennv would soon be in for breakfast, and if
sho lelt like it, lie would like to have her
;et up aud get breakfast. She got up, and
:ie playfully tried to put on her stocking.
She told him if he was in a hurry, he had
better let her do it. She went into the
kitchen, and soon heard him call. Didn't
go in at once, for she thought him culling in
fun, jesting, but soon went in and found him
in spasms.

She said with regard to poison, "It was an
easy matter to poison a person ; it was often
done. In our Northern cities it is Very
common. Persons would run a great
risk by doing so, to be sure;" She waa
comparing crime in our cities with slavery

that was the occasion of the conversa
tion oh the subject She was in favor of
slavery ; 1 was not. 1 said, "Mrs. Phinney,
what do you mean 1 1 can't understand
you." I insisted on a further explanation,
but she simply said, "It ia often done in
cities." She said "A gentleman might have
a lady in tne house who was not his wile,
and in case this lady should have children,
of course they would be poisoned," She
referred to the subject as many Its three
times. She said "She liked Benny and
Alta very much, but some folks. she did not
like." She said, "If I do not like a person,
I do not want them in my sight ; that she
could not help this disposition." She said,
"I would rather shoot lny own brother than
have him go into the army. cue said, "it
I should continue to have this disposi
lion. 1 don t know what Would become
of trie. When she got married, she thought
it would be for the best, but she couldn't
tell what would happen. I told, her she
ought riot to be iluiponuing, as she had been
treated well, and nothing had happened
yet "We couldn't tell," she said.

Cross examination : Born in Vermont,
don't know what town orcounty; lived most
all my life in Bovlston, K. Y. Don't know
where we moved to. The cross examine
tiou was very loiig, and we bniit many
jioiius uoi, oi special inieresi.j .

Came when she got a mourning
bonnet It was probably three or lour. days
after his death. We talked about his death,

The question was asked if witness did not
on that ride, ask defendant about her phys-

ical condition.
Tbe counsel for the prosecution objected,

on tbe ground that the question waa not in
the way of cross examination. The court
held the opinion that the question was not
proper, as it was an effort to substitute testi
mony in chief for testimony elicited by
cross examination.

Mrs. Catherine M. Freeman, sfrorn : I am
the wife of Charles Freeman. I once lived
at tbe residence of the deceased. It was
about six years ago. We lived there nearly
four mouths once, and two months at another
time. The mother of Alta was living then. My
husband was working at bis trade, being a
carpenter, tie finished off the house of the
deceased. We boarded there duriug the time.
I saw a bottle of strychnine that deceased
brought me when I had neuralgia in my
face. I asked for laudanum. He called it
strychnine, ne said when diluted in water
it would answer the saraa purpose as laud-
anum when applied to the face. I ebjected.
He said they had tried it and liked it quite
as well. He told me how to use it 1 saw
the vial and took it in my hand. I recol-
lect the label ; it read " Strychnine." The
device was curious, cross-bone- or some-
thing like that I had never seen a label
like it, and it struck me. The vial was of
small size.

The vial was here shown.
The vial he gave me was of different

shape, was larger, but bad a similar label.
They used poison to kill rats, etc. They
used to put arsenic on bread and lay ft
around to kill rats, as they said. Mrs.
I'hiuney did it They also used this strych-
nine to kill rats, saying it would kill them
Quicker-

- The latter was kept in th bureau
the arsenic waa kept in a paper.

Deceased advised me to use strycnniue lor
ucuralzia: that he had no scruples in using
it Ibis bureau was in the diuing-ruou- i, oil
lrom the kitchen.

At this point the court adjourned till
nine o'clock this morning.
