our necessarily heavy burden, the bur
dens of alien cities. He desires us to return
thanks, in his behalf, to the various rail
road companies for their in
furnishing transit for the large numbers
whom he has felt bound to ship from our

idst.
There are now in the Infirmary upwards
one hundred inmates, and the fall of fhe

mercury will throw into the view of the eye
public charity a very large number. Sev-

eral of these inmates are Canadians, and the
city seems to be quite frequently

squads of landless (ir) resolutes from the
Provinces. AVe have every reason to be
lieve that foreign weeds will be rooted out

soon as information can be received as to
places whence they were transplanted.

The city is willing to supply the necessities
and relieve the sufferings of its own poor,

the county will clieerlully discharge
