THE BEDFORD MURDER

TRIAL OF DR. JOHN W. HUGHES,

The Murderer of Miss Parsons.

Opening Arguments for the State
and the Defense by A. T. Slade

and R. E. Knight, Esqrs.

The court met at nine o'clock yesterday
morning, when the argument in behalf of

Gent mm of (lie Jury: After a Ions and
patient examination of this extraordinary
ease we are now drawing our labors to a
close. This invelving the highest
consequences, not only to the prisoner, but
to tne community, subsequent develop
meats nave lully sustained the position
taken tv ther vroeeaubsr at theoneainc.
Ajint the ptasonsr at the bar, we caa have
m personal feeling;,' but we must deal with
him as a criminal who has committed the
highest crime known to the law. The 1ris
oqer has had every lenityshown him by the
Court; euiiscntrcounsed has been assigned
him ; and nothing has been left undone to
extenuate his great offence.' But while
every man is presumed to be innocent till
proven guiltv, when- once 'shown to have
violated the law. then to waver in convic
tion is treason1 to duty.. The highest sane
tiom is neoeatarr to protect life. For the
frightful increase of murder, robberv. and
other high crimes 4here must be some cause.
What is it 1 It is because when crimes are

.detected lbtfB i ao aiiuch, uncertainty of
punifibmenC inere is even admiration lor
a great criminal, after the momentary ex
citement has passed awSy.' The eople
every where are asking if a man can be
convicted of the crime of murder in the
first doa.es ia 01U- - - . :

liow, what la the crimo iimJ tw'ii
the defendant? The learned prosecutor has
stated that it is tjj. highe.t.crime known to
the law of the State. Let us now turn to
and examine and review the law and evi
dence in the case, i i , ,

What is the crime of murder? In the
common law of England murder was the
Uiking of life by p man in his right mind,
with malice, 4c. In our statutes discrimi-
nation is made. Murder in the first and
second degrees and manslaughter are recog
nized. Murder in the first degree is the
taking of the life of another with delibera-
tion and premeditated malice. Murder ia
second degree is the taking of life purposely
and maliciously, with or without premedi-
tated malice. 'To constitute murder in the
first degree under 'our statutes, the act must
be done purposely, deliberately, premedi- -

tateuly and witn malice.
The advocate entered intoa definition and

analysis of these terms, purpose, delibera
tion, malice, fce. Authorities were read, as
follows, to show that " purpose means in
tention, the making up of the mind to com
mit an act : Wharton's American Law on
Homicide, pp. 1S15-6- , "hiS; Wright's Ohio
Reports, p. 3SI9.

The second element to be considered is
deliberation. Premeditation may be ranked
with deliberation. It means to weigh, con
aider, revolve in mind, an act before its ac
complishment. The following authorities
were cited: w barton on Liaw ol iiomicioe,
pp. 372 4 : Wharton's American Criminal
Law. pp. K76, 413; Twelfth Ohio Reports,
State vs. Shoemaker, pp. 43. 53; also. State
v. Turner.

The third ingredient is malice. Wharton
on Homicide, p.33, was read. There ere
two kinds expressed and implied. In the
first there is a lying in wait to commit the
act, and the commuting ol it witn sedate,
deliberate mind, and with a formed design.
The evidenc is circumstantial. In the sec
ond the act may be perpetrated or consum
mated while the perton is doing anotner un-

lawful act. ,
This will suffice for the statement of the

law in the case. Of the fact of murder by
this defendant there is no question. Let us
now turn to review the evidence iu the case,
by war. of refreshing our memories. (The
indictment was here produced and read.)

By this time the court-roo- had become
densely crowded with ladies and gentlemen
of all classes of our citizens, who hung on
the lips of the advocate. The defendant sat
near his counsel, and was deeply interested
in the proceedings. He has the same quiet
bearing and deliberate manner which are
characteristic ef the man.
