inguire iuto the thtoried by which this on-
clusion is reached, we think a sufficient reft
u'ation of it is found in the facls developed
by the course of business dince the close of
the war, ut which time inflation was at about
ita highest point, and & glunce at theso facts
muit carry the conviction that whatever
danger may have threatenod in consequence
of a ohange from s eondition of war to that
of peace, has passed, and can only be re-
newed by & revival of that system of wild
specalation whick gave s false vitality to
busitess during the existence of ths robel-
lion, or an unwholoseme and indiscriminate
expansion of eredits. We do not mean to
be understond an aseerting that values huve
rexchid their proper plane; on the contrs-
ry the leveling prockss has much further o
go, particulurly in the Weet, whera produ-
oers have been slow in resogalzing the “ log-
ic of events ;* but the steps that have been
made in this direction; io the dectine of val-
ues, the contraction of bumk credils, sod (he
stesdy drifting of all branches of Lusiness
toward legitimacy, without disturbing in
the remotest degree the industry of the
country, manifest nn unlocked-forsommdness
in the busisess relutions of the people, and
are s guarantes of the ability of the nationm
to meet the futare exigencies of the change
that is working without iujury or impedi-
ment {0 any of ils interests, if its business
men but remain true to the teachings of ex-
perience.

Bo fur as the sotien of the government ia
eoncernad in its relations to trade, there is
no ground for apprehension, noless we are
propared o quontion the sagacity of onr leg-
islntors. The government cannol afford o
eripple the iudastry of the country. It
must maintain its revetines, and to do this
it must pluce no obstacle ia the way of com-
mercial and indusirial developmoent. The
eredit of the government rests upos, is iden-
tical with, the crodit of the people, and that
of the people depends upon the fullest em-
ployment of their enterprise and the steady
development of their ressurees. Sofar as
we can see there in nothing in the poliey of
the government that ia antagonistic to this
pogition, and hence we are unable {o dis-
cover the least reasvn for fearing the evil
rezults predicted by thal class of danger-
bunters to whom we allude above. We
want such salutary messures as will keep
down spveulstion, and Lhese Lad, business
will continue to move grnduslly and almost
imperceptibly into s true and safe channel.

The Ways and Means Committes still
linger over the Finance bill, though it is un-
derstood they agree vpon all its features ex-
oapt that gulliorizing the negotistion of &
foreign loam, or the sale of bonds abroad, in-
terest and priscipal to be paid in the coin
of the countries where the bonds are sold.—
On this festure the Cammittce stands four
to foar, while Mr. McCuilech insisis. upon
its being retained. Thero are some strong
objections to this portion of ihe bill, the
mosl substantial of which, to cur mind, is
thut of placing our natienal obligations in
the hands of foreign capitalists at all; but
this may be overcome by other considers-
tions which in the opinion of the Secretary
Justify bis recommendation, the character
of which will probably be developed in the
eourse of the discussion ov the bill by Con-
gress. Wo have no doubt that sich bunds
as aro proposed would find large sale in the
European, and partioulariy the German;

Washington disputohes state that
the bill will probably be reported to ke
House on Monday,
