The ground oocu-
pied by their manufecturing works hesa
frontage on West River strectol 305 foet
The, foundry s of brick, was erected in
1564, and s 50 by $20'eet, (the Tront part
being three stories high) snd is divided inte
& mouldiag room; 50°by 200, sud a mousl-
ing room, 20 by 49, on the first Hoor, the
socond and third floors being used aa stor-
age rooms.  Tho engine room, enpels,
cleaning rooms, patiern shop, &5, occcupy
the Ynlances of the building and gtulmlh.
Thenetalia carried up 4o the furnsoe on &
car, elevatad by stéam, which economizes a
vost smountof whet would ofberwise be
yery hard muanual labor, The machinery
of the establishment cmbroces all  the
miodern improvemonts adeptod aud in use
im all first cluss foundries. They are mak-
ing preparstions W build another capale,
with Wlowing machinery of Inrgar capacity
Fban thalio useat presext. By thus add-
ing aubther largs eupalo their facilities for
-melting will be greally inereused.

Thoe capecity of the foundry for turning
out work is large. Abonut 500 to 1,000 tons
of pig iron Is ueed yenarly, all of whichis
manufsctured into stoves and hollow ware,
From 7,000 to 10,000 stovea, of various sizes,
pstlerus snd prices are iurned out in o
year. A large proportion of the iron i pro-
cured of the blast furnuces in this vicinily,
which are smelting Lake BSuperior ore
Constant employment is furnisbed 75 to 100
workmon, who receive wages ranging from
$L.30 to $5.00 per day, secording to their
swiftness and skill in performing the laber.
The eppital invested by Meszs. Myors,
Rowse & Co. in the business is £125,000,

It may mot be amiss, in this connection,
to allude more particularly to the different
kinds of stoves manufactured at this estab-
lislupent. The vagieties, sizes and siyles
are uumeross, apd  are, of  ¢ourse, made
{n the miost perfect muziner.  OF cookstoves,
they make an infinite number plmost, dif-
fering materinlly from ench othor. Their
speciality is the “Buefacior,” o first.class
stove for coal or wood, comstructed with a
view to greater convenivnce, ceonpmy,du-
rabifity nad, lust, though not Jesst, beauty.
They make iwo sizes. Some of the other
cooking stoves are the “Ielipec,” “Mon-
arch,” “Friend,” “Golden Rule” and *Com-
forter.” The *Union Parler” and “Seout
Parlor” are aléo partinl cook sloves. Thero
isn great variely of parior, sitting room
and office stoves, for wood and coal, allof
which sell equally well, as their merits are
sbout equal. The Hollow Ware of their
mansfacture is such ss accompenuy oconk
sloves always. They also deal extensively
in Tioners’ stock and other articles of a
kindred mature ; and are ageuts for the
sale of J. Painler & Son's celobrated Sheet
Irom, Whose works nrein Piltsburgh ; nnd
general agents for Louis Lillie's improved
fire snd harglar proof ‘safes. Besides the
loeul trade, thelr sales are made to some
extent in FPesvsyivenis, and: lsrgely in
Michigan, Ilinois sad Iows.

MERCHANTE FOUNDRY.

‘The iron fourdry of Mr. E, C. Btanley, on
Meadaw street, near Lighthouse, known by
the above name, inone of the oldest concerns
of the igpd in the city. Iiwas established
something like twenty Feare ngoas a stove
factory, but aflérwands the business wis
changed to that of an ordinary iren foun.
dry. Thirty hands are employed at wages
running from fourteen shillings to $23 per
dsy, and the setual capital used in the busi-
ness is abont 830,000, The work of the
foundry consists of all kinds of railroad cast-
ings, except car-whee.s; & large part of the
eastings veed st thispoint by the C., C. £C. R.
R. are made at this foundry; water and gas
pipes; Fitt driving pipe for oil wells ; build-
ing cestings such ss window-cops and

lumns, snd g I founcry work. Tls
city Gas Company have their castings all
done at this manufactery. The weight
of metal used yearly is in something like
the following proportions: Hanging Rock
40 toms > Massillon 360 tons; charceal iron
100 tons, and 20 or 30 toos of Scelch pig: te-
gother with railroad sorap, i?‘ work is
exelusively custom made, the yearly manu-
factures amounting to $75,000. The foun-
dry having been so long in operation, an
immiense number of patterns have acoumu-
Inted, worth probably 850,000, some of
which sre out of dale, but the balk of them
are useful.
