Mr. TAYLOR, from the Committee on
Invalid Pensions, reported back a ioint
resolution giving to Mrs. Maria A. MeCook,
of JerTerson county, Ohio, a pension of $'2j0
on account of the services of two of her un
married sons, killed in war, in addition to
the pension ot $:!00 which she now receives
as the widow of Mnjor McCook. The bill
and amendment oilWed gave rise to a dis-

cussion which occupied the whole of the
morning hour.

A message from the President, in refer-
ence to the fisheries was received, but the
House having taken np the bill to Re-

organize tbe Army of the United States as
a special order, Mr. SCHENCK declined to
agree to the suggestion of Mr. Raymond to
let the message be read, and prtrceeded to
the consideration of the army bill.

Mr. SCHEXCK, in reporting the Army
bill, said it was framed in accordance with
the views of the Lieuienant General of the
army, and was sanctioned by the Secretary
of War in ao far as it regarded the number
of the standing army. It provides for au
army to consist oi 5o,Ot)t men,, but with an
organization capable of expansion to &2,6oo.

His own opinion was that the army should
amount to at least luO.Oov men, but he
yielded his opinion to the high authority of
the Lieutenant General, Wuich was 5

ned by the President.
Without going into detail it would be

found that the number sgreed upon was by
ne means too great. The Senate fixed th-.-

number of infantry regimeuts at 5'J and the
Committee al 65. which ws according to
the recommendations of the Secretary of
War and the Lieutenant General co nmaad-ing- .

The paring down of these five regi-

ments by the Senate was done apparently
lor the purpose of crowding out and getting
rid of veteran reserve corps. The Commit-
tee retained regiments using lu of them
for veteran reserve corps.

The appropriations tor the army during
the lsst year of the rebellion amounted to
jl6,uuu,U00. The estimate for the army

proposed to be retained amount to $..3,001),-not- ),

of the army expeaMa
during the last year of the war.

Another feature of this bill differing from
that of the Senate was in regard to the
number of colored troops. The Senate pro-
posed eight regiments of colored troops;
this bill proposed ten regiments of colored
troops. The Senate bill proposed that two
of the 12th Cavalry regiments, provided
for in both bills, should be composed of
colored men, while the Home btil con-

tained no such clause. He was aware that
there would be objections from some quar-
ters to the preserving of the Veteran Re-

serve Corps. He would not nov gheany
argument as to the organization of that
Corps, its services, its character, or manner

wuich it wjs officered. He would but say
that this cv rps, which sprunir from t ie i

of the war, had is birth in tbe exige
of the great struggle. It was prop ped

this bill ui retain teu regiments of that
corps, the officers of these regiments to be
drawn not exclusively from those who were
oiheers in the twenty-tou- r regiments that
heretofore existed, but to be selected by
examination from among those officers aud
lrom among all other volunteer oUlcers wro
may have requisite qualifications. Their
enlisted meu were to be such as might be

for light or garrison duty and wno might
assigned lor service in that corps, but
of whom would be selected lrom. other

regiments.
Another feature in the bill reported was

the preservation as a dt.nct bureau of the
Provost Marshal and his assistants. Ha
knew there would be a number of objec-
tions. He would say hero that considering
recruiting as the great means of koepingup
the numuers of the army the committee
concluded that some sue a bureau was nec-
essary, asunder the Adjutant General's de
partment recruiting had been neretotore a
decided failure.

In this bill the committee had not confin-
ed the selection of officer to be appointed

fill up original Vacsccies in vari.ua
arms of tne service to volu iteer officers, but
proposed to extend it tr all volunteers,
whether officers or sol diet, who could, by
examination, prove themselves possessed of
tne requisite qualification, and woo should
have a record of services in connection with

Another peculiar feature of this bill, dif-

fering from that of the Senate, was this:
There were provisions in the Senate bill

and all regular army officers who have du-
ring the war commanded volunteer troops
shall be commissioned either as regular
army officer or as volunteer officers. The
Committee regarded this as giving the first
third of the prize to regular army officers,
and then remitting to the enjoyment of the
other two-thir- those regular army officers
who had commanded volunteers during tha
war, thus eulUng off volunteer officers.
The Committee had inserted in lien of rt a
section. That no officer of the regular
army who has commanded volunteer lorces
during the war shall on that account be
counted as a volunteer officer, bu. shall
only bo counted as an offL-c-r ot the regular
army."

Another very Important provision of the
bill was the provision for revising the
whole army list, as it now stood, in order
to determine what officers ahjuld be prop-
erly retained in service. It might be
thought that this was yery radical. The
committee had thought that in this transi-
tion period when establish in g a new army
one mode of making the army serviceable
would be to have a general revision oi all
those who know its constitution and its of- - :

from below. It is reasonable, indeed,
that they should occupy positions in the
chambers from which multitudes of men
and women of our kindred -- are turned
away daily, the legislation being directed,
for the must part, to put up the V.acki and
degrade the white race in the proscribed
Slates. It is proper that the favorites
