The press has done much to ventilate
them and show up their fraud, bnt many
people seem to have a passion for being
swindled, and no sooner to they hear from
some gentlemanly and generous stranger,
who for a small, and merely nominal sum
promises to get them a prize of $100 or f

or to aend them valuable gold watches,
or diamond rings, or rich jewelry sets " ail
for one dollar," than they proceed at once
to pia tht-i- faith to his coat tail and send
on the "small euniot hard earned cash,
to receive an. article of no value, or per-

haps nothing at all, in return.
And people who patronize these swind

ling concerns, are often persons who drive
sharp bargains at home, who lock their
granaiies and horse barns, and have no
more faith in humans, when they meet
them face to face, than is warranted by ex
perience ia this wicked worid.

But let some oily tongued villain in Xew
York or Coviu;rt-- or Baltimore, send on a
"circular" and they wulk into the trap as
blindly as if they had no eyes. "Distance
lends enchantment," and they revel in gol
den dreams of gain only to wake up and
find themselve tho " victims of mi5placcd
confidence.'

It is hard to explain why men otherwise
sensible will be guilty of such folly. Com

mon sense ouht to teach- any man that no
sLrangcr will give bin. more for his money
than it is really worth, unless he is sure of
getting moro .by the investoient than he
could make in any other way.

Any person who has ever seen jetvelry
manufactured knows that the articles sent
out by the great gift sale concerns of New
York and Philadelphia are worth only
mere trifle.

There ere few persons who have not seen
exposures of concerns of this kind. Scarcely
a day passes but some new one is found ou

and broken up by the tuith'jriues in cur
cities.

But let them start with a tiew plan and
new name, in some obscuret garret on sotn
street with a high mounding; name in New
York or Philadelphia, with a stock of cireu
lars and postage stamps only, and ia a few

days money is poured in from every quar
ter by the gullible people who swallow the
new belt.

They claim to
be U. S. Licemscd Lottery Agents, and send
the plan of a lottery to be drawn in Coving
ton, May ::l.t. ' They enclose, also, a very
flattering copper plate " confidential" letter
" strictly private," in which they say they
have selected m as" discreet and reliable,'
sad propose to send us a rich prize, which
we are to ebow our friends, in ordor to ex
tend their business in this section of coun
try.

For the small sum of S10 they propose to
send a lucky package, which has been care
fully selected and laid aside to await our
erder, and, in case it does not draw $2,000,

thev pledge their honor to send on a full
package of tickets in their " Brilliant Extra
Lottery.'

Now if they had really believed us " dis
creet and reliable," and the man "to aid
ia the enterprise," they should have ordered
the package of tickets, registered them in
our name and, having drawn the prize pa:d
all expenses, and forwarded the balance.
That would be convincing proof that they
mean " fair play." It ii little less than an
insult to ask to ask one for $10 when they
have found him "discreet and reliable" aud
propose to secure his influence by a " bonus'
of $:,eoo.

"lam informed that masters of vessels
and steamers are not always required to
sign manifestsof theirc.irgoeson theNorth-er- u

lakes and rivers. If such is the case it
ia wrong. Manifest should not only in all
caea be signed, but they should be so sign-
ed that nothing can afterwards be inserted
above the nanio, of tho master. Otherwise
fraud can easily be practiced.

"If the name of the master is signed so
far below the list of goods, etc., on b'tard as
to leave room for other goods to be inserted,
h blank space must be crossed by lim--s

wi:h a pen down to the nameof the master.
" It is claimed that long usage tolerates

these defective manifests. No such us:ge
has been sanctioned by this department,
aud if it on the frontiers, it has
grown up through the lax administration oi
the law by Collectors. It is necessary that
ail the forms of law should be complied
with, aud omissions and evasions in this
record will no longer bo tolerated.

' If tho manifests aro uol made out in
conformity to law Collectors must refuBo to
grdnta permit to land the cargo."

Vessel owners are liable to a fine of twen
ty dollars for any neglect on tho part of
masters for having imperfect manifests and
vessels may be summarily libelled.

The Cincinnati
Gazette has a letter in leard to the newly
projected Southern Railroad, which is to
unite Cincinnati with East Tennessee by a
direct route across Kentucky. The follow-
ing extract states tha difficulties and ob
jects of tho projected road:

Tho railroad companies whose lines ter
minate here believe thai, with their coanec
tijns they will contnbale 5;450.tMM. payable
in 20 percent, of the gns earnings from
bu!ine3 derived from the said Southern
Rilrijad: and the cit'zens have subscribed
bout iflTo.t'Ot), payable when tho road is

completed, in all amounting to but f i2j,0lh.
As to the value of this specieB of asiistaiuce
it is unnecessary to remark. All can com-
prehend it-- In making the apportionmi.n.
one million of dollars from north of the
Ohio river, and a like amount from South of
the Ohio river, was deemed indispensable,
and this independent of what assistance the

existing rauroads in iientuckv nrcht
raidr.

We are abundantly
able to secure it. Should we do eo the
prosperity of this city would bo thereby
established on foundations as imperishable
as time. ' Otherwise the date of her perma-
nent decline has already transpired.
