The Fenian Invasion of Canada.
In another column of this morning's

edition we print a large amount of mat-

ter culled from Buffalo, Canada and New

Tork journals, In regard to the Fenian
demonstration on the Niagara frontier
which, in addition to the numerous, though
confusing, telegraphic accounts, will

give our readers the fullest attainaKe in-

formation in regard to it. Its entire his-

tory may, however, be made much more
simple and intelligible by a brief and
clear summary of the reliable information
in regard to the invasion, which we pro
pose to give below.

About half after two Friday morning,
the Fenians who had been concentrating
at Buffalo for a week, crossed the Niagara
river at Black Rock, two miles north of

the city, and occupied Fort Erie, which
lies directly opposite on the Canada shore.
The number crossed numbered about
twelve hundred, under the command of
Col. O'NeiL, formerly of the U. S. service.
Others attempted to follow, but were pre-

vented by the United States steamer
Muhigan. Fort F.rie, which was thus
occupied, is not a fort at all, but a small
town of about two hundred inhabitants,
undefended by a single armed man. It
was occupied with no resistance what
ever, and in a very orderly manner.
During the day the Fenians, having con
centrated their forces, moved northward
toward Chippewa, which is on the Niagara
river, fourteen miles north of Fort Erie,
and five miles south of Suspension Bridge.
They proceeded only six miles, however,
to Frenchman's Creek, the bridges over
which they burned, probably to prevent
the advance of Canadian troops from Chip
pewa. Thence they seem to have moved
in a westerly direction fora few miles, and
to have gone into camp for the night.

Meantime the British authorities were
not idle. Volunteers were called for and
rushed to arms with spontaneous enthusi
asm. Troops, both volunteers and rogu
bus, were forwarded at once. At Chippe
wa 2,500 were concentrated, and at Fort
Colborne, at the mouth of the Wolland
nal, seventeen miles west from Port Erie
on the Grand Trunk Railroad,', number
of volunteers from South-wester- n Canada,
eight hundred strong, were hastily gain
ered. On Saturday morning the latter body
proceeded by rail to Ridgeway, eight

miles west from Fort Erie, thence march
ing north-eas- t to find the Fenians. They
came upon them about eight in the morn
ing, and a fight ensued, not very bloody,

though apparently for a time quite doubt
ful. It at last resulted in the repulse of the
Fonians, who fell back on Fort Erie.

About sixty Fenian prisoners were taken
and sent to Ridgeway, whence they were

carried by a Canadian tug to Fort Erie,
which bad in the meantime been occupied
by a company of Canadian volunteers
from Dunnvillo.

At three o'clock Saturday afternoon
this garrison was attacked by what ap
pears to havo been the advance of the
retreating forces of the Fenian3. After
brief skirmish the Canadians, outnum
bercd two to one, surrendered, and Fort
Erie was again it. the hands of the Fenian
force. The Canadian tug containing the
prisoners was not captured.

ITaving thus fallen back on Fort Erie,
the Fenian force concluded their brief
two-dar- s campaign by a hasty skedaddle.

But, like many other poor fellows, they
found it harder to get out of their scrape
than to get into it. The Michigan, whose
commander had doubtless been repri
manded for his negligence in permitting
the Fenians to cross at all, was cn the
watch, and captured some fimr or five
hundred who attempted to get back to

the American shore. About thirty were
taken prisoners by the British force-

under Colonel Peacock, which advanced
from Chippewa upon Fort Erie. O Neil
is himself a prisoner, ftomo succeeded
crossing to the American shore, and some

are probably s ill in Canada, scattered,
demoralized and fugitives. Tbus ends
Col. O Neil's campaign of furty-eiprl- it

hours.
But, in our opinion, the end is not yet.

Evory fact seams to sustain the theory
that this demonstration is but a feint, and
has been executed in strict accordance
with orders. The programme seems to us
to have been about a follows : Colonel
O Neil to cross bis force, move inland,
draw the entire Canadian army down into
the peninsula between Lakes Ontario and
Erie, do a little fighting, and then fall
back on the American side and join
Sweeny : the latter, in the meantime, to
concentrate his forces along tho St. Law
rence frontier and strike Prescott, Corn- -

nil or the Isle aux Nois on Saturday or
Sunday. Neil seems to have carried out

is part of the work well, save in effect
ing a second crossing of the Niagara. We
have not yet heard from the movement of
tho largor body, but may momently ex-

pect to-d-o so. Every fact soems to point
y this conclusion. Certainly no sane man,
rcn if he were Irish, would attempt to

make a serious invasion of Canada with a

thousand men. The idea is senseless :

while such a movement, as a feint, would
be reasonable. Fort Erie, too, as a point

f attack, and Buffalo as a base, are the
last places to be selected for a genuine
movement, but the best if intended to de
ceive the Canadians. The former Is of no

mporlanco in itself, and is near potown
of importance, while it can easily be
reached by British troops: the latter is a
large cily,whoe papers aroon the alert for
news, and in whose ports lie government
vessels instructed to prevent breaches of
neutrality. But tho most significant fact
is that, as we conclude from close obser

vation of tho reported movement of
Fenians, there are not less than five or

thousand of them scattered along the
Canadian frontier from Pot-da- to
Rouse's Point, with Sweeny at their head.
These men have been very quietly
gathered here, but they constitute a much
mere formidable force than that which
fought the Fort Erie campaign. We ex

pect to hear from them yet.
What will be done with the Fenian

risoners in our hands ? Tho question it
complicated and difficult one, which

may yet give ih trouble witn tireat
Britain.

THE INVASION OF CANADA.

Incidents of the Movement.

Tho leading features of the Fenian in
vasion are so fully given in the dispatches
published on Saturday and in this morn-

ing's edition that to make any extended
extracts from Buffalo, Canada or New
York papers would be superfluous. Some
of its interesting incidents, however, not

given in the dispatches we hsve copied
and condensed below.

Crossing the River.
THE RIVER YESTERDAY.

All day yesterdav, as our correspond
ence and dispatches relate, boats tugs

vigilant guard upon the river, and put
ting a stop to all communication between
the two snores.
THE NAVAL SQUADRON OF NIAGARA.

The Michigan had at this time been
reinforced by the steam tugs J. C. Harri-
son and C. N. Farrar promoted to the
rank ot gunboats by brevet extemporiza
tion, and each mounting a single gun.
These were manned by marines from on
board the Michigan, and effectively per-
formed picket duty during the nigh't.

The Fenian Camp.
THE MARCH DOWN RIVER.

About 8 A. M., after the injury to the
railroad and telegraph lines had been ac-

complished, the Fenian army vacated
both towns, and, instead of making for
the Northern interior, along the line of
the Grand Trunk Railway, as was at first
reported, began to march down the Niag
ara river road to this place, wnicn is aooui
a mile and a half below Waterloo.

THE CAMP.

Here it encamped, with its rear resting
on Niacarariver and Frenchman'3 creek;
and here it has thrown up a breastwork
of rails and earth, the construction of
which is not wholly discreditable to ex-

perienced soldier. The left flank of the
little army rests on the creek ; and tne

rich on the river. Pickets are thrown
out well to the front across an open coun
try, and the regular dispositions of a bat
lle-ne- are maue upon a smaii scaie.

THE TROOPS.

The troops comprising the Fenian army
are a better looking body than is sup
posed. They havo no regular unnorm,
but are thoroughly armed with the best
muskets, and have plenty of ammunition.
Of this there is no doubt whatever. The
muskets, in fact, are in superfluous num
hers. The one thing lacking is a supply
of food. The commissary department nas
been perhaps unavoidably neglected, but
arrangements are saia to ue maue Dy
which this want will be remedied within
twenty-fou- r hours.

IN LINE OF BATTLE.

I Lis I write, shots are heard in the dis
tance, and the drum are sounding to
arms throughout the encampment. The
men, seme of whom are slumbering upon
the grass, are arousing themselves, and
leaping to their muskets. Officers are
shouting and hurrying to and fro. The

Tho Cana-
dians in Waterloo and in the little houses
along tho road and near the scene of all
this turmoil, stand with quaking knees at
their doors and gates, uncertain what
may come of it.

THE PRISONERS.

Only 400 Fenians Captured—No

Made of Them

of Invasion at Another Point.
Bcffalo, June 3. 1 P. M. Have just re

turned from the U. S. steamer Michigan,
which is ancnorea in tne ia;ara river.
about four miles below here. A large flat- -

boat fastened to her has on board about 400
men, as near as could be guessed at, but not
as many as 700, as first stated. The officers
are on board the Michigan, under guard.

Commander xtrtson, oi tne Aitcnigan, is
anxiously waiting instructions as to what
he shall do with the prisoner. I . S. Dis-

trict Attorney Dart is also awaiting instruc-
tions from Washington as to their disposi-
tion. It is considered unsafe to bring them
here, as an effort might be made by friends
to release them.

There is considerable excitement in this
city, but it is the general feeling that the
government has done its duty, and the peo-

ple are glad that the Fenians have fallen
into American hands rather than have been
captured by the British.

A lorce aiatea at irom ov to t,uu men
tried to leave here last night in two tags
and fiat boats, probably to reinforce the
Fenians, but owning to the excellent ar-

rangements which Lad been made by the
United States Attorney Dart and General
Barry in organizing picket boats, they were
obliged to turn back.

It is reported but not confirmed, that a
force of Fenians have landed at Point Abi-n-

ten miles above here, in Lake Erie, and
some fear are expressed that Coltingwood
is a point threatened.

It is stated that P. O. Day, Head Centre
of Buffalo, who is known aa the prime
mover of the Fenians in this region, has
been arrested on the other side. This is
not confirmed yat, bnt we know that the
U. S. Attorney had soch intention.

A grand Trunk Railway official informs
us that a officer was arrested on
the eovernment road in Canada, and is sup
posed to be General Sweeny, but of course
it is not.

A portion of two British regiments, the
16th and 47th, with seven companies of
volunteers and two batterios now occupy

the entire shore opposite here to repel any
fresh invasion, but there won't be any from
tnis place, ay order ol don. Grant, Gen.
Barny has had his military District exten
ded, and it now embrace the northern
frontier from Lake Erie to Oswego.

A large additional force of regulars have
Deen oraereu to report to mm nere. a por
lion nave aireauy arrived.

Previous to Gen. Barry's advent as Com
manderon this frontier no concert of action
hhd been agreed to, thongh V. S. District
Attorney Dart did all in his power. But by
a complete system ot arming trigs and pick-
eting the river the Fenians have been frns
trated from reinforcing their friends and
making any further advance upon Canada
from this point. A Fenian, Gen. Lynch, of
uuicairo, arriveu in tnia city at iu ociecx
last night from the West and took command
of tbe men here 'to reinforce their friends on
the Canada side.
