Kew York, June 4. It is stated thut
the late nioveaicnt is merely a feint, and
that the iniDortant move will be made
immediately lrom another point. That
Doint is most likely to be Otidensliurir, the
town of l'rescotl and the Canadian scat
of government, Ottawa, being the objec-

tive noints. Cornwall, Sarnia and Wind
sor are also expecting an attack at any
moment.

Two thousand Fenians are reported op- -
nosito St. Johns Ihreateninir Montreal
and 2,000 or 3,0'JO aro near Cornwall.

Heavy reinlorcemenis are arriving at
Alontreal hourly.

The 1'enian camps in tho vicinity of
Ui;densburg are quiet, snu reinloreciiieiits
are arriving hourly.

The Collector at tho port of Ogdens- -
burg received instructions yesterday to
prevent any crossinc to Canada in hU
Deichborhood. The revenuo cutter Chase,
carrying two Dablgren twenty-fou- r
pounders and a thirty pounder was placed
at bis disposal, wiin orders to sintc any
vessel carrying remans across the river.
Every effort is boini; made by tho author
ities to preserve our neutrality. From
every partof the country the Fenians are
moving lor the border notwithstanding
the disastrous new?. Governor Fenton
will not call oat the militia unless the
general government orders it.
