Arrival of Fenians from the West

and South.

EN BRUTE FOR CALIFORNIA "TO

WORK ON A RAILROAD."

Fourteen Hundred More Coming.

Four hundred Fenians arrired reeterday
morning from St. Louis and Springfield Tia
Chicago on the Gallion train. They were
exceedingly reticent, but after considerable
inquiry We Were li formed (in confidence)
that they were going to " work on a railroad
in California " by the way of Buffalo and
Canada. They were extreme! aatonfshc
when we enquired the " Dumber in thei
company and their commander's name,'
except one demoralised individual wh

produced his honorable discharge from
the service ef Samuel.
Their uniform was highlv!fantastic. Those
who ranked ss BrigsdierOenersls fwegueas
the rank) were accouteied in the toggery ol

U. S. Infantry officials. The " Colonels
wore butternut pants, and green coats trim
med with gold lace. The rank and fill

the heroes were habited very variously
but all had dangling under the left arm
satchel of linen supported by a strap over
the shoulder, supposed to contain the imple
menta neeesssry for "Work on a railroad in
California." We noticed two banners, but
as tbey were furled we could not learn their
devices probably signals for the "railroad."'
After disembarking they formed In lines in
the depot preparatory to breakfast. tVe only
saw one of the number who was under the
influenceof liquor and noisy. Krora the
officers who were eonrteous but reticent we
learned tbst they expected an addition of
1,400 to their number during the day BOO

from Chicago and 600 from elsewhere. A

rumor got afloat that the other 6U0 was irom
this city as it is known that the Fenians
hold a grand meeting this evening. The
rumor is not credited.

The officers of the eastern roads had not
been notified of the expected arrival nor of
their destination (probably that such des
tination might not be known too soon) and

transportation was at once available.
This looks more like ''active measures'

than anything we have before seen of the
movement. Considerable excitement and
curiosity prevails at the depot.

one. Conductor Abbott assured him that it
was only a one dollar bill, whereupon Ban- -

commenced a violent personal assault
upon Abbot. This led to the stopping of

car and the cries of the passengers.
Banton became more furious and profuse in
blows and oaths ; the terrified cries of the
passengers increased; a crowd began to

collect around the car; a report started that
murder was being commit'ed, so that by

time Deputy Sheriff George Ridgewar,
Officer Helsby and others reached the
scene a large crowd was assembled three

four hundred. Banton was immediately
arrested and conveyed to the Central Folice
Slatbn and the crowd uninformed of the
facts followed. Arrived at the Station Con

ductor Edwin J. Abbott, overcome by the
fatigoe of the struggle and injury from
blows, fainted and fell heavily upon the
floor. Banton was committed but has since
been released on bail of $20fl. His esse

be adjudicated by Judge Abbey to-

morrow. The excited rabble finding them-

selves cheated of a mnrder and learning
facts of the case withdrew in a state of

high indignation.
