Russia Concentrating Troops on the

Frontiers
Xew York. August 22. The Journal Du

Havre of August 6th, says: Kewa comes
trom ditterent quarters that Kussia is mak
ing great concentrations of troops on the
rout era of Oermany, and this military

manifestation appears designed to execute
a pressure on Germany. The Prussian
journals make use of ia&guage tending to
confirm the authenticity ot the report.

The Muscovite Press declares that Russia
doea not fear the extension of the Hohen-nllern-

but they nevertheless direct her
attention to It,

The Moscow Gazc-tte- the journal of
Kattkaf. devotes to this question a remark
able article. The following ere some of the
principal passages:

Nobody in Russia, for the moment at
leaat, fears Prussia evea with her needle
guns. But if that power places itself at the
head of all Germany the Russian govern-
ment will fitid it impossible nut v come to

reckoning with a state become so consid-
erable. The sound policy of statesmen in
Russia can never wait "for a combination
with which Prussia might become a dan-
gerous neighbor. Therefore Kusiia ought
to take time by the forelock. Here is the
great point of the article, the wriUr of which
enjoys a moral authority in Russia & grat
as that of the government. lie says: Xo,
the policy of a conquest peculiar to Gjuut
Bisinark doea not jot terrify us, but the
augmentation of tbe nowor of a neigh boring
state, and above all the conditions of Euro-
pean equilibrium which are incessantly
varying, imnnees on us the necessity of de-
manding compensations proportioned to the
situation of Prussia in Europe.
