As the question as to what the
Canal and Reservoir Company can
convey to the city for its $8,000 is
being generally discussed in Los
Angeles, we reproduce below City
Attorney Godfrey’s opinion on the
subject:

To the Mayor and Cowncil of the
City of Los Angeles:

Your Committee on Gas would

abmit to the Council what action
iey will take in the matter of
lighting the streets for the coming
ear. The countract with the Gas

‘ompany, executed January 22d,
176, was for two years, with the
ity's option of continuing it for
Liee more. The last Council hav-
g falled to levy a sufficient
,suount to light the city up to the
yresent time, and with no provis-
u for the coming year, it now
‘vsts with the Couneil to decide if
uey will continue the lighting of
e streets or notify the Gas Com-
yany of the termination of the
youtract; and if they decide to con-
inue the lighting, then to provide
or the paymeni of the same.
Received and filed.

GENTLEMEN:—The report of Mr,
H. 1. Lee on the title of the Canal
and Reservoir Company to land,
water rights and right of way, was
submitted during my absence, I
had followed the investigations of
Mr. Lee, and was entirely satisfied
us to the proper course to be pur-
sued by the city before the report
was put in shape to be presented.

The investigation of uhis title
has taken about two months of
Mr. Lee’s time, during which he
has examined about two thousand
deeds and other instruments of
record,

It hasbeen an exceedingly care-
ful and thorough search, and shows
clear'y the exact status of the
Caunl and Reservoir Company’s
title.

It appears from the report that
the right of the owners of the Feliz

rancho to take water across the
Providencia rancho is question-
uble.

‘I'hat the only right which the
Canal and Reservoir Company
have to take water across the Pro-
videncia and Feliz ranchos s de-
rived from C. V. Howard—one on-
iy of the owners of the Feliz ran-
cho,—and the grant from Howard
expreasly reserves a right to use all
the water necessary for the use of
his part of the Feliz rancho.

The Canal ard Reservoir Com-
pauy, claiming by this title, are in
no condition to contest the right of
the owners of the INeliz rancho to
the use of the waters of the river,
and the city taking as a purchaser
from the Company might find it-

self precluded from enjoining the

whether it has a title to the land
on which the dam stands.

It 18 possible that arrangements
might be made with the different
owners by the Company, by which
a good title might be given to the
land within the city limits; but
this would not affect the question
of the Company’s right to turn
water from the river or across cer-
tain portions of the Feliz Rancho,

It is my opinion, from a careful
exnmination of the rejort, that the
only really exfe course for the eity
to pursue 18 to condemn the right
of way the entire distance to the
point on the river from which the
water is taken, and to acquire eith-
er by puichase or condemnation,
th» right which the Company now
has to overflow the lund where the
present reservoir is located,
