Who, In addition to the aotivity
and glow ef youth, shall be in sym-
pathy with a Republic which is fast
becoming stable aud memorable.

During the past year, ooeol
drouth fer us, we have been fa-
vored by the telegraph, timo and
again, with acoouatt of crops
drowued out iv tbe East. There it
li either "a feast or a famine." In
many sections they suffer either
from drouth ? veritable drouth,
quite aa severe aud blasting as any
whioh hasaver made its appearance
in Southern California?aud, in
others, they see crops, houses, soil,
everything, disappearing in Hoods.
Frequently both are combiued in
tbo same Motion. Here we know
tiiat plentiful rains mean bounte-
ous crops of spontaneous grasses
and of th* cereals, and peace and
plenty. We may have, at times,

? to *ndur* a temporary suspension
ofrailway and telegraphic commu-
nication, but that ii the worst. A
few days repairs th* daraag*, and
neither tornadoes nor Hoods pre-
vail to th* destructive extent re-
corded elsewhere. Ws smile now
ln Los Angeles county beoause we
know that the largest areas, sown
In grain, recorded in our history,
ars getting tbe benefit of the geu-

~tfo rain*. We shall raise of wheat
aleus, this year, enough to feed our
en tiro population twice over. 'Init-
lag th*county at large, weare jus-
tifiedin statiug that twenty thous-
and acres have been sown inwheat,
and a yield of thirty bushels to the

l aero 1* a moderate estimate. Large
portion* of th*Sau Fernando val-
ley have been known to yield an
average of fiftybushels to th* acre.
When, la addition, we consider th*
o*ns, brandy, win*, wool, hog*,
cattl* and other praduat* ofLo*Ad-
galea county, our expanding dairy
'?new, our advancing petroleum

districts and our promise of relia-
ble coal measures, we think our

people are justified iv smiling
over the mud aud slush which
make our strssts almost impassa-
ble.

Ths wharf at Bant* Monica has
torn* successfully through a re-
|markable last. A gentleman who
baa lived twenty-seven years in
Southern California informs us
that the " blow " at Santa Mouloa,
Tuesday ana Tuesday night, was
the most severe and prolonged in
his recollection. Ue has seen, for
a little while, a gale as violent,
but it only lasted minutes where
this lasted hours. The wharf
oams out of the ordcsl triumphant-
ly. Not a pile wns thaken from
its fastening iv the bed of old
ocean. From its topography the
bay, harbor or roadstead of Santa
Monica is only vulnerable to winds
from tbe south-west and south-
east. The fact that the wharf lias
survived such a crucial test,l v such
capital trim, when the vaunted
Santa Barbara aud other wharves
have gone to staves, ia a feather in
the oap of the young "City by the
Bss." In the interest of tbe im-
mense section which is now, aud
will be more prominently in the
future, tributary to Los Angeles,
we nots, with particularity, a fad
se gratifying of one of our most re-
liable entrepots.

We cannot refrain from drawing
a pleasant note from tho state-
ments of our local banks,which ap-
pear in our advertising columns
to-day. Wa doubt if tha United
States can furnish a city the size of
Lob Angeltt with so much paid-up
banking capital as our own, with,
possibly, an occasional exception
In the old and long settled New
England States, where capital has
been accumulating for a hundred
years. It It impossible to overesti-
mate tho benefit and safeguard
these stable and sagaciously man-
aged institutions have been to this
section. Without the character,
intelligence, means and skill which
have made tbem our bulwarks, In
tha terrible yonr of drouth which
has ended, this community would
undoubtedly have gone, at leatt
temporarily, to tho wall. In the
better times which are at hand, our
banks will reap the harvest they
have deserved as determined and
helpful believers in the future of
Lot Angeles city and county,
through a crisis whose severity
may be admitted now that it hat
been lately passed.

ONE feature of the rains this year
should not escape comment. They
have come down so gradually and
graciously that not a drop has been
lott. The Sierras have been cov-
ered low down ami deep with
snows, whote melting, for remote
distances ?the water shed of our
Lot Angeles rivers is an extensive
one?will fill to full volume our
streams, thoroughly teak our bot-
tom landt and give a ntw impetus
to our artetian wells. The current
year bids fair to fill the sourcet
of water supply in Los Angelea
county to abundantly that a suc-
cession of dry years would not ex-
haust them. But a gap of from five
to seven yean always interposes
hereabouts between one year of
drouth and its successor, with one
memorable exception.

SCOTT AND STANFORD.
CostUctiag Claim to Laad.

Washington, Jan. 14tU.?Laal
Fall Commissioners were sent bj

Secretary Schurz to examine tbi
section of the Southern Paoifh
Railroad to Yuma south of Colton
prior to the aocoptanco of the same
Ly Ihe Uoverunieut, when the lane
grant of alternate sections Is to b«
patented to the road. The report o:
the Commission, which is under'
stood to be highly favorable to tin
character of tbe roud and Ht
equipment, has been ready nearly
six weeks, and a decision upon it
by the Secretary has been unex-
pectedly delayed by a protest from
the Texas Pacific Company that
another road other than the South-
ern Pacifio crosses tbe lino some
2,000 feet from the Colorado river,
aud that the Southern Paciflo haf
uo right to the land grant beyond
the point of junction. Under tbe
terms of the grant the Southern
Pacific is given a laud granl
for the construction of a road Ie
tbe Texas Pacific Railroad, at lonn

point at or uear the Colorado river.
As tho Texas Pacific only exists on
au Incomplete survey of its line,
Engineer Grey, of the Southern
Pacific, built his road to the most
convenient place for crossing the
Colorado river, r;n bis bridge
across the usual ford, and claims

| the construction of a road and the
right sf the grant annexed thereto
to the middle of tbe stream. On
Saturday Governor Brown, as Vioe
President of the Texas Pacific, ad-
dressed a letter to tbe Secretary of
the Interior, claiming that tbe
Southern Pacific orossed tbe pro-
jected line of his line 2000 feet frem
the river's edge, and accompanied
his letter with maps showing the
lines of the respective roads as sur-
veyed by his company. The de-
cision ot tho Secretary of the Inte-
rior will not be given till au an-
swer is received from the Southern
Pacific. The question is of im-
portance principally because it de-
cides whether the Southern Pacific
shall get tbe land grant to the Col-
orado river, where the grant is val-
uable.
