This he explained as
follows: The State should make
the surveys, do the preliminary
work, and supervise the construc-
tion. When the State has fixed
the location for canals, and a dis-
trict assumes the construction of
works, to make available the
money therefor, the State should
- guarantee the interest on the
mouney as expended, and eontinue
the guarautee to a certain time, say
five years after the works are com-
plete. The lands should be held
good for the money expended and
the interest, and the State be re-
paid all its outlay. This plan
would require, probably, constitu-
tional authorization. If it is
unconstitutional, put it
the Constitution. As
vested rights, he would
have condemned asnecessary to the
State’s purpose all water interests,
This, ho knew, was a bold propo-
sition; but it must be met, if irri-
tion ever becomes a reality in
alifornia. He referred to the
~ faet that the report of the Irriga-
tion Commissioners of the United
