
The probability is that if tbe
California railway magnates had
chosen to cultivate cordial relations
with our people the whole popula-
tion of Leg Angeles would see the
advisability of the extension ofthe
California system of railways to the
Rio Grande and Mississippi rivers,
especially if tbe wholeSoutbern Pa-
cific, from those rivers to Santa
Monica and 'Wilmington, should be
placed, as Mr.Huntington proposes,
under the absolute regulation of
Congress. We have regretted ex-
ceedingly that the railway com-
pany, in a year of drouth, have
seemed to think that the scant in-
come of their Southern mad was
the fault of our people,
and that our people, on the
other hand, have held tbe railway
company responsible for the evils
which have flownlargely from tbe
failure of the Temple & Workman
Bank, the disastrous small-pox vis-
itation of Winter a year ago and
the drouth which followed closely
on the heels ofboth disasters. Ir-
ritation has been met by counter-
irritant, without tbe beneficial re-
sults which are sometimes chroni-
cled ofthis method of treatment as
applied by tbe medical fraternity
to a sick man. As we remarked,
the other day, the two rival railway
magnates?Scott aud Huntington?
in their addresses before the Con-
gressional Committee, pretty thor-
oughly demolished each.other. The
rough handling given Huntington
by Scott has been pretty faithfully

reproduced ln Los Angeles jour-
nals. We think it is only right tbat
tbe consummate scorching given
Scott by Huntington should also he
ventilated in this section. If
Huntington's address was not a
Roland for tho Pennsyivanian's
Oliver, we confess tbat we are not
skilled in railway dialectics. Here
It is:

Mr. C. P. {Huntington addressed
tbe committee in reply to Colonel
Scott's argument made last week.
He denied the assertion that the
Southern Pacific and Central Pa-
cific were the same thing, and said
they were quitedistinctiu their or-
ganization and alms.

He claims that iustead of build-
ing from Marshall, Texas, west-, ward on tbe main line not less than
100 miles a year, as the law re-
quired, Col. Scott bad got a " devil
nsh" of a road in the Northwestern
corner of that State, straggling
about on the three sides of a square
te pick up some good lands, and
tbat It tbe same energy, time, and
means employed to get up conven-
tions, petitions, and resolutions,
and in besieging Congress for a
subsidy, had been devoted to build-
ing railroads, bo might have had
bis track across Texas, and would
have commanded tbe confidence of
capitalists to have gone on to a con-
nection with tho Southern Pacific
road, as his company bad pledged
itself to do. He then referred to
the allegations of the excessive cost
of the 750 miles ofSouthern Pacific
road in California, claiming that
the grading of 135 miles ofthe line
North of San Fernaudo bad cost
more than the entire 444 miles of
Texas Pacific road, for which the
Texas Construction Company had
n contract to receive $112,000 a mile
In bonds and stock, or ten dollars
for each dollar put into tbe road in
cash. He challenged comparison
of the cost of tho work ou the
Southern Pacific witli it or some of
Col. Scott's other roads, mention-
ing the Baltimore and Potomac at
$100,000 per mile, the Northern
Central at $144,000 per mile, the
Allegheny Valley at $125,000 per
mile, the Pennsylvania Central at
$400,000 per mile of main line, or
$300,000 per mile of main line and
branches, or he would be willingto
compare auy financial arrangement
with that of Col. Scott in paying
three million dollars annual lease
money for a 90 mile road and its
dependencies between Philadelphia
and New York, which,at6 percent,
represents a capital value offifty
millions for a monopoly, when a
competing line could have been
carried through for $100,000 per
mile.

Mr. Huntington then said that of
all men with whom to entrust com-
petition for the benefit of the peo-
ple, Thomas Scott was the last,
tbe same man who alternates his
trips to Washington to promise
competing railroads out of the
treasury with trips to New York to
patch up treaties to prevent compe-
tition over roads where there are
more people and more tonnage
passed in one day tban crossed the
continent in twelve months.

crossing bis road and cart the oil

Harrisburg, was an amazing cham-
pion for railroad competition. His

Legislative I'roeerilluge.

Sacramento, Feb. 28?Senatk.
The bill providing for the stini of
$25,000 to be divided among the suf-
ferers by tlie floods wus referred.
The Corporation Committee was
ordered Lo report the railroad bills
as soon as possible.

Goodwin, from the Special Com-
mittee, reported a substitute for the
bill appropriatiug $25,000 for the
relief of the sufferers by the floods.
The substitute appropriates $12,000
to be expended by the Howard So-
ciety of sSacratneuto; $3,000 for the
sufferers in Yolo and Solano and
$10,000 in Colusa. The parties dis-
tributing the mouey are required to
report to the Governor. Tbe rules
were suspended and the bill passed.

The Chair appointed on behalf of
the Senate on tho Joint Committee
ofElections Dean, Craig and Hay-
rnond.

Beam, from the Committee on
Hospitals, reported favorably ou
tbe bill amending the quackery
law of last session, recognizing
only three medical societies, the
Allopathic, Honiu'opathia and
Eclectic.

Piersou, from the Joint Commit-
tee on Labor, reported a bill cre-
ating a Bureau of Labor Statistics.
To the file aud ordered printed.

Assembly New bills: By John-
sou, to compel the retraction of li-
belous statements iv newspapers;
By Swift, to compel corporations
aud savings banks to report the
amount of unclaimed dividends and
deposits.

Bills passed: Barstow'a Assembly
jointresolution relative to granting
lands to corporations. The bill al-
lowing women to practice us attor-
neys iv the State courts. Lost, 30
to 33. To Incorporate tho town of
Anaheim; to regulate irrigation in
Los Nietos; relative to the collec-
tion of taxes iv Los Angeles; sup-
plemental to the act providing for
constructing a railroad from the
hay ofSan Luis Obispo to Santa
Maria, Santa Barbara couuty.

The Speaker appoiuted Bin.
Shaw, Waters and Conroy on tlie
Joint Committee to examine the
electiou laws of the State.

Special order: Swift's act with
respect to water rights aud the ap-
propriation of water was taken up.
The bill provides that water
shall not, in this State, be the sub-
ject of property except under cer-
tain restrictions, the object being
to prevent the appropriation of tho
waters of tho State by water spec-
ulators.

Dewitt moved to refer the bill to
the Judiciary Committee with in-
structions to report at an early
day.

After a long debate ou Swift's
water bill, the House rose as a
Committee ofthe Whole and recom-
meud ed tbe reference of tbe bill to
the Judiciary Committee. The
ayes and noes were called and the
reference ordered; ayes 49, noes 41.

Relative to eminent domain, re-
ferred to tbe Judiciary Committee.
The bill allows the taking of an
easement for layiug down pipes for
conducting petroleum to main ar-
teries of transportation.

New bills: By Moffat, to amend
section 1410 of the Code of Civil
Procedure relative to water rights.
Beferred to the Judiciary Commit-
tee. Tbe bill provides that all
water in lakes, ponds or streams is
the property of tbe State. The
right to the use of water may be
acquired by appropriation during
the pleasure of the State, but gives
au absolute right to appropriator as
against all others. Itdeclares water
under actual appropriation to be
the property of tbe party appropri-
ating it.

The bill reported from tho Senate
having passed that body for the re-
lief of sufferers by the late storm
and Hood, the House resolved itself
Into a Committee ofthe Whole, the
Speaker in the chair, for considera-
tion of the bill.

Tbe House rose as a Committee
of the Whole and reported the bill
favorably. The bill was immedi-
ately passed under suspension of
tbe rules.

(,'ooley introduced, out of order,
by leave, a bill providing for the
payment of salaries, fees, debts,
and liabilities in any lawful money
of the United States, whether gold,
silver or legal tender paper. To
the Committee ou Ways aud
Means.

that tribute is already pledged us
security for the Interest on the
Turkish bonds of 1854-55 uud 71.
Tbe first of these was raised to
carry on the Crimean war. The
second is guaranteed hy England
and France. All are largely held
inEngland hy thu terms of the
agreement between Turkey and the
British Govornruent and the bond-
holders. Egypt now pays the trib-
ute directly to the Bank of Eng-
land.

Alfulre lv Urevce.

Athens, Feb. 28th.?Till Greeks
have based great hopes on the in-
surrections iv Thessaly, Epirusand
Crete. The feeling is gaining
ground that rather than submit to
the consequences which must fol-
low from the Kusso-Tiirkish peace
conditions as now understood,
Greece should assart rights of Hel-
lenism even by sending an army
across the frontier again. A large
force ofGreek insurgents has land-
ed on tho Albanian coast and is
marching inward.

Knalern AITnltN.
Bucharest, Feb. 26th. ? The

railway administration of Jassy
lias been ordered to suspend goods
trafllc, so that the passage of Rus-
sian troops shall not be impeded.

London, Feb. 20th. ?A dispatch
from Pera says that the Russian
officers and soldiers are forbidden
to enter Constantinople, without
special permission from Russian
headquarters, under penalty of
death. The barracks just outside
of Constantinople are being pre-
pared for the Russian sick.

Peka, Feb. 26th.?The Russians
are still endeavoring to secure per-
mission for their troops to enter the
city, but the Porte refuses. The
terms of peace still include a de-
mand for tbe Turkish vessels.

Bucharest, Feb. 26tb.?In the

tion demaiiu..
ment ask the guaranteeing powers
to recognize toe Independence of
Koumania; solicit tbe admission of
tho Roumanian representative at
the conference; refuse to negotiato
with Kussia for the exchange of
territory; reject nil the stipulations
between Kussia and Turkey con-
cluded without K'Hiniania's partic-
ipation, and Ihe recall of the Rou-
manian army from the right bank
oftlie Danube. This Stourdza is
not the Prince Stourda mentioned
in last night's dispatches.
