Deed to Temple Block

The Messrs. Newmark yesterday
received title to tho famous
Temple Block, which they pur-
chased, some time ago, at judicial
sale, for upwards of $131,000. This
is probably the largest real estate
transaction which has taken place
in Los Angeles since the Messrs.
Newmark sold their Santa Anita
ranch to Mr. E. J. Baldwin.
The Messrs. Newmark propose
making quilea number of improve-
ments in their new property.
When these shall be completed,
considering the central location of
the block, this ought to be one of
the most productive pieces of real
estate in California. This sale, the
purchaßO by Senator Jones of his
two-thirds interest in the fan
Vicente ranch and tho purchase by
Mr. Baldwin of the Santa Anita
ranch, are probably the three
heaviest real estate transactions
which havo ever been chronicled of
Los Angeles county.

Theft and Attempted Outrage.

The Express of yesterday pub-
lished tho following particulars of
a theft and attempted outrage per-
petrated in San Fernando Valley
on Monday last:

Mr. John Morris, who has a farm
in San Fernando valley, about
twelve miles Irom 1lie city, and
near Dr. Olivet's farm, cumo Into
town to-day to swear out a warrant
against a Mexican who has infest-
ed that neighborhood and com-
mitted a number of gros* out-
rages. Ou Monday he rode up to
the house, during the absence of
Mr. Morris, and getting off his
horse asked for a drink of water.
That was furnished him, when he
begged for bread, which was also
supplied. He hung around
the housu for a longer time than
his mission would justify, and Mrs.
Morris finally shut and bolted the
door on him. After a while, the
wont to tho window, and saw the
man mount and leave, but just at
that time her husband was coming
toward the house, and this proba-
bly caused him to decamp. The
next day, Tuesday, Mr. Morris
came to the city, aud the fellow
must have been concealed some
where near the house, for just as
soon as the husband was gone 1 ?
