THE MORE MURDER.

A Brother of the Murdered Man in Towa—
Peculiar Forensic Practic:s.

Wo received a call yesterday
from Mr. Alexander P. More, a
brother of T. Wallace More, who
was murdered, about o year ago, by
the gang lately arraigned in Ven-
tura county. Mr, More (ells us
that he and his two brothers have
been indefatigable in hunting
down the murderers of their
brother. They have put their time
and money into the work., He re-

gards it as a hardship that this
course is absolutely en-
forced upon the private eiti-

zen if he desires to have justice
done, and he aseribies it to the ex-
istence of the detective sysiem,
Mr, More thinks that the detective
feature of the administration of
justice acts as a ¢clog upon its ordi-
nary machinery, paralyzing the
regular officers. Everything is
allowed to rest until a handsome
reward is offered, when the detecs
tives show signs of revival and get
to work, As the result of his own
personal experience, Mr. More pro-
fesses to have but a very limited
belief in the efliciency of the ordi-
nary detective.

A short time after the murder,
Mr. More waited upon Gov. Iiwin
and endeavored to persuade him to
offer suitable rewards for the ap-
prehension of the murderers of his
brother. He represented that the
deceased wase the heaviest tax
payer in the county in which the
deed was committed, that his
money was locked upin the State
and county treasuries, and that the
State and county ehould bear the
expense of bringing the malefac-
tors to justice. The Governor re-
plied that the sum available for
such a purpose was very limited,
but finally consented to offer a re-
ward of $500 for the discovery of
the first and $300 for the apprehen-
sion of each subsequent murderer.

With regard to the statements and
counter-statemeuts which. had ap-
peared ia the HERALD concerning
the Messrs, Hines & Brooks, the
attorneys for the defendants, Mr,
More made a statement which he
claims ean ba substautiated by iu-
controvertible facts, About a year
ago he procured the arrest of Me-
Cart, who, he was then satisfied,
was one of the murderers of his
brother., Mr. Hines, he alleges,
appeared as the attorney for Me-
Cart, A short time ago, so Mr.
More says, he engaged the firm of
Hines & Brooks to assist the State
in the prosecution of the parties
now under arrest. o says he ac-
cepted Mr. Hines's terms, that gen-
tleman stipulating that he should
not be expected to prosecute Me-
Cart, whom he had previously de-
fended. He claims to have had
daily conoferetices with Mr. Hines
up to the very day before thear-
rests, His surprise was extreme to
find, on the morning of the ar-
raignment of the prisoners, that
the firm of Hives & Brooks ap-
peared for the defence.  Mr. More
suys he has made a statemeunt for
the action of the Court whieh, he
thinks, will lead to Lheir disbar-
ment. :

Having admitted previous state-
ments of this case to our columns,
we deem it only fair (hat Mr.
More’s side of the story should be
accorded a hearing.

The
storekeeper was called in and veri-
fled that part of the story relating
to the purchase of the wine—cham-
pague, elaret and other varieties,
some thirty bottles in all. The
giris were made to refund the eash,
und Morgan, taking up his wine,
departed highly delighted at hav-
ing recovered at least a portion of
his money. Moral—Strangers
should be very eareful as to where
they drink wine.

be the Goddess of Liberty., On the
cirelet which holds the bays which
surmount her brow is inseribed the
word “Liberty.” This side of the
coin is completed by the legend
which “Old Hickory” was so fond
of repeating, *Z Pluribus Unum,”’
a half cirele of stars aud *“'1878."
The Latin legend is put ou thoe coin
very bunglingly, vot lining prop-
erly. Auy printer in the United
States, if he were inspecting a job,
would pronounce this poriion of the
coin the work of a “shoemaker,”
aund if a job so aligned were, by ac-
eident, issued from the HERALD
STEAM PRINTING Llouse, we would
have the wotk reealled, canceled
and done over again. On the re-
verse side of the eoin, in a circlet,
are the words “Uuited Slates ot
Ameriea,”” enrresponding to the old
silver doilar.  T'ue eagle 13 very
wuch inferior to that of the old sil-
ver dollar, It 1s fearfuliy and won-
derfully made, and would be a
great deal more of & suecess as the
efligy of a buzzard than as that of
the bird of freedom,  Immediately
above this mishapen bird is the
motto *“I'n God we P'rust,”” and be-
low the woids *“Oue Dollar,”
spelled ont in full, instead of, as in
the oid doliar, the ubbreviature
“‘One Dol.”

the female face on the new
coin is the human couutenance
with a sectioa of the neck only. It
is a volupluous looking effizy and
would do homnor to one of the de-
partments of the drgonaut. There
is a decided squareness of jaw about
the Goddess which might lead to
oceasional family jars were she in-
troduced to (ke domestic circle.
She reminds us more of the woman

A provision that a party may at
the end of 90 days after an event
employ powels, which, except for
the provision he could employ im-
mediately on the happening of the
event, means nothing, unless it
means that he shall not employ
them during the 90 days.

The present action was com:
menced less than 90 days after the
default of defendant Jones. The
plaintiff’ has obtained a decree re-
storing him to the possession of the
land, and forfeiting to himthe pay-
ments already made by the said
defendant. Both these are conse-
quences which the agreement pro-
vides shall only follow u failure to
pay for 90 days after a payment
shall become due.
