The following decisions in Los
Angeles cases have been rendered
hy the Supreme Court, sitting at
Sacramento:

Sanchez vs Temple— Judgment
and order affirmed.

Beaudry vs. Los Angeles—Judg-
ment affirmed. Wallace, C. J., did
not express an opinion in the case,

Cruz vs Martinez—Ordered to be
placed upon the ecalendar for the
October term, 1878, for reargument,

Johunson vs, Heliman—Ordered
to be placed upon the calendar for
the October term, 1878, for reargu-
ment,

Wanzer vs., Somers—Wa shall
assume that the acts of defendant
looking toward the acquisition of
title prior to June 12, 1868, when
his application was filed in the Sur-
veyor General’s office, are not to be
considered as in any way strength-
ening his claim,

But that application, however
defective, was mude valid and ef-
fectual by the curative statute of
March 24, 1870. The plaintiff’s ap-
plication was not filed until after
the last named date, When there-
fore the defendant made application
there were not ‘‘two or more ap-
plicants for the purchase of the
same land or conflicts between
claimants.”

The defendant is therefore enti-
tled to purchase the land from the
State.

of 25 cents per hour, the same to be
deducted from his time.

See. 13 provides that any person
or persons obstructing the water or
otherwise injuring the ditches or
other property of the district, shall,
upon convietion, be deemed guilty
of misdemeanor and be fined not
less thap $50 nor more than $500,
or imprisonment in the county jail
for not more than 90 days, or by
both fine and imprisonment, at the
diseretion of the Court, and upon
failure to pay the fine the defend-
ant shall be committed to the
county jail uuntil the five is liqui-
dated at the rate of one dollar per
day.
See. 14. This act shall not be so
eonstrued as to deprive any person
of a vested right of property.

Bec. 15 makes the district liable
for any damage by overflow from
the breaking of any diteh, ete.

Sze. 16 gives the Board power to
levy a tax not to exceed 10 ceuts
per acre per yearon lands irrigated,

See. 17 provides for the filling of
vacancivs,

Sections 18, 19, 20 aund 21 relate to
the compeunsation of members and
officers of the Board.

Beec. 22 provides stationery, ete.,
for the use of the Board.

Sec. 23. The irrigators of any
other township or district within
the county of Lios Angeles desiring
to avail themselves of the provis-
ions of this act, may, by petition to
the Board of Supervisors, signed by
a majority of the irrigators of the
said township ordistrict, be, by an
order of the said Board of Super-
visors, spread upon the minutes of
said Board, declare the said town-
ship or district to be an irrigating
district, and shall appoint three
persons to act as Commissioners
and one Overscer, as is required in
section three of this act. And said
Board of Commissioners and Over-
seer shall qualify and in all re-
spects be governed and controlled
as in this act provided, and any
and al! water districts formed un-
der this section shall be governed
and controlled in all respeets, re-
celve all the benefits and be amen-
able to all the penalties of this act.
See. 25. This act shall take ef

fect from and after its passage.
