We are sometimes tempted to
ask bow it willbe in Lis Angeles
wben we have tbe State of South
California and home industry shall
have taken root. First: The cap-
ital of South California will be in
Lot AngeTe9. Our city will be the
geographical center of the New
State,and as we have four times the
population of any other place in
Southern California, of course,
tbe oapltal will be located in ths
geographical and populous center.
We shall build a stately State Cap-

itol, and we shall plant tbe grounds
with oranges and lemons, limes
and pomegranates, bananas and
pineapples, for experience has
proved that both of these last grow
perfectly here?grow quite as well
as the distinctively semi-tropical
fruits. Just out of mere vanity,

and to show how lush and vigorous
?11 forme of floral growths are in
Los Angeles, we shall train helio-
tropes up to the turret ofthe Capi-
tol building, and this plant, ofsuch
gigantic growth, a thing peculiar
to Los Angeles, and in full bloom
in mid-winter, will proclaim bow
generous and even prodigal is the
land in which we live?a Bort of
mid-May climate and productive-
ness in all seasons of the year.

With Los Augeles as the Capital of
a semi-tropical State, with a legis-
lature convened here which willbe
mainly interested in giving atteu-
tion to pomologioal and agricul-
tural questions, Southern Califor-
nia will soon be recognized as a

sort ofsemi-tropical Arcadia.
By the time we can accomplish

the new State, the industrial ques-
tion will have had results. Itis
yet debatable whether the coal-
bads back of Santa Monica aud in
tbe Santiago cafion will not supply
ua with the fuel needed for manu-
facture!. But, whether they do or

no, tha coal beds of Washington
Territory, British Columbia and
Australia aro just as accessible to
ua as they are to dan Fraucisco.
We are prepared to compete with
Eastern manufacturers becauie the
distance Is of itself an immense
premium, compensating over and
over again for the disadvantage of
expensive fuel.

This being the case, what cau
we manufacture? Iv the first
place, we have, ou the very bor-
ders of Los Augeles couuty?at
Temescal?an extensive deposit of
tia. Arizona is fullofcopper. Tbe
Northern Mexican State of Lower
California, accessible readily by
water, is full of iron and copper.
We have the crude metal* iv abun-
dance, within easy reach. We
may, therefore, expect to see au
occasional smoke-stack peeriug
from our orange groves and vine-
yards, emitting an amount of
healthy carbon which will rein-

force the matchless efficacy of our
ordinary climate iv nil pulmonary
diseases.

A second element of our manu-
facturing resources, which we cer-
tainly will develop, ami which
ought to he developed, is Hi* tau-
uing of hides and the correlative
industry of shoe making. There
are prosperous cities iv Massachu-
setts which depeud altogether ou
this industry. They have uo such
advantages as we have. When wt

tbiuk of the incredible number of
hides which have been shipped
from Los Angeles county in the
last forty years, and reflect that no
Angeh fi > has ever tanned one of
them, we yielf to a feeling of pro-
found surprise. It is simply in-
credible that, year after year, we
ahouid have parted with all these
bides without making a shoe. We
shall get over this idiotcy in tbe
next decade, and (he eh incut which
baa built up Lynn will contribute
to our growth. The pasture ranges
of Southern Califjrnia aud Ari-
zona are simply illimitable; and,
in the "Sweet by and by," Los An-
geles will manufacture the hides
of the animals which eat our uu-
tricious grassee.

But cue branch of manufacture!
is ours by prescription. We have
the water power to manufacture
woolen fabrics to great advantage.
All that is needed is the skilled
aupervision, which wo will surely
not long lack. ,We shall get over
tha lunacy of shipping our wools
to New York and Boston, a dis-
tance, via Panama, nf over five
thousand miles, to have them re-
turned, a similar distance, to be
aold in our own markets.

We shall profit largely by the'
capacity ofthis county to produce
fruits of both the temperate and
aaml-tropical zones. Fruit grow-
ing in Los Angeles county is al-
ready attaining colossal pro| or-
tions. We shall always And a
ready and lucrati tv market for our
oranges and limes on the tree, if
W« are too lazy to pick them, and
the Alden Fruit Drying Works af-
fords us an easy und profitable re-
source for the products ol our vine-
yards and for fruits of the temper-
ate zone.

Wine and brandy making in Los
Angeles couuty is al ready a consid-
erable intereat. It certainly
amounts now to nearly half a mil-

lion dollars a year. ItIs destined
to become absolutely colossal. The
Los Angeles vineyards frequently
yield seven tons of grapes to the
?ore. We have found that, by
discarding the old Mission grape?

the finest table grape in the world
?and adopting such grapes as the
"Blue Elbe," we can make wines
up to the standard of the light
Rhenish wiue9. The experiments
ef Mr. L. J. Rose aud others have
demonstrated this fact. Tlie three
year old Hock of Mr. Rose, made
from tho "Blue Elbe" grape, is a
very superior wine indeed. It

"needs no bush," an I we praise it
because we are taking a bird's eye
glance at the future. With our

limitless spread of lands adapted
to vineyard, thero is no reason why
we should uot, within tho next two
decades, with the experiences al-
ready gained, make tens of mil-
lions ofdollars worth of wines and
brandies yearly.

We have uot yet glanced at what
ought to result from our alfalfa,
barley aud corn fields. We can
feed ten times as many cows from
our alfalfa fields iv Los Angeles
county a 9the Eastern cheese aud
butter makers can from their clover
and timothy ranges. Why should
not Los Angeles be the champion
cheese and butter maker of the
American continent? We can
raise twice as much barley
and corn (a moderate estimate) as
they can in New York, Kentucky
and Pennsylvania, and why should
we not make whisky, beer and
ales, ad libitum, with our hop fields
at hand for the latter industries?

Los Augsles is to-day iv au

amorphous coudilion. All itneeds
is to orgauiza its industries and vi-
talize its agricultural anil pomolog-
lcal interests to become the
wealthiest spot ou (lie American
continent.

Wrc deu't often feel inclined to
gush. ''Gush," without the re-
atraiuts of acontaiued and educated
taste, is bosh and bathos. But we

feel it in our bones that Los Auge-
les couuty is to day entering upon
an onward and upward career. We
are perfectly aware that, just now,
we are experiencing rather the
drawbacks of the past yeir of
drouth than the benefits of
the present year of plenty.
But every passing month,
from vow on, will register the
transition from bail to good. We
have demonstrated the fact, by our
production, that Los Angeles
county, in a year of drouth, is tke
moit self-reliant district in Califor-
nia. We have so much irrigated
land, so much hind capable of irri-
gation, so much moist laud, which
dou't ueed irrigation, that, on the
premises that we should have
continual years of drouth, this
county would rapidly become
the wealthiest in the State.
But it is pleasant to know
that we have only one year
of drouth In aeveu; ami that, iv
the other years, every mesa and
hillside blooms with crops of spon-
taneous grasses heavier than the
mint careful cultivation will in-
sure iv the East. We have to-day
thirty-six thousand people in Los
Angeles couuty. We Deed, to in-
sure anything like an adequate de-
velopment of our possibilities, two
huudred thousand people. It is an
agreeable thing to know that the
two hundred thousand will surely
came, aud that the next six or
seven years will be year.) of unpre-
cedented activity nnd develop-
ment. In those years to come we
shall make tremendous advances.
A feeling of this kind is far more
agreeable than the heavy oppres-
sion which rests on a finished
community.

London, April 27th.?There is
uo material change iv the war sit-
uation tills week. The gains of di-
plomatic chess still proceeds with-
out definite result. Meanwhile
Russia hoids on to all bar territo-
rial gains, though ready to yield
much when it will insure peace.
England continues to occupy her
position of diplomatic isolatiou.
Her hopes to secure an Austriau
alliance have failed as everybody
vow admits, aud your correspondent
predicted. Austria cannot afford
the responsibility of war and has
nothiug to gain by it which she
cannot obtain at less expense by
non-intervention between Eng-
land and Russia, until hostile
blows are actively exchanged,
when she can extort from the Czar
her owu terms. All the powers are
becoming tired of suspense and dis-
trust, which is uearly as damaging
as war itself. They be-
lieve England is temporizing
and shuflling to wear out
Russia's financial powor of reslst-
rnce. This hope is sustained by the
failure of the efforts to place an-
other Russian loau recently made
in Berlin. The popular impulse for
war lias somewhat abated here and
the tone of the pressisless belliger-
ent. Thers's a strong feeling that
tho British ministry is too purely
technical in its objections to Rus-
sia's proposals ou the continent.
This eentiment amounts to a sense
ofresentment and England is los-
ing her moral power accordingly.
Ifsho persists in war now she will
be ascompletcly withoutsympathy
as allies, while it is difficult to see
how she can honorably retire from
her injudicious committals to war.
Calm thinkers still believe she will
find her road to peace through Bis-
marck's aid. The only serious
counter view is based ou tho Brit-
ish theory that Iter Issue with Rus-
sia can only be postponed at best
and that she had better fight now
while Bussia is comparatively
crippled and exhausted.
