WasHINGTON, May 7th.—A bill
to alter and amend the laws rela-
tive to the filing of reports of the
Pacific railroad companies and for
other purposes was introduced to-
day in the Senate by Thurman. It
repeals section 20 of the Pacific
railroad act of June 25, 1868, and
establishes the office of Auditor of
Pacific Railroads as one of the Bu-
reaus of the [nterior Department,
with a book-keeper, assistant
book-keeper, clerk and copyist.
The bill provides that the Auditor
shall prescribe a system of accounts
and that any Pacific railroad com-
pany having received aid from
government that neglects or refuses
to furnish the accounts required
by the Auditor shall forfeit for
each offense $5,000 and a continu-
ance of six months or more of such
neglect or refusal shall work the
forfeiture of all the rights and priv-
ileges granted to the company by
the United States,
