
A Secure Position.

For quite twoyears Los Angeles
city and county have beeu in what
may fairly be called almost a com-
atose condition. Four years ago a

great movement was witnessed
hare. It was suddenly discovered
that, in a superficial area which
embraces upwards of three mil-
lions two hundred thousand acres,
were included at least eight hun-
dred thousand acres of the finest
garden lands on the footstool. It
was supposed, prior to that time,
tbat there were a few scattered
orange groves and vineyards in this
county, and that countless herds
of cattle and horses and nocks of
sheep depastured our rich, sponta-
neous grasses. We were looked
upon principally as a "cow" coun-
ty, although our oranges and
grapes and occasional invoices of
wines compelled recognition.

Four years ago the true facts
About Los Angelas couuty came to
be generally known; and, as we
have aaid, the old, non-progressive,
sleepy characteristics ot this town
and county disappeared as if by
magic. The revolution was thorough
andcomplete. Every form of trans-
portation was taxed to bring people
here. The accommodations of our
hotels were insufficient for the
thronging thousands. Peopls
alept In tbe dining cabins of the
steamers and on beds made up in
the parlors,of the hotels. The ut-
most energies of our builders were
taxed to put up houses fast enough
for the enormous immigration.
The vote of Lis Angeles county
tjttjnbled in three years. Such
baautiful ami prosperous settle-
ments as the Indiana Colony,
Westminster, Santa Ana, aud a
dozen others, sprang up, as though
in response to the wave of a magi-
cian's wand. This process went
on for two years. It was a too
rapid aud over stimulated growth.
The couuty really needed a breath-
ing space, aud it may be doubted
whether the disasters which super-
vened were unmixed evils.

The suspension of tlie Temple &
Workman Bank, the small-pox
aud the drouth of last year, came
In quick succession to gi

»'* m the
needed pause. Had the old style
of thing continued, values would
have beeu expanded to impractica-
ble figures, ami we should all have
lost our heads.

As the case stands to-Jay, we
have encountered our drawbacks
aud are now independent ot them.
Lightning is said never to strike
twice in the same place, and the
\u25a0mail-pox and the drouth will be
years in troubling us agaiu. A
drouth ivseven years is tho usual
allotment of Los Angeles county.
By the time the next dry season
comes round we shall he independ-
ent of the rainfall through the per-
fection to which we shall have
brought our system of irrigation.
Small-pox visits Bos Angeles once
lv ten or eleven years; and, long

\u25a0before the recurrence of the period
ofits regular visitation we shall
have so modified our sauittry con-
ditions aud vaccination will have
become so universal that we shall
be able to bid defiance to the

courge.
Los Angeles is specially attract-

ive to intelligent investors because
our probation of two years has de-
pressed the value of real estate to
\u25a0uch v degree that money put iv
laud now is certain to increase
handsomely. Itis the same with
city property.

In addition to encountering the
positive drawbacks which we have
enumerated, we havo also hud to
adjust ourselves to the changed
conditions of trade and travel
brought about by the opening of
railway communication between
Los Augeles and San Francisco.
Our case has not proved to be an
exception to the rule that the first
effects ofcompleted railways do not
realize the sanguino expectations
uf the people affected. Sau Fran-
cisco went through that experience
before us. We are already nearly
through the ordeal, aud wo may
reasonably hope fur benellcial ef-
fects from tho extension of a rail-
\u25a0 Way system which ramifies
through the length aud breadth of
Los Angeles county to New York
and all the Eastern interior cities,
ou the one hand, and to Yuma on
the other.

Tuj city and couuty of Los An-
geles are certain to benefit largely
by the extension of railway com-
Inunicution through Arizona and
New Mexico to the Hio Grande,
and thence by the Denver aud Rio
Grande and the Texas Pacific Rail-
Ways to the Mississippi valley and
the Eu»t. Whoever builds the road,
there will lie a couuectiou between
this couuty ami the Klo Uiaude iv
live years, at the lutest, and prob-
ably iv three. The partizans of
tbe Texas Pacilic liailtfay were
never co confident of tho success of
tbe Scott subsidy as now. We
have often heretofore staled that
We do not share that confi-
dence, but we are not tuad enough

I to sat ourselves up a- infallible.
1 Scott may get his guarantee; aud,
| Ifhe does, wo regard it as highly

probable that the Texas Pacific
Railway would immediately be-
come the possessor ofthe Southern
Pacific, building a branch to San
Diego. That is the worst phase
the case can take for us. If Scott
fails, Congress will probably see
the Justice ofallowing any one who
has the ability and inclination to
build the road to build it. The
line below the snow-belt is a fixed
fact, iv any event. And that means
that our wines will find a quick,
cheap and expeditious transporta-
tion to the countless multitudes of
the Mississippi valley. Our or-

anges will also reach there at a

time when no other orange is ripe,
thus securing a monopoly <f the
market, and guaranteeing a de-

mand for all the oranges that can
bo raised in the ample Los Angeles

valley. The impetus which will
bo given to our vignerons and or-

ange growers hy such a state of
things cannot well he exagger-
ated.
It la almost bewildering w hen

one reflect* upou the prodigality
of the resources of Los Angeles

couuty. We have the com, wine
and oil which havo been the sta-
ples of commerce since lite earliest
recorded times. From the whisky
of the Monongahela valley
and Bourbon county, Ken-
tucky, to the wines and bran-
dies of France and Germany; from
wheat, potatoes, oats, barley and
corn to the pineapple, banana, or-

ange, lemon, lime, pomegranate,
the apple aud other homely fruits,
wo are perfectly at home, producing
all. Hops, tobacco aud cotton are

equally products of our soil with
the olive aud the grape. All the
fruits, cereals and vegetables of the
temperate and semi-tropical climes,
aud most of those of the tropical
zones, will grow abundantly in Los
Angeles. Theso facts are certain to

start again this Fall not the hectic
and unhealthy Immigration of
three years ago, during which
many persons came to this couuty
who should not have come, hut a
sustained und intelligent influxof
useful citizens, who Will be a bene-
fit both to themselves and the
\u25a0tot ion.

Relief or H*Sllen-Tbe Aims < num.

Washington, May 13. ?In tho
Senate to-day Sargent called up
tho bill for the relief of certain set-
tlers ou public lauds and to provide
for the repayment of certain fees
and commissions paid on void eu-
tries of public land9. Allamend-
ments of tha committee were agreed
to and the bill was passed without
discussion. It provide* that in
cases where proof shall be made
that innocent parties have paid fees
and commissions and the excess
payments required upon location
of claims under the act of March
3d, 1573, to euable honorably dis-
charged soldiers and sailors, their
widows and children to obtain
homesteads on the public lands,
which said claims were after such
locatiou found to he fraudulent and
void, the Secretary of the Interior
shall repay the money to such in-
nocent partis*.

The second sectiou of tbo bill
provides that in all easel where
homestead or timber culture entries
or other entiies ou public lands
have heretofore or shall hereafter
be cancelled for conflict, or where
the entry lias been erroneously al-
lowed and cannot be confirmed,
Ihe fees and commissions and ex-
cesses paid shall be returned upon
the surrender of tlie duplicate re-
ceipt.

Senator Thu-rtuan to day, from
the Committee ou Private Land
Claim?, reported favorably on the
bill allowing the legal representa-
tives of Jose Apis and Pablo Apis,
or either of them, to file their
claims to tho tract known as La
Cella Rauclio, ivCalifornia, before
the United States District Court of
that State, and givinsr said Court
jurisdiction in regard to the claim.
No lauds shall be confirmed to said
claimants to which there aro valid
claims existing under the pre-emp-
tion, homestead or other laws, nor
shall any decree of confirmation
effect any valid adverse right of
any persou or give the confirmees
any claim agaiust the United States
for compensation for any land such
confirmees may lose by reason of
pre-emption or homestead claims
or adverse right, and that DO decree
shall be rendered for more than
two squire leagues.

Washington, May 13.?1n the
House to-day Potter, as a question
of privilege,presented tha following
preamble and resolution:

Whereas, Tbe State of Maryland
has by its legislature formally de-
clared that due effect was not giv-
en to the electoral vote cast by that
State on the Oth day of November,
1876, by reason of fraudulent re-
turns in the electors! votes from
the Slates ofFlorida aud Louisiana,
and

Whereas, An ullldavit by Sam-
uel B. McLin, chairman of Ihe
Board ofState Canvassers of tlie
State Florida, for tlie election held
In that State in November 1876, for
electors for President and Vice
President bus beeu made public
alleging false and fraudulent re-
turns of votes for such election in
that State whereby the choice ol
the people of that Slate was an-
nulled and reversed and that the
action of the Board of State Can-
vassers makiug such returns was
influenced by the conduct and
promise of the Hon. Edward T.
Noyes, now minister to the Gov-
ernment ofFrance; and

Whereas, Itis alleged that a con-
spiracy existed iv the State of
Louisiana whereby the Republi-
can vote iv all the precincts of the
parish of East Feliciana and in
some precincts of West Feliciana
at the general election iv Novem-
ber, lS7o,was purposely withheld to
afford a pretext for the exclusion
by the Board of that State of the
vote cast iv these precincts for
electors for President and Vice
President; and that Jos. E. Ander-
son, Supervisor of Registration In
East Feliucia, and D. A. Weber,
Supervisor of Registration In the
Palish of West Feliciana, iv that
State, In furtherance of that con-
spiracy, falsely protested that such
electiou iv such preciucts had not
been fair aud free, and tbat the
State returning Board there-
upon falsely and fraudu-
lently excluded tlie votes
of said precincts, and by means
thereof and of other false anil fraud-
ulent action by said Returning
Board, the choice of Hie people of
that. State was annulled and re-
versed, and that such action of said
Weber and Anderson was induced
or encouraged hy the assurances of
Hon. John Sherman, Secretary ot
the Treasury of the Uuited States;
aud whereas the gravity of these
charges, the nature of the evidei.ee
upou which they are reported to be
based and tlie official dignity and
position of tho persons named in
connection with said frauds, make
it proper that the same should be
inquired into, to the end that tbe
honor of the country may be vin-
dicated anil tbe truth as to such
eleotions made known.

Tlie preamble and resolutions
having been read, Conger said they
did not present a question of privi-
lege aud thut the powers proposed iv
the resolution could not begiveu by
a mere majority vote, but would
require a suspension of the rules.

Speaker?A memorial is a peti-
tion and is provided for iv the con-
stitution wherein it is stated that
Congress shall make no law abridg-
ing the right of tho people lo peti-
tion tlie government lor redress of
grievances.

Conger appealed from the decis-
ion ofthe Cliai r.

By a vote of 128 yeas to 108 nays
tlie appeal was laid on the table.
The vote was a party one with the
exception of Mitchell, Butler
(Mass.), and Fort, who voted with
the Democrats, and Mills and
Buekncr, who voted with the Re-
publicans.

European Cable News.

London, May 13.?Special Con-
stantinople telegrams state that iv
consequence of tlie peremptory de-
mand of Qen. Todleben for tlie sur-
render of tlie fortifications, accom-
panied by a throat to acoupy Con-
stantinople, tho Cabinet Council
have decided to evacuate all their
fortresses, Shumla first then Varna
and lastly Batoura. The decision
was taken rather suddenly upon
the report of Osman Pasha that the
Turkish army was not in a condi-
tion to resist the occupation ofCon-
stantinople,

A Times corresponded at Vienna
telegraphs that all news tends to
show that the Mohamedan insur-
rection is spreading more and more
westward.

St. Petersburg, May 13.?The
Official Messenger publishes a proc-
lamation calling for subscriptions

for tbe organization or a volunteer
ilcet lv order (o defend tbe just
cause, in case the adversary of Rus-
sia Mhould provoke war. The Czar-
ovitch will receive subscriptions in
St. Petersburg.

Pera, May I3th.?lt is not
known whether tbe decision of tbe
Cabinet in regard to the fortresses
has been officially communicated
to the Russians except as regards
Sbumla, but no actlou has been
taken upon that decision. A Rus-
sian otlicer says tbat even if the
Turks surrender tlie fortresses,
their troop* will only retire from
before Constantinople when the
British fleet retires. Ttie arrival
of cavalry aud infautry reinforce-
ments at Sau Stefuno has revived
the uneasiness and apprehension of
a coup de main.
