Gentral Shie'.dl Furmahas Interesting Data
about Dairy Farming - Immense Eetarua
from Alfalfa?Our Conpton Cheeae factory

?Tho Actualities and Possibilities of this
Industry Is Los Angeles County?Downey
Pigs and Money Circulation.

We take tbe following from a
Very interesting letter in the Rural
Prett, written by Goueral J. H.
Shields, ofthis county:

ALFALFA AND CHEESE.
Sixty days ago Messrs. Bullish

Walker started the pioneer co-op-
erative cheese factory of Los Au-
geles county, and, for aught Iknow
to tbe contrary, of Southern Cal-
ifornia. Tbe factory is situated on
tbe Wilmington railroad, near
Florence. Cheese-making com-
menced about tbe middle of Feb-
ruary. Success accrued to tbe In-
augural trial. The outcome was
a superior merchantable cbeese.
Failure is tbe rule of first trials at
untried places, however sufficient
seemingly may have been tbe ex-
perience and success of tbe opera-
tor elsewhere to warrant tbe con-
clusion before the fact, that tbe
coyest secret of sucoess could not
hide away in strange feed and un-
familiar meteorology. A daily
production of about 150 pounds of
cbeese has been going ou now for
about two months. In all that
time and quantity only one batch
ofourd has been spoiled.

An aggressive jet of artesian wa-
ter is deliverable eight feet above
the floor, into every room of the
factory. This artesian fountain
maintains a uniform, perennial
temperature of 62 deg. Fab. Tbis
guarantees uniform, perennial, suc-
cessful cheese-making.

Germain ft Co., of Los Angeles,
buy the entire cheese product of
tbe Bullis & Walker factory, at tbe
San Francisco price of first-class
California cheese. There is room
for the extension of the manufac-
tare.

Bullis & Walker lay great store
by tbeir facilities to produce new
grass cbeese all through the Win-
ter. San Francisco always bids
high for such cheese. So does New
York and London. They also lay
great store by tbeir facilities to run
tbeir factory without interruption
through all such years as 1877. Six
acres of the 400-acre tract upon
which the factory stands, was sown
to alfalfa in 1876. Ou portions of
the six acres the stand was only
partial, and yet the yield was eight
tons per acre for a single mowing.
There is reason to believe that a
perfect stand on the whole six acres
would have given twelve tons per
acre. This was without irrigation.
And last year was one oftbe great-
est drouth for thirty years. Only one
crop was mown last year, the oth-
ers being pastured. But this one
crop from the six acres weighed
eight tons dry. Ifa good stand had
been on the three acres
instead of half a stand
tbe single mowing dry would
have weighed iv tbe same propor-
tion, 12 tons, or 108 tous of dry hay.
or its equivalent as the amount of
the nine annual crops of six acres.
Judge Gray, ou the San Gabriel
river, on about the same number
ofacres, obtaiuetl, in 1877, a yield
about equivalent to the last men-
tioned sum total.

YIELDOF ALFALFA FIELDS.
Mr. Caldwell, less than a mile

from tbe cheese factory, sowed al-
falfa seed iv February, 1877, the
last year of drouth, and before De-
cember Bth of the same year had
cut live crops, averaging two tons
per acre per mewing. A sixth
crop on the Sth of December was
two weeks advanced in growth from
the last mowing and was mown
about three weeks thereafter, yield-
ing fully up to the average of the
five preceding crops. All this Cald-
well crop, be it uoteil, was a sowing
in 1877 aud mowing in 1877, the
self-same year of almost unprece-
dented drouth.

Near tho Caldwell place, ou Ibe
Sun Gabriel river ranch, I weighed
dry the June, 1577, mowing one
quarter of an acre of a fifty-acre
alfalfa field. It weighed 1,000
pounds, or at the rate of two lons
per acre. This was above an aver-
age quarter acre. The field was
mown seven limes aud yielded two
crops not mown. The field was
irrigated oue lime only inall the
year 1877, tbe year of tbe drouth.

FIGURES ON FIELDS.
Tim fijuare mile in allalfa around

tlie factory of Bullis <fc Walker, be-
fore mentioned, will maintain 640
cows, Hint will average three gal-
lons of milk per day for eight
month!) Id the year. Bullis &
Walker are paying their neighbors
nine cents per gallon for milk, so
GiO acres of land, 040 caws, three
gallons of milk per cow per day,
1020 gallons per day at vine cents
per gallon, $172.80 income per day
oft' one square mile; $5,184 per
month; $41,472 per eight months
pgrtquare mile.

80, again, 1920 gallons of milk
per day, eight pounds per gallon,
10 pounds of milk making one
pound of cheese, at 15 cents per
pountl, gives S23operday; $B 90il
per month; $55,200 per eight
mouths for the square mile aretind
Bullis & Walker's cheese faatory.
In tbis estimate calves ure not
counted, hogs fed on the refuse ure
not counted.

These results are different from
those deduced elsewhere, because I
thought well of using lower aver-
ages for the whole alfalfa area, with
which, of course, I cuunot be as
familiar as with the square mile
around tho factory of Bullis &
Walker.

CULTIVATION OF ALFALFA.
A perfect stand of alfalfa may be

obtained on the tliree acres referred
to, aud generally, when the first
efforts fall, by replanting. This is
oue mode ofreplating altalfa: turn
under wllh single sulky-plow, four
horses, aud plow eight inches deep.
At this depth the harrow will not
pull up the alfalfa roots or the pre-
vious planting, ail of which will
sprout, come up nud grow with the
replanted crop. I have four acres
replanted iv this manner, tlie old
and new alfulfa coming ou togeth-
er. When small portions of the
fifty acres before referred to ate re-
planted in this manner, it will all
average with the oue-quarter acre
mentioned.

Sow alfalfa seed any day, Winter
or Summer, if water is plenty, or
can be made plenty near the sur-
face; I, however, prefer the Brat
week In April.
FOBTY-NINE TIMES AT DOWNEY.

One more illustration of the re-
liability of alfalfa land in a year of
drouth: One day, near tbe close of

tbe drouth year of 1877, at the de-
pot at Downey City, of tbis county,
Idelivered to Mr. Morton a carload
of hogs for San Francisco; other
carloads were delivered the same
day for tbe same destination.
Trains of oountry wagons were
teeming in, leaded with corn, by
tbe carload, for San Francisco. Over
$1,500 in coin was paid to the far-
mers around Downey on that day
fora single day's shipment of corn
and hogs to San Francisco. Down-
ey City seemed more like a smart
little hog and hominy Kentucky
railroad town. I said to Mr. Smith,
a prominent oitizen of the couuty:
"Why, Smith, this does not look
like hard famiue drouth year
times." "No," replied he, "there
Is more produce money circulating
ivand around Downey than was
ever before known." The secret Is
this: Downey Is surrounded by
alfalfa land.

Itis an Interesting fact U3 report-
ed to me, that Mr. Lehman, of Gos-
pel Swamp, has secured luxuriaut
alfalfa on strong alkaline soil hy
mulching with straw.

LEGAL.

ACT
TO PROVIDE FOR A CONVENTION

TO FRAME A NEW CONSTITUTION
FOR THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA.

(Approved March 3), 1376 J

The People of the State of Cal/for
nia, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SkCTXOx L An election shall bo held
ou the third Wednesday In dune, eight-
een hundred and sl vnity-eight of dele-
gates to meet In Convention to revise the
Constitution of this State and to frame a
new Constitution, No other question
shall be submitted to the people or voted
00 at such election, any statute or law to
the contrary not withstanding. All other
electionscalled for the same time shall
bo held at tho vex*, general or special
state siectlon,

StC 2. The number of .delegates to bo
chosen to such Convention shall be one
hundred and Qfty-two, to ba apportioned
as follows: The counties of San Diego
and San Bernardino shall jointlyelect
one delegate; the county of San Diego
Shall elect one delegate; the county of
San Bernardino shall elect one delegate:
the county of Los Angeles shall elect
three delegates; the eountlesof Ventura,
Santa Barbara and San Luis Obispo shall
elect ©no delegate; the counties of Tu-
lare, Kern and Fresno shall elect one
delegate each, and t he counties of Mono
and Inyo shall elect one delegate; the
counties of Mariposa. Merced and Stan-
islaus shall Jointlyelect one delegate;
