TIIE JOINT CONVENTION.

The President of the Working-
men's Convention was elected Pres-
ident of the joiut assemblage.

Mr. 8. A. Waldron, Vice-Presi-
dent of the Workingmen’s Con-
vention, was elected first Vice-
President, and the Secretary of the
Farmers’ Council was chosen As-
sistant Secretary,

Judge Thompson, from the Com-
mitte on Resolutions, submitted a
majority report, which, after an
exciting discussion of an ironclad
oath, reported by the Kearney mi-
nority,imposing death for desertion
of the principles of the Working-
men’s party as laid down by Kear-
ney, and which was defeated,
were adopled by the Joint Conven-
tion,

The Workingmen and Farmers
of Los Angeles county in joint
Convention assembled do make
and publish the following declara«
tion of priuciples and purposes:

Ve belicve that the people are
the rightful source of ali political
power; that our system of govern-
ment was designed, and should be
so administered as to promote the
happiness and prosperity of the
people; that our officers and agents
should be the seryauts of the peo-
ple and not their masters to erush
them by unjust exactious of trib-
ute to enrich tbemselves and their
friends; that the public property
and treasure should bLe sacredly
held and guarded, to be used only
in promoting the just objects of
goud government,

For years past we have patiently
submitted to wide spread aund the
most shameless abuses and corrup-
tions in all departments of the
publie service, in the hope that
those abuses and corruptions would
Le rebuked and good government
restored to the people, through the
action of one or the other of the
great political parties; that we
rested that hope on the repeated
and apparently solemu and earnest

promises of the leaders of thosae
parties; that, trusting in such

promises, we bave from time to
time counfided the administration
of public affairs to them, only to
be as often betrayed, deceived and
cruelly wronged.

We canvot trust them to frame a
constitution for us. We mu t
bave able men, pure men, wlo
have never bended the knee to the
blandishments of pewer and «n
whose garments there is no smeil
of corruption, to make our fundas
mental law, so that it may be made
for the people and in the interests
of the prople, and not to subserve
corporations and aggregate capital.

Our purpose is to elect men to
the Constitutional convention who
will make a constitution which
will prevent so far as it is possible
to do so by Coustitutional enact-
ment, corruption in State and local
legislation, compel economy in all
departments of government, sccure
Iaws in the interests of the people
and to protect them from the un-
Sorob wened

4 - =winane avactiong of cor-
porations and combined capital.

Llesolved, Tbat it is the publie
will that corporations shall be
bridled and compelled to submit to
just laws—that the sovereignty of
the State shall be declared and ef-
fectually made superior to the sov-
ereignty of the great railroad
power that has so long, so unblush-
ingly and »so successfully ' de-
bauched legislation, bafiled and de-
fied the laws and held political
parties and the people of the State
in subjection to them.

Resolved, That it is the publie
will that the “Chinese must go;"”
that they ought to be expelled by
any legal means within the power
of the people to wield.

Resolved, That such constitu-
tional plans of taxation should be
adopted as would favor homesteads,
and throw the burdens of govern-
ment on all classes in proportion to
their wealth, whether that wealth
pe in railroads, stocks, mortgages,
money or lands,

Resolved That land monopoly is
a curse to which the people ought
not to submit; that some constitu-
tional method should be adopted to
prevent the further concentration
of the public domain in the hands
of the few, and to dissolve, by some
gradual process, the vast landed
accumulations already retarding
the settlement of the State and so
ruinous te the people.

Resolved, That all officers should
be paid moderate salaries and all
fees collected paid into the public
treasury; and thatall public officers
who betray their trust shall be met
with sure and swift punishment.

Resolved, That a system of town
governments shouid be devised and
enacted, by which the people can
manage their own aflairs, and by

which a more justand equitable
assessment of property can be made
for town, county and State pur-
poses,

Resolved, That the enormous rate
of interest grindingly exacted from
those who are compelled to borrow,
is subversive of public prosperity
and destroys the industries that
capital and a reasonable rate would
establish. It has become a public
evil, and, like all other public
questions affeoting the permanent
prosperity of the State, it should be
permanently settled by the Consti-
tution, by the insertion of a rigor-
ous, self operating maximum rate

Resolved, That the present crisis
demuands the earnest, active and
determined effort of the people in
their own behalf, to establish and
maintain free, pure and wholesome
State and local governments; that
the contest is one Letween money
on the one side and musele on the
other—a death strugg'e on the part

of labor against the combined
power of cupital, unscrupulously

employed, to grind out the life of
the people and absorb the wealth of
the Stute—s contest which calls for
united action without respect to
past or present party organizations,

An amendment offered by J. H.
Butler, exempting property to the
amount of §1,500 from taxation,wus
also adopted,

Judge J. 8. Thompson, of this
city, was chosen delegate from the
Workingmen’s Convention and J.

After the transaction of some
other minor business the Joint Con-
vention adjourued,

large thereto from this Congres-
sional District; and,

WIHEREAS, The State Conven-
tion which assembled at Sicra-
mento on the 224 ult,, recommend-
ed that a Convention be held at the
city of San José on tho 30th inst.,
for the purpose of nominating eight
delegates at large, residents of said
Congressional District; and,

WHEREAS, It is manifest that
said Convention so called to assem-
ble at San Jos6 is the only ineans
offered Lo3s Angeles eounty where-
by it can obtain recoguition upon
any State ticket for delegates at
large; and,

WHEREAS, This Committee un-
derstauds that the other Demo-
cratic Central Committees of said

Congressional Distriet have ap-
pointed delegates to said last-

named Conveuntion; and it further
appearing to the committee that it
is impossible, owing to the Lrief
space of time which will elapse be-
tween this meeting and the con-
vening of said nominating Con-
vention, to select delegates thereto
from this county otherwise than by
