A Noted Jurist’s Oploion,

Judge Hoadley, of Civcinnati,
one of the most eminent Constitu-
tional lawyers of the United Stales,
has been interviewed by a repre-
sentativeof the Commerciql, of that
city, on the Potter Investigation,
The following extracts from his
conversation are so interesting and
so perfectly in harmony with views
repeatedly ndvanced in these col-
umns that we cannot forbear re-
producing them:

The programme of the Hayes
Administration seems to have been
to steal the Presidency, adopt the
principles of the Democratic party
so far as relates to the South, and
then rely for protection against in-
vestigation into the fraudulent be-
gettings of the Administration
upon the good will thus to be crea-
ted at the South, the dislike to Mr.
Tilden founded on his known hos-
tility te the Texas Pacific Railroad,
and like schemes of plunder, and
above all on what may be called
the bourgeoise feeling which con-
trols so many minds, namely, tbat
anythingshould be submitted to for
the sake of peace and to make
money—the same feeling which in
France enabled Louis Napoleon to
enjoy 8o long a triumph over the
Republie, and which in this coun-
try has already secured a year, and
probably will result in three years
more of usurpation—the growth of
which sentiment is to me the most
alarming feature of the times. It
is to be remembered that nobo.y
proposes the disturbance of the
public peace. The question before
Congress and the country is, shall
we be permitted to know the length
and breadth of the wrong done in
the last Presidential canvass, and
which the Electoral Tribunal re-
fused to investigate? Opposition
to Mr. Potter'r resolution means
the stifling of iuquiry into the
greatest abuse which hus ever been
successful in America, and the op-
position is itself substantially a
confession on the part of those who
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make it that the belief in the enor-
mity of this wrong is justified by
the facts, Had the Electoral Com-
mission taken jurisdiotion, listened
to the testimouny and adjudged its
value, it might, with some plausi-
bility, be claimed that Mr, Hayes's
title was a decision after inquiry,
but the Eleetoral Tribunal simply
deeided that they would not inves-
tigate, and did not desire to know.
The law which created the Electo-
ral Tribunal contains the following
section:

SEC. 6. That nothing in this act
shall be held to impsair or affect
any right now existing under the
Coustitulion and laws to question,
by proeeedings in the Judicial
courts of the United States, the
right or title of the person who
shall be deolared elec ed, or who
shall claim to be President or Vice
President of the United States, if
any such right exists.
1t is, therefore, perfectly clear

trlbuna.l. and from the record of
the decisions of that tribunal itaelf,
that whatever claima Mr, Hayes
may have to the Presidency was
not strengthened or fortified by ths
action of the Electoral Commis-
sion, the statute baving reserved
the right of the people to judielal
investigation by the section I have
quoted, and the Commission hav-
ing decided notbing except its
own incompetency to go behind
the face of the returns, I'he result
of all this in its application to the
present and future condition of
things is ohvious. Mr, Hayes is
acting as President because the
Electoral Tribunal held that it had
no ?ower to examine into the facts
of the election, aliunde the returns
of canvassing boards, even al-
though theee returns were the re«
sult of fraud, forgery and violation
of legal duty.

In the case of Florida, the Btate
itself proteated against the return
of the majority of the Canvassing
Roart’l‘, and the votes east for Hayes
and Wheeler hy the electors whom
this majority deolared elected. The
Judigial Department deocided,
speaking through the Bupreme
Court in the case of the Governor,
that the Returning Board had no
authority, sueh as that claimed
and exercised in favor of the Hayes
electors, to throw out the vetes of
counties and precincts so as to
change the majority from the
Democratic to the Republican side.
The Circuit Court in quo wayranto
against the Hayes elegtors owsted
them and inducted the Tilden
electora. The legislative departs
ment by law demounced the fraud,
nd dirgoted & recanvass of the
tate, according to the principles
required by the decision of the Su-
preme Court, and the Governar
certified to the recanvass; not-
withetandiog all of which the
yate of the Rtate of Fior-
ida was counted by the Elec-
toral Commission for Ilayes
and Wheeler, because the Electo-
ral Commission held it had no
power to listen to the voice of the
State  exgept as expressed
through Lhell'leqql ac¢tion of the
Returning Board. The case of Lou-
isiana was, in substance, worse,
for the majority of ive of the Til-
den electors was but little leas than
9,000, and because in all substan-
tial particulars the law attempting
to invest the Returning Board with
power over the returns was disre-
garded and violated. In Louislana
the fraud began with the {llegal
registration of votes, which took
place under a circular from head-
quarters notifying the registrars
that their future standing and hope
of emolument within the Repubii

can party depended upon their suc-

cessful registration of Republican
votes. Inevery publication that I
have seen in defense of the*Return-
ing Board of Louisiana this lllega!
registration is assumed to have
been without objection, whereas,
in paint of fact, it is one of the
most corrupt and flagitious trans-
actions in the wholeseries of wrong
perpetrated in that State. I have
not the figures before me, but they
are of access, aud will show, with
a little dissection, immense addi-

tions over the registration of a pre-
tended colored vote. In addition
Lo this an attempt was made to ex-
clude 10000 lawful Democratic
voters of the city of New Orleans
from the registry by what are
known as the ‘‘sewing machine af-
fidavits’’ of four policemen., This,
however, partly failed, nar was
there any intimidation or disorder
at the polls, or during the registra-
tion; but at a quiet elsction, and
with the largest vote in proportion
to its population ever cast in the
State, Louisiana repudiated Hayes
by & majority which on the five
hldzol(;est electors amounted to over
8,
