The People of the State of Cali-
fornia, Kept esented in Senate
and Assembly, do enact as fol-
lows:
SECTION 1. Section oue tlious-

Md two hundred und twenty-live
tf Mid Code is amended so us to
wad as follows: Section 1225. The
person offering to vote must hand
his ballot to tbe Inspector, or to
One of tbe Judges acting aa Inspec-
tor, and announce bis name and
the number affixed to it on the reg-
ister In use at tbe precinct where
li*offers bis vote; provided, tbat
Id Incorporated cities and towns
tha said person shall also give tbe
name of tbe street, avenue, or loca-
tion of bis residence, and tbe num-
ber thereof, if it be numbered, or
?uoh clear and definite description
of tbe place of sucb residence as
shall definitely fix the same.

Sec. 2. Section one thousand
Mo hundred and twenty-six ofsaid
"Code is amended so as to read as
follows: Section 1226. Tbe Inspec-
tor, or Judge acting as sucb, must
receive tbe ballot, and before de-
positing it ia tbe ballot-box must,
In an audible tone of voice, an-
nounce tbe name and register num-
ber; provided, tbat in incorporated
towns and cities the said Inspector,
or Judge acting as sucb, shall also
announce the residence of tbe per-
son voting, and tbe same shall be
recorded ou the poll list by tbe Poll
Clerk,

Bsc. 3» Section one thousand two
hundred and twenty-seven of said
Code Is amended so as to read as
follows: Section 1227. If tbe name
ha found on tbe register in use at
tbe preclDCt where tbe vole is of-
fered, and tbe vote is not rejected
open a challenge taken, tbe Inspec-
tor, or Judge acting as such, must,
In the presence of tbe Board of
Election, place tbe ballot, without
opening or examining the same,
in the ballet-box. Aud no porson
shall be allowed to vote whose
uame Is not ou said register lv use
at tbe precinct.

Sec. 4. Section one thousand two
hundred and twenty-eight of said
Code is amended so as to read as
follows: Section 1228. When the
ballot has beea placed in the box,
one of the Judges must write the
word "voted" opposite the number
of the person on tbe register.

Sec. 5. Section one thousand and
ninety-four of said Code is amended
so as to read as follows: Section
1094. There must be kept in the
officeof tbe County Clerk of each
county a Great Register. When-
ever deemed necessary, tho Board
of Supervisors of any county may,
by order, require a re-registration
oftbe voters of said county, which
said order shall be published in at
least one newspaper published iv
said couuty, for not less th in six
months preceding the next ensuing
general election. Sucb le-regisl ra-
tion shall conform in all respects
to the provisions of this Code con-
cerning original registration, ex-
cept lhat auy person applying for
re-registration shall be untitled
thereto upon showing that bis
name was enrolled and uncanceled
on the former Great Register.

Sec. G. Section one thousand
one hundred aud thirteen of said
Code is amended so as to read tts
follows: Sectiou 1113. Before the
6tb day of August in eacli year
in which tbero shall be a geuerxl
or Presidential election, each Coun-
ty Clerk must make a copy of the
uncanceled eutries existing on the
Great Register on tbe preceding
first day ofAugust. The Board of
Supervisors of any couu-
ty may, by order, pro-
vide for tlie preparation and distri-
bution of towusbip or precinct
registers for each township, in-
stead of copies of the Great
Register. For tbe purpose ofregis-
tration and preparation of a new
Great Register, or of township or
precinct registers, and copies there-
of, ifordered by the Board of Su-
pervisors, the Couuty Clerk must
employ sucii assistants, aud for
sucb times, aud at such compensa-
tion, as shall, from time to time,
be authorized by said Board, which
shall be paid out of the county
treasury. Sucli order may be re-
pealed aud reeuacted as often as the
Board ofSupervisors may deem ex-
pedient.

Sec. T. Nothing in this Act shall
be construed us to repeal by imfli-
oatiou any special election or reg-
istration law applicable to the City
and County of Sau Francisco aloue,
but this Act shall be so construed
as Ifpassed prior thereto.

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AN ACT
rO PROVIDE FOR A CONVENTION
TO FRAME A NEW CONSTITUTION
FOR THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA.

i Approve.l March M, 1878 1

The People of the State of Califor-
nia*, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as folloios:

Section 1. An election shall bo held
on the third Wednesday in Juue, eight-
een hundred and seventy-eight of dele-
gates to meet lvConvention to revise the
Constitution of this State and to frame a
new Commutation. No other question
shall be submitted to the people or voted
ou at such election, any statute or law to
the contrary notwithstanding. All other
elections called for the same time shall
be held at the next general or special
State electiou.

Stc. 2. The number of ide legates to be
chosen to such Convention shall be one
hundred and fifty-two, to be apportioned
as follows: The counties or San Diego
and San Bernardino shall Jointly elect
one delegate; the county of Sau Diego
shall elect one delegate; the county of
sau Bernardino shall elect one delegate;
ihe county of Los Angeles shall elect
three delegates; the couutlesof Ventura,
Santa Barbara ana San Luis Obispo shall
elect one delegate; Ihe counties of Tu-
lare, Kern and Fresno shall elect one
delegate each, and tho counties of Mono
and Inyo shall elect one delegate; the
counties of Mariposi. Merced and Stau-
islaus shall jointlyelect one delegate:
the counties of Marifosa and Merced
shall Jointly elect ono delegate; the
county of Stanislaus shall elect oue del-
egate; tbe counties of Santa Cruz, Mon-
terey and Sau Benito shall Jointly elect
one delegate; the county of Santa Cruz
tthall elect one delegate; tbe county of
Monterey shall eiect one delegate; tbe
county of San Benito shall elect one del-
egate; the county of Santa Clara snail
elect fivedelegates; thecity and county
of San Francisco shall elect at large
thirtydelegates; the city and county of
Man Franciscoat large, Jointly wllh the
county ofSan Mateo, shall elect one del-
egate; tbe county of San Mateo shall
eiectonedelegate; the county of Alame-
da shall elect five delegates; the coun-
ties of Contra Costa and Marin shall
Jointly elect one delegate; the county of
Contra Costa shall elect oue delegate;
the county of Marin shall elect one dele-
gate; the counties of San Joaquin and
Amador shall Jointlyelect one delegate;
the couuty of San Joaquin shall elect
four delegates; tbe county of Amador
shall elect two delegates; tne counties of
Tuolumne and Calaveras shall jointly
eiectonedelegate; the county of Tuol-
umne shall elect ono delegate; the
county ofCalaveras shall elect one dele-
gate' the county of Sacramento shall
elect five delegates; the counties of So-
lano and Yolo shall jointlyelect one del-
egate; tbe county of soiano shall elect
turee delegates; the county of Yolo
shall elect oue delegate; tho counties of
Napa, Lake aud Sonoma shall Jointly
eiectonedelegate; the county of Napa
shall elect one delegate; the county of
Luke shall elect oue delegate; the coun-
ty of Sonoma shall elect lour delegates;
the county ofPlacer shall elect two dele-
gates; the counties of El Dorado and Al-
pine shall Jointly elect two delegates; the
county ofEl Dorado shall elect one dele-
gate; the counties of Nevada and sierra
shall jointly elect oue delegate; tbe
county of Nevada shall elect four dele-
gates; the county of Sierra shall elect
one delegate; the counties of Yuba and
Sutter shall Jointly elect one delegate;
the couuty ot Y'uba shall elect two dele-
gates; the county of Sutter shall elect
one delegate; the counties of Butte, Plu-
mas and Lassen shall jointlyelect one
delegate; the counties ot Plumas and
Lassen snail Jointlyelect one delegate;
the county of Butte shall elect two dele-
gates; the counties of Mendocino, Hum-
boldt and Del Norteshali Jointly elect one
delegate; the couuty of Humboldt shall
eiectonedelegate; the county of Mendo-
clno shall elect one delegate; the couuty
of Del Norte shall elect one delegate; the
counties of Siskiyou, Modoc, Trinityand
.Shasta shall Jointly elect one delegate:
the counties of Siskiyou and Modoc shall
jointlyelect one delegate; the couu-
tlesof Trinity and Shasta shall jointly

elect one delegate; the county of
Tehama shall elect one delegate; the
county of Colusa shall elect one dele-
gate; and thirty two (32) delegates shall
be elected by the State at large, eight (8)
residents of each Congressional District.

Sec. 3. Allpersons entitled by law to
vote for Members of Assembly shall be
entitled to vcte at such election in their
respective election districts, and not
elsewhere. Such eleetoln shall be by
ballot.

Sec. 4. The followingregulations shall
apply lo the aforesaid election, to be held
on the third Wednesday in Juue, A. D.
eighteen hundred and seventy-eight:

t irst?The said electiou shall ue held
aud conducted by tbe proper election of-
fictrs of the several election districts of
the State, aud shall be governed and reg-
ulated lvall respects by tbe generul elto-
Uon laws of the state in force at the
time of said election, so far as the same
shall be applicable thereto, aud not in-

consistent with the provisions of this
act.

Second?At the special election to be
held under this act, if no othei provision
lor printing and using new Great Regis-
ters or ward registers shall have in the
meantime been made by law, the copies
of the Great Registers which were used iv
ihe several counties of this State al the
general electiou held in the yeareigutoen
hundred and seventy-seven shail be
used. The Boards of Supervisors must
furnish the Boards of Election of each
precinct In their respective counties, be-
lore the day on which said special elec-
tion Is appointed to be held, at least one
copy of the aforesuld printed Great Reg-
ister. Ifthe Boards of Supervisors can-
not otherwise ob'alu a sufficient number
of copies of tho register for the purpose,
It must take tbe copies tiled iv the oftlco
of the County Clerk, In pursuance of sec-
tion one thousand two hundred and six-
ty-eight of the Political Code. If the
copy of tho register which shall bo fur-
nished to any precinct shall have been
used at any previous election, the char-
acter "X"may be used instead of the
word "voted," as required by section one
thousand two hundred and twenty-eight
of the Political Code. It shall not be the
duty of the Boards of Election to post
copies of the Great Register, as required
by section one thousand one hundred
and forty-nine of tbe Political Code. The
voter, when he offers his ballot at a poll-
ing place, shall uot be required to an-
nounce his number on the Great Regis-
ter, as provided for in section one thous-
and two hundred and twenty-five of the
Political Code.

Third?The officers of the several coun-
ties of this State, whose duty it is under
the law to receive and canvass the re-
lurns from the several precincts of their
respective counties, as well as the city
and couuty ot Sun Francisco, shall meet
at the usual place or mectlug for such
purpose on the second Monday after said
election. 11, at the time of meeting, the
returns from each precinct in the count?
in which polls were opened have been re-
ceived, the Board must then and there
proceed to canvass tho returns; but ifall
returns have not been received, the can-
vass must be postponed Irom day to day
untilall of the returns are received or until
six postponements have been had, when
they shall proceed to make out returns of
tbe votes cast for delegates to be mem-
bers of the Convention; and the proceed-
ings of the officers whose duty it 1b to
make out said returns shall be the same
as those prescribed for like officers In the
case of an election for Governor, except
that the returns shall be transmitted to
the Secretary of State. The persons re-
ceiving the highest number of votes ut
such election shall be elected, except lv
the caBO of persons voted for as delegates
at large. Of tbe persons so voted for as
delegates at large, the eight persons, resi-
dents ofany oue Congressional Dictrlct.
wbo shall have received a pluralityof
votes over ail other persons, severally,
who reside in the Bame Congressional
District, shall be declared elected such
delegates at large.

Fourth?The secrelary nf Stato shall,
as soon as the returns of said election
shall be received by him, or within
twenty days arter suld election, in Ibe
presence of the Governor and Controller
of State, open and compute all of the re-
turns received of votes given for mem-
bers oftheConvenllou, and the Governor
shall forthwith issue bis proclamation,
declaring the names of the persons who
have been choseu members of suld Con-
vention.

Sec. 5. The delegates bo chosen shall
meet in Convention In the Assembly
Chamber nt the Capitol, In tho city of
Sacramento, on the twenty-eighth oi
September, eighteen hundred and seven-
ty-eight, at twelve o'clock M. They
shall, by a vivavoce vote, and tbo vote
shall be entered ou tbe Journal, elect
one of their uumber President, and such
Secretaries and other officers as they
may deem necessary. After the said
Convention has met and organized, It
shall have power to adjourn to and hold
Its meetings at any place in said city ot
Sacramento other than the said Assem-
blyChamber, and all committee rooms
of the State Capitol buildingshall be un-
der tbe control of said Convention.
Tbe President of the Convention may ap-
polntnotexcoedlngene Doorkeeper and
lour Pages. The Convention may select
Phonographic Reporters, and tlx the
amount of their compensation; also, a
Sergeant-at-Arms and one assistant. The
delegates to the Convention shall receive
tbe same per diem and mileage as mem-
bers of the Legislature; provided, nocom-
pensation shall be allowed delegates uf-
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ter tbe expiration or one hundred days.
No pay shall be allowed for any recess
longer than three days at one time. The
Secretary shall receive eight dollars per
day, and ills assistants euch six dollars
per day, and the Doorkeepers, Fagos,
Sergeaut-at-Arms and assistants shall
receive the same compensation ns pro-
vided by law for similar services auu at-
tendance upon the Assembly. Tbe
amount ofpay shall be certified by the
President of the Convention, and uhnli
be paid by the Treasurer ot Htate, on the
warrant ol tho Controller, in the same
manner as members of the Legislature
are paid. Itshall be the duty of the Gov-
ernor to attend said Convention at the
opening thereof, aud to administer Ihe
constitutional oath ot office to the dele-
gates, and to preside at all meetings
thereof until a President has been elected
and taken his seat, but the Governor
shall have neither tbe casting vole nor
any other vote therein. The Secretary ol
State shall also a'tend at the
opening of the Convention aud
call the roll of delegates
All publicofficers, Boards and Commis-
sions shall fmnlsh such Convention with
all such Information, papers, statement!,
books or other public documents In their
poseesslon as the said Convention shall
order or require for Its use from time to
time while In session. It shall be the
duty of the Secretary of State to lurnlsh
the members or said Convention with
stationery to tho amount provided by-
law for the Legislature while Ivsession,
and to the Convention such stationery,
manual, tile boards and other like things
as are lurnlgbed to the two Houses of tbe
Legislature. Said Convention may adopt
such rules and regulations for its own
government as a majority of Its members
may determine, and said Convention
shall bo the Judge of the election and
qualification of Itsown members.

Sec. 8. AJournal ol the proceedings of
the said Convention shall be kept, and
shall, at the final adjournment thereof,
be tiled in the office of the Secretary oi
State, and the Constitution agreed to by
tbe Convention shall be recorded in his
office. A majority of the Convention
shall constitute a quorum to do business.
The doors of tbe Convention shall be
kept men, except when the public wel-
fare shall require secresy. Every dele-
gate to tbe Convention shall have the
like privileges from arrest and from civil
process as members of tbe Legislature
now have by law. For any speech or de-
bate in tbe Convention, the delegates
shall not be questioned In any other
place. Tbe Convention shall have the
power to expel any of Its members, and
to punish lis members and officers lor
disorderly behavior, by Imprisonment or
otherwise; but no member shall be ex-
pelled until the report of a committee
uppolntea to inquire Into the facts alleg-
ed as the ground of his expulsion shall
have been made. The Convention shall
bave the power to punish as a contempt
and by imprisonment or otherwise, a
breach of his privileges, or of tbe privil-
eges ofUs members, but such powershall
not be exercised except, against persons
suilty of one or more of tho following of-
fenses:

First?The offense of arresting or sub-
jectinga member or officer of tho Con-
vention to civil process, in violation of
his privilege froai arrest us heretofore
declared.

Second?That of disorderly conduct in
the immediate view and presence ot the
Convention, und directly tending to In-
terrupt its proceedings.

Third?That of publishing any false and
malicious report of the proceedings of the
Convention, or of the conduct of a mem-
ber in his delegated capacity.

Fourth?That of refusing to attend or be
examined, as a witness, either before the
Convention or a committee to take testi-
mony in tlie proceediug of the Conven-
tion.

Fifth?That of givingor offering a bribe
to a member, or ofat tempting by menace
or any other corrupt means or device, di-
rectly or indirectly, to control or influ-
ence a member In giving his vote, or lo
prevent him from givingthe same.

In all cases iv wbloh the Convention
shall punish any of its members, or offi-
cers, or any othor person, by imprison-
ment, such imprisonment shall not ex-
tend beyond the session of the Conven-
tion. Every person appoiuted to the of-
fice ot Secretary of ihe Convention shall,
before heenterson the duties of hlsofflce.
execute a bond to the people ol t he Slate
with such security as theCoutrolier shall
approve, in the penal sum of fivethous-
and dollnrs, conditioned that he shall
faithfullyperform the duties of his office
and account for all moneys which may
come Into hishands by vlituethereof.

Sec. 7. The Constitution framed by
such Conventlod shall he submitted by
tbe Convention to the people foribeir
adoption or rejection ut a special election
to be held on the first Wednesday of May,
eighteen hundred and seventy-nine, and
every person hereby entitled to vote for
delegates may vote nt that electiou, on
sucb adoption orrejectlon, In the election
district in which he shall then reside,
and not elsewhere. The said Constitu-
tion shall be voted on ns a whole. No
other question than ihe adoption or re-
jection of the proposed Constitution
shall be submitted to the people or voted
on at such election, auy statute or law
to tha contrary notwithstanding. The
Convention shall prescribe the publica-
tion of said Constitution, and Ihe notice
to be given ofthe election. The bailotsor
tickets shall have printed or written up-
on them the words" For the New Consti-
tution," or "Against tho New Constitu-
tion," and all tbe provisions of law now
or at that time existing In regard to gen-
eral elections shall be applicable to such
election, except that the provisions of the
first and second subdivisions ol section
four of this act shall also apply to said
election, Tho canvassing and returns of
the votes cast upon such question shall,
in such manner us the Convention shall
direct, be certified to tho Executive of tho
State, who shall call lo his assistance
the Controller, Treasurer and secretary
of State, and co nparc the votes as certi-
fied to him. If.by such an examination,
it is ascertained that a majority of the
whole number of voles cast at such elec-
tion be In favor of such new Constltu-
tion, the Executive of this State shall,
by his nroclamatlon. declare such new
Constitution to be the Constitution of
the Stato of California, and that It will
take effect at such time us the said
Convention may have in its dlrec-
tiou, by resolution, or in said Constitu-
tion Itself, fixed. If said Convention fix
no time for said Constitution to take ef-
fect, then itßhall take effect Immediately
upon such proclamation being made.

Sec, 8. Ail willful and corrupt false
swearing in taking any of the oat lis pre-
scribed by this act, or by the laws of this
State made applicable to this act, or lv
any other mode or form In carrying into
effect this act, shall be deemed perjury,
and shall ho punished in tho manner
now prescribed by law for willful and
corrupt perjury.

Sec. 9. lisliall be the duty of the Sec-
rotary of 8 ate to cause this act to be
published once amonth after its passage,
until the electiou of delegates herein
provided, lv not more than flvo of the
public newspapers published in this
State?one of said publications to be lv
somo newspaper published in the city
and county of Francisco, and one in the
city of Sacramento, and one lv thecoun-
ly of Los Angeles, und one In the county
of Nevada, and one In the county of Tu-
lare; and tlio expense of publishing the
same, and all other legal expenses in-
curred in printing for the Convention,
shall be audited by the Controller and
paid by tho Stale Treasurer, according to
law.

She. 10. All the printing necessary for
the said Convention, under the piovis-
iousnfthls act, shall be done und per-
formed ut the Slate Printing Office.

Sec. 11. Incase any vacaucy occurs, by
reason of tbe death, resignation, or other-
wlie.of any delegate elected to said Con-
vention, iho same shall be filled by Ihe
Convention

Skc. 12. The sum of one hundred nnd
fifty thousand dol lais, or so much there-
of as may be necessary, is hereby appro-
priated out of any money In tho male
Treasury, to pay the expenses of the Con-
vention provided for In this act.
