‘The Potter Iavestigntion

WASHINGTON, June 15.—On the
re-assembling of the Potter Inves-
tigation Committee, Orlando H.
Bremmer, one of the members of
the Electoral College of Louisiana,
during the election, was examined
in regard to his connection with
and his signing certificates of elec-
tion. He testified that he attended
a meeting of the Electoral College
in New Orleans on December 6th;
was chosen in the afternoon to fill
a vacancy arising from his own
non-attendance in the morning.
They counted the votes for Presi-
dent and Vice-President and the
College adjourned. In answer to a
question whether he signed any
certificates of votes cast, witness
said: I have no recollection of the
time when T signed them; think it
was either that afternoon or next
morning, Two or three weeks after-
wards I beard that a elerical defect
existed in the certificates for Louis-
ians; heard it from H. Conquest
Clarke. who was Secretary of Gov.
ernor Kellogg, and was acting as
clerk of the kilectoral College. His
recollection of what the
error was was very indistinet.
Immediately after this conversa-
tion he presented the papers and
witness signed them, Witness
here identified his siguature on the
returns of an envelope, He did
not know whether anybody else
signed or not. He only signed his
name at the place which was point-
ed our. to him as being correct; had
been Surveyor-General up g to
the time of election, resigned
three or four days after the election
but asked that it be dated back to
the 4th of November. He said he
supposed the reason for getting his
siguature so often was that Repub-
licans were anxious to get the mat-
ter just right. The whole affair
was conducted i privacy. Notl ing
of further importance was elicited
from this witness
A letter was read from Wm. M.
Evarts in response to the Commit-
tge’s request for any communica-
tions under his control whieh
passed between the State Depart-
ment and the Louisiana visiting
stalesmen of April, 1877. The Sec-
retary says: ‘“Upon laying the
matter before the President, I am
instructed by him to say that,
while he considers it not at all in-
compatible with public interests
that all public documents sought
for by thrs resolution should be
made publie,yet he is unable to per-

T have the
honor to be, sir, your obedient
servant,
